RODERICK RANDOM ALLEN 

Anderson County's No. I soldier by rank in World 
War II was Major General Roderick Random Allen, 
red-haired Texas A. & M. College alumnus and World 
War I veteran whose armored legions spearheaded 
some of the greatest Allied drives in the climactic 
battles of the war in We.stern Europe. 

Modest, soft-voiced, affable "Red" Allen was 
commander of the 12th Armored Division, which went 
into c~mbat on Dec. 5, 1944, and spearheaded the 
Third Army's great drive from Trier to the Rhine 
and the Seventh Army's smashing offensive through 
Germany and to the Inn River in Austria. 

Born Jan. 29, 1894, at Marshal, Texas, Roderid 
Allen spent most of his boyhood in Palestine. He was 
the son of Jefferson Buffington Allen and Emma Al­
bers Allen, residents of Palestine for many years. 

A graduate of Palestine High School School, he 
attended Texas A. and M. College, where he received 
the Bachelor of Sc ience degree in 1915. He was com­
missoined a second lieutenant in "the cavalry on Nov. 
29, 1916, and was made first lieutenant the same date. 

He served with the Third Cavalry in the American 
Expeditionary Forces in France from Oct., 1817, until 
July, 1919. · During the I I-year period from 1926 
through 1927 he served with the Sixteenth Cavalry, 
Third Cavalry, Fourth Cavalry and Seventh Cavalry. 

He was graduated from the Commandant Gen­
eral St aff School in 1928; from the Cavalry School in 
1·923; from the Army War College in 1935 ; from the 
Naval War College in 1936. 

He served as instructor in the Command and Gen­
eral Staff School, 1932 to 1934. He had served as per­
sonnel officer chief in the Cavalry, 1928 to 1932. 

From 1936 to 1940 he was with the Army General 
Staff, G-3 Division, and was promoted to executive of-
ficer of the First Armored Brigade, First Armored Divi-
sion, in 1940. He was appointed regimental com-
mand e r of the Thirty-second Armored Regiment, Third 
Armored Division, in 1941. 

From January to April, 1942, he was chief of staff for the Sixth Armo re d Division. H e wa s made commanding gen­
eral of the Combat Company A, Fourth 'Armored Division, from May, 1941 , to Oct., 1943. 

General Allen served as commanding general of the Twentieth Ar more d Divis ion from Nov., 1943, to Sept., 1944, 
when he was made commanding general of the Twelfth Armored Division , the unit he led into the battlefields of Europe. 

He became commanding general of the First Armor!'d Division in August, 1945. The Fi rst was assigned to occupa­
tional duties inside Germany. 

Dates of his promotions are as follows: second lieutenant, Nov. 29 , 1916; fir st lieute nant, same date ; captain, Aug. 
12 , 1917; major, 1928; lieutenant colonel, 1938; colonel, 1941; brig . g e nera l, May 23 , 1942 ; major general, Feb. 23, 1944. 

General Allen holds the Distinguished Serv ice Medal, the Bronze Star Med a l, t he Cro ix de Guerre with Palm, Mexi ­
can Border Campa ign medal, World Wa r I meda l. 

General Allen's Twelfth Armored Division particioated in som e of th e heaviest lan d fighting in World War II. Going 
into combat with the Seventh Army on Dec. 5, 1944, the divi :;ion was later loa ned to th e Fi rst French Army for the Colmar 
Campaign. Still later, the division was loaned to General George Patton's Thi rd Ar my and spearheaded the e ntire Third 
drive from Trier to the Rhine . 

Returning to the Sevent h Army, the Twelfth Armored spearheaded th e Seventh Army' s great driv e through Germany 
to the Inn river in Ausrtia and it was there the division rested when the war ended. 

Shortly after the close of the war. General Allen was assigned to command of th e First Armored Division, one of the 
occupation un its, and established headquarters at Darmstadt, Germany. 

In September, 1945, Major General Allen returned to Palestine to re ce ive a he ro's welcome. Although at home for 
only two days, he was the recipient of a round of courtesies, both public and pr ivate. He ret urned to Germany by air to 
resume command of the occupation un it. 

Known to many friends as "Red," Allen's first love , of course, is his fa mil y. O n Ap ril 25 , 1917, he married Miss May­
delle Campbell, a daughter of Governor and Mrs. Thomas M. Campbe ll . They have t wo charming daughters, Nancy 
Campbell Allen and Gail Random Allen. At present the general 's family resides in Wa shing t on, D. C. 
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The American Legion Auxiliary sends warmest greeti ngs to the men and women 
who served in the armed forces during World War II. It is with hearts of gratitude 
and appreciation that we welcome you home once more-home to the community 
you love; to the community whose people love you. 

To those who will never return, we pay sole mn t ri but e . They fought and d ied 
that we might live in the peace and happiness of fre e peoples. May t heir souls rest 
forever in the protection of the Almighty God wh o gave t hem to ·us. 

The Howard Ga.rdner Unit No. 85 of the Am erican Leg ion Auxiliary was orga n­
ized in Palestine, Texas, in 1922 by the late Mrs. T. M. ·campbell, wife of the late 
Former Governor of Texas, and it was Mrs. Campbe ll who served the auxil iary as its 
first president. 

As you may see, the badge of the America n Legion Auxiliary stands for God 
and Country and the highest rights of man. Rays fr om t he background of the badge 
are elblematic of loyalty, justice, freedom and d emocracy. They dispell the darkness 
of violence, strife and evil. The star of b lue was the emblem of service during t he 
war; it is no less than the emblem of service in t ime of peace, and srvice is the 
unselfish work of the Howard Gardner Unit of the A merican Legion Auxiliary through 
its rehabilitation and child welfare programs designed primarily to aid veterans and 
their families. 

A service organization through and through, t he legion auxilia ry is proud of it's 
service record in the community. We are proud of th e opportunity to serve in a 
community which has done so much in the war effort; which now hopes to do so 
much in the days of peace. 

Both the American Legion auxiliary and the American Legion will welcome each 
of you who may desire membership, and by t he same token we can inspire an d he lp 
to attain our unselfish objectives. The history of the American Legion Auxilia ry truly

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ANDERSON COUNTY'S CONTRIBUTION 

TO WORLD WAR II 
Beh!nd the sufferings and sacrifices of Anderson county fighting men in World 

'Yar II 1s a story of solid support from the home front-from fathers, mothers, wives, 
sisters, brothers, uncles, aunts and cousins of the men and women in uniform. 

. The county that sent some 5,000 men and women into the armed forces backed them 
with every resource in both moral and material resources. 

The record sho.ws that in the seven war loans, Anderson county patriots purchased 
approximately $6,000,000 in war bonds. 

The county's dimes and dollars tt,at followed the fighting men bto conflict repre­
sent only a fractional measure of the moral and monetary support with w:,ich the war­
girded home front backed the war effort. 

The din of the Pearl Harbor holocaust had not died away before patriots in every 
nook and corner of the county had rounded up every available piece of scrap iron and 
sent it away to the munitions mills. 

Then followed a series of war-supporting financial campaigns. Citizens gave thou­
sands of dollars to China Relief, United War Chest, the Red Cross; they scoured towns 
and villages for waste paper; saved and turned in tons of fats for explosives. They 
orga1.1ized the Civilian Defense Corps and the State Guard. They worked at their jobs 
long hours to meet the labor shortage. . 

The story of the home front at war 1s a voluminous chapter all its own-a story 
which warms the hearts of those who sacrificed in the foxholes of Germany and 
Okinawa. The efforts at home, after all, can best be weighed in moral benefits to tht> 
fighting men who couldn't help realizing the all-out backing and support of their 
loved ones and friends at home. 

One of the most brilliant chapters in the home front story may be woven around 
the Palestine Service Men's Club. While strategically situated in Palestine, the servict' 
men's club was a prideful asset of the entire county. The hospitality and generosity 
of the club, the kindness of its volunteer staff, the very home-like atmosphere-all 
combined to make the place a living symbol of Anderson county's love and appreciation 
for those who gave up much to preserve our way of life. 

Sacrifices and inconveniences such as rationing and shortages of some items, have 
no part of in the story of Anderson county's home front war effort. Suffice it to say 
that these sacrifices were taken in stride with a minimum of complaining. 

Last but not least, the prayers of loved ones at home served as a mighty bulwark 
for the courage of those who fought. Every man who went into battle must have felt 
the prayerful watchfulness of those at home. Every man must have realized that the 
prayers of loved ones made him a better soldier, sailor or marine, protected by the 
arms of the Almighty.

SKETCH OF THE COUNTY OF ANDERSON 
In 1846, Texas newly admitted to the Union granted to thirty-one communities 

within her domain the right to become separate counties. New settlers arriving in large 
numbers necessitated the change. Anderson County was one of these. 

Anderson County was named for Kenneth Lewis Anderson, the Vice President of 
Texas, who was suddenly deceased while on a journey home from Washington on July 3, 
1845. (He was buried at Fanthrop, now Anderson, in Grimes County). 

Anderson County, one of 254 Texas counties, is bordered by Henderson, Cherokee. 
Houston, Leon, and Navarro County. It is located in central east Texas, and at the 
present has a population of 37,092. Anderson County has 683,904 acres, 4,399 farms, 
thousands of timber lands, dozens of producing oil and gas wells, and a great supply 
of high grade lignite. 

The climate of Anderson County and most of the southern part of Texas, is as 
varied as the productive qualities of the soil, and is perhaps on the whole, superior to 
that of any other portion of North America. 

The agricultural aspects of the county are excellent. In 1924, John McFarlane 
astounded the world by producing ten balea. of cotton on five acres of non-irrigated 
Anderson county soil. Fruit and truck crops are noted for their luciousness as ~,ell as 
for yield per acre. Anderson County is also the '·o:ne of the p~can and hickory nut, 
many thousands of pounds being harvestPd annually. 

Before World w ·ar II, people from all over t'1e ro•mtry visited the scenic dogwood 
trails of Palestine, which in beauty cannot be excelled. 

Palestine is a ' railroad center with a General Office and shops. Knox Glass Fac­
tory is one of the major concerns located here. 

From Anderson County have gone 4,200 boys into the armed forces, and many of 
these boys have lost their lives for their country. 

A Service Men's Club has been established on Spring Street for the purpose of 
entertaining all men in Uncle Sam's Army. This club has been aclaimed all over the 
l'nited States for its hospitality and warmth. 

Anderson County's accompHshments are numerous and cannot be mentioned in so 
short a sketch. But undoubtedly, the County is one of the finest in the state of Texas­
or in the United States as a whole.

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AT SNACK BAR 
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THE HISTORY AND ORGANIZATION OF PALESTINE 
SERVICE MEN'S CLUB - 1942 - 1945 

The Service Men's Club, Palestine, Texas, was organized June 1, 1942, at the suggestion of Mrs, C. 
W. Hanks, as a stopping place for the service men and women passing through this city. 

Headquarters were set up in the room adjoining the O'Neill Hotel as a donation of Mr. M. A. Davey, 
owner of the Hotel. It was painted and decorated through the untiring efforts of public spirited citizens, 
and the furnishings .came from Palestine homes. The result was a club room where those in Service could 
read, write letters, play the radio and piano. 

During the summer of 1942, convoys of from 100 to 250 passed our way enroute to Louisiana for 
training. They were entertained in the Service Club and in private homes. 

The Club started with a ten dollar donation from a citizen, later was helped considerably by fifteen 
hundred dollars collected in the scrap metal drive. Organized and operated by the women of Palestine, 
all food, drinks and general conveniences are donations by citizens of the city and county. Genuine hospi­
tality and patriotic spirit are the watchwords of the Club at all times. 

Although there are no government installations near Palestine, many thousands of soldiers, sailors 
and marines, including the many branches of these Services, have passed through the Railroad Termi­
nal in Palestine and have enjoyed the home-like atmosphere of the Club Room.

Miss Bettie Thompson (Mrs. L. Flangan), Junior D.A.R.-Neches High Club, Cookies (1942) 

Chairman of Entertainment Mrs.H. A. O'Briant, Chm., Cookies (1943-44-45) 
Mrs. I. B. Hughes and Mrs. 0. Duff, Purchasing Mrs. Ed Bigbee, Chm., Cold Drinks (1943-44-45) 
Mrs. Matt Davenport, Correspondence Mr. Reynolds, Florist 
In 19'42 a Christmas Committee was asked to serve under the direction of Mrs. S. S. Stafford, Miss 

Susie Brabham and Mrs. M. A. Davey, Jr., Head Chairmen. The first Christmas tree was a huge success 
with gifts of six hundred ditty bags containing toilet articles, being given to visiting servicemen. 

In 1943 an advisory board was asked to serve, which consisted of Mr. M. A. Davey, Jr., Chairman, 
Mr. H. V. Hamilton, Mr. Jim Young, Mr. Ed Bigbee, Mr. J. V. Murdaugh and Mr. E. H. Shelton. At the 
first Anniversary Open House, congratulatory speeches were made by Mayor R. H. McLeod, Brigadier 
Genreal Rodeick Allen (now Major General) and Major J . I. Hopkins (now Lieutenant Colonel). Credit 
is due Mr. Claude Weterman for his public address system. 

In 1943, Mrs. C. W. Hanks suggested that four hundred and thirty-five dollars and eighty-four 
cents be taken from the money raised in the scrap drive and given to the negro service club. This sug­
gestion was voted and passed by the advisory board, and the check was given to Rev. S. H. Graham and 
Julia McClelland, trustees of the negro organization. After this donation was made only four hundred 
dollars remained in the treasury. At this time Mr. J. F. Jones gave the picture ~how reel, worded by 
Franklin Bradford. The showing df this reel each month brought in contributions of two and three hun­
dred dollars from picture show patrons. The treasury was further helped by the sale of several hundred 
pounds of old keys and bundles of waste paper to Mr. Pearlman, and scrap glass to the Knox Glass Co. 

The Club donated several boxes of old furs to be made into warm garments and one box of old cos­
tume jewelry was sent to the men in the South Pacific. The Club also collected and donated one box of 
scissors, tweezers and supplies for surgical relief. 

The original register of Anderson County boys and girls in the service, prepared by Mrs. Charles 
Schultz, was eventually turned over to the Lion's Club and the large billboard Honor Roll for Anderson 
County was made from information gained from this register. 

Mrs. C. W. Hanks called a committee of citizens in order to establish a Community Center as a last­
ing Monument to Anderson County men and women who served honorably in World War II. The chair­
man of this committee was Rev. Frank Dent, the members were: Mr. J. F. Jones, Mr. E. Peters, Mr. Edd 
Bigbee, Mr. F. Bradford. Others present were Mrs. H. Glazner, Mr. E. Fish, Mr. and Mrs. Hubbard, Mr. 
Arnold Hudson, Mr. Ben Walker, Mr. Gerald Joyce, and Mrs. Edd Bigbee. This committee worked for sev­
eral months and not entirely in vain for other clubs are working on projects at this time. 

In 1944 money in amount of $2,600 from United War Chest Drive was of great benefit to the Room. 
Mrs. H. A. O'Briant was made Vice-Chairman in 1944, as additional supervision was needed and in 

1945 Mrs. Jack Grigsby was made Second Vice-Chairman. 
Christmas and Thanksgiving dinners were given each year and Christmas gifts were given by the 

citizens of the city and county. The Christmas tree has been given each year by :\Ir. Robert Herrington 
and decorated by the club workers. 

The scrap books are ably kept up-to-date by Miss Rose Plaisance. 
Since V-J Day a new motion picture reel, worded by Mr. Franklin Bradford and donated by :Vlr. J. F. 

Jones, has been running at the local shows. 
In 1945 we have had from 400 to 500 in the Room each day. Several troop trains with boys returning 

from overseas each week, were served on the Railroad track with fruit, magazines, writing materials, 
etc, and a hearty welcome by ladies and girls from the Service Room. 

Fourteen volunteer day and night hostesses and eighty-four women and girl volunteer helpers each 
week extended courtesy, hospitality and friendlin ess to those in Service in behalf of Palestine and An­
de'rson County. 

The ladies have had many fine compliments from those in Service on the splendid war-timf' Service 
Record of the Room. The people of Palestine and Anderson County feel proud that they have had an or­
ganization such as the Service Room to express their appreciation to the members of the Armed Forces 
for a job well done. Anderson County has a fight to feel proud of the citizens who have contributed so 
much of their time and money to this worthy cau;;e. 

Those in service tell us our organization was one of the few, if not the only organization of its kind 
in the United States.
