Pursuits of War is the largest publication 
yet undertaken by the Albemarle County His­
torical Society, a vigorous and independent his­
torical organization which unites through the 
medium of mutual interest in the history of 

. Albemarle County and the city of Charlottes-
ville more than four hundred members. The 
Society was organized in 1940. It issues an­
nually the Papers of the Albemarle County 
Historical Society, of which six volumes ap­
peared prior to the autumn of 19 4 7. 

The .Society has also published Early 
Charlottesville: Recollections of James Alex­
ander, 1828-1874, edited by Mary Rawlings, 
which was brought out in 1942 under the 
financial sponsorship of The Peoples National 
Bank of Charlottesville. Again, in connection 
with the present volume, the bank has guaran­
teed costs of publication without e:icpecta tion of 
profit. 

Pursuits of War is the fruit of more than 
two years of work which has been supervised 
by a special committee of the Society, headed 
by Miss Mary Stamps White. Under the di­
rection of the Society's Editor, the talents of 
eight authors and of various members of the 
committee have been pooled in the compilation 
of this unique record. During the period of 
its preparation the successive presidents of the 
Society have been Miss Nancy B. Gordon, Mrs. 
James Keith Symmers, and James F. Minor. 

Membership in the Society, which meets 
quarterly, is open to all who may wish to be­
come associated with it for the enrichment and 
advancement of historical scholarship relating 
to its locale. The cost of individual member­
ship is one dollar per year; one can be enrolled 
as a life member upon payment of twenty-five 
dollars.
