The scarlet and white are the colors of the Engineer Corps. The functions 

of the organization are symbolized by the horizontal fees, which heraldically 

represent the military belt or girdle of honor. The State of activation, Louisiana, 

is indicated by the llying pelican. The shovel and pick-axe are represe_ntative 

of the tools frequently used in the performance of duties. The motto is ex­

pressive of the manner in which duties are performed: "Strength, Valor, 
Courage".

States Military Academy. 
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GENERAL SCHULZ - FRIEND OF THE 393RD 

In 1942, Brigadier General JOHN WESLEY NIESZ SCHULZ, of Wheeling, 
West ·Virginia, established the Army's big new Engineer Unit Training Center 

at Camp Claiborne, Louisiana. The 393rd Engineer Special Service Regiment 

was one of the units that came out of this Camp. General SCHULZ was con­

sidered by the Regime~t as its personal friend and he often showed his 

interest in the ·organization, though his work was that of training many units. 

With the passing of the 393rd Engineer Special Service Regiment into the 393rd 

Engineer Construction Battalion and its location at Fort Belvoir, Virginia, an 

old friendship was renewed, for General SCHULZ was already at this post 

as President o( the Engineer Board. The _ 393rd proudly regards General 
SCHULZ as its Honorary Member and leader. 
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The Engineer Corps 
The Engineer Corps is one of the oldest and most distinguished of the 

American Army and was permanently organized right after the Revolution. 

The founding of West Point was based on the need of a skilled Engineer 
branch of service. Up unto recent times the Engineer Corps has been first 

in the branches of service. 

The Engineer insignia, a Castle, is a dominate feature of the Corps and 

is an easily recognized insignia. According to popular tradition this Castle 
represents the 'gateway of the city of Verdun, supposedly the home of one of 

the early leaders and founders of the Engineer Corps and who was a French­

man in the service of Washington. The Castle is a symbol of the medieval 

fortress which represented the highest developments of the arts of building 

and of fortification. The Castle was a feat of engineering and it still well 

represents the skill and labor needed in the Corps and which is still vital in 
the winning of war. 

The Engineers is the only branch of the Army allowed a distinctive button. 
Officers are allowed to wear a button, "Circular, slightly convex, device; an 

eagle holding in his beak a scroll with the word 'Essayons', a bastion with 

embrasures in the distance surrounded by water, with a rising sun". 

The word, "Essayons" has several interesting interpretations. The most 
popular appears to be that of, "ALWAYS FORWARD". This slogan well rep-
resents the spirit of the Engineers. . 



PREFACE 
The history of. the 393rd is a story of a hard working organization. It was 

· not the fortune of the 393rd to become distinguished in combat. Its record is 

a good one made so· because of the work it did. In the story of such units as 

the 393rd we see· part of the work of a great Corps and even then we see the 

Corps as itself part of a great Army. It was and is the contributions of all the 

parts that made Victory possible. 

It is difficult in such a volume as this to pick out individuals for special 

mention.' Our purpos~ is to tell the story of the Regiment. All members have 

contributed to that. story. There was the work of those who had the problem 

of planning and leadership. There was the work of the men, those whom 

we call privates but without whom no work would ever be done. Out of all 

this, the "editor" assumes to "dedicate" this volume to the ]up.ior Officers of 

the 393rd. The burden of adverse conditions fell upon them and it was be­

cause of their resourcefulness mid labor and leadership that the . work al­

ways moved forward.

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ACTIV ATION- CAMP CLAIBORNE 
The formal history of the 393rd Engineer Special Service Regiment begins 

with its order for activation (or coming together) which was issued by the 
Office of the Adjutant General of the United States Army dated 5 January 
1943. 

By 'this time a great course of historic events had taken place. War had 
come again. Again went out the call in words famill.ar now ·to millions of 
Americans: " ... Greetings ... The President of the United States ... " Against 
these tragic words we view the breath-taking march of the totalitarian powers. 
It was not believable. America was indifferent and then slowly awoke and 
then with ever increasing speed gathered its might. For awhile England stood 
alone. Then there was "lease-lend", the "Arsenal of Democracy", then Pearl 
Harbor, and finally a nation is aroused. It was war. War had come. 

To millions it meant heart-ache, separation and loneliness hardship of 
cold, of heat, of lack of food, of sickness, of hard luck, of pain and some death. 

Actual activation of the 393rd took place on 15 February 1943 when by 
formal order Colonel Walter C. Smith assumed command. This assumption of 
command was published in the First General ·Order of Headquarters, 393rd 
Engineer (SS) Regiment, 16 February 1943. 

This ~as almost 14 months after Pearl Harbor. The nation was still in the 
process of creating one of the greatest armies of all times. 

The place of activation was Camp 
Claiborne, Louisiana. Here came men 
from every part of the nation. Many 
came by the way of other great camps 
-McPherson, Dix, Shelby, Devens, 
Grant, Lewis, Sam Houston. On the 
red soil of Louisiana these men; store 
clerks, truck drivers, college students, 
soda jerks, office workers, teachers, 
construction men, were to learn to be­
come soldiers and many of them Engi­
neers. 

Camp Claiborne was one of five military installations in the area. In this 
Camp over 500,000 men were trained for the Army. Claiborne was one of the 
centers for the training of engineer units. This Camp was named after one ol 
the_ great citizens of Louisiana and the State's first governor, CLAIBORNE. This 
Camp was in the EIGHTH SERVI<;;E COMMAND, whose headquarters was in 
Dallas, Texas. Louisiana has seen some of the greatest of Army Maneuvers. 

By the time the 393rd was activated tents were giving way to "huts". In a 
month's time this new unit was seriously settled in acquiring the basic funda­
mentals of war. Each man may have continued to bolster his own State but all 
were united in one aim-"to get the job over with and return home"-this aim 
never changed. 

The men who came as enlistees, draftees, or transfers became a unit, the 
393rd. In this unit there were 53 officers, 2 warrant officers and 1272 men. 
(The 393rd was one of the first units stationed at Camp Claiborne to include 
men taken in the 18-19 year old draft.) ·

FLOOD CONTROL WORK 
Orders of 13 May 1943 sent the Regiment to a Temporary Change of Station to Camp 

Joseph T. Robinson, Little Rock, Arkansas, for the purpose of Flood Control work along the 
flooded Arkansas River. Here in never-to-be-forgotten pastures, where damp clothes, wet feet, 
pup tents, continued rain and intruding cattle seemed to be the order of the day, a splendid 
job was done. The praise of ,many property owners was won and many thousands of dollars 
were saved. The levees were paced 24 hours around the clock until every square foot was 
virtually memorized. Breaks and weakened sections were repaired. Traffic was directed. 
Families were evacuated. The lives and property of hundreds were safeguarded and valuable 
crops were saved. 

The mission was accomplished; The onrushing waters were held back and the river 
receded and on June 4 the Regiment returned to Camp Claiborne and resumed its training 
program. The thanks and goodbyes of many friends echoed in the ears of the men of the 393rd. 

However the work of flood-control was not quite over, for on 23 June the regiment re­
turned to the area for the purpo~e of performing rehabilitation work along the Arkansas 
River. There were bridges to be built, roads to construct, a gravel pit to operate and countless 
other tasks. The people showed their appreciation by their generous hospitality. The Regi­
ment arrived back at Camp Claiborne on 2 August 1944 and entered into a new phase of 
training. 

Flood Control Work The Arkansas View of the Flood 
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From a Newspaper Clipping: 

"Camp Claiborne, La. June 8, 1943 

The 393rd Engineer Regiment was back at its 
routine training tasks today at the Engineer Unit 
Training Center here, after three weeks of flood fight­
ing along the Arkansas River near Little Rock. 

Absorbed once again in the equally important but 
not so exciting work of military schooling, Col. Walter 
C. Smith and his men of the 393rd had fresh in their 
memories the praise of the governor of Arkansas and 
their own commanding general. 

The praise came to the flood-fighting regiment 
Friday night when Brig . . Gen. John W. N. Schulz, com­
manding general of the EUTC, addressed an assem­
blage of the troops. 

Governor Adkins, the general told the 393rd, had 
sent through the Eighth Service Commcmd, a message 
of commendation for that regiment and others em­
ployed in the flood control work. To that praise, the 
general added his own 'heartiest of congratulations' 
for an arduous job well done. 

'That work,' said the general, 'was typical of that 
which you may ,be called to do some day in battle. It 
was good training for engineers.' 

Their days of flood-fighting over, the men of the 
393rd went to the work that makes the engineer a sol­
dier as well as a builder. In place of sandbagging, of 
running the heavy machinery used to build levees, of 
long hours of patrolling along flood-swept areas, the 
393rd returned to its marching, bridge-building, de­
molitions, road construction." 

From the letter of the County Judge of Pulaski 
County, Arkansas: 

" ... Pulaski County Road and Bridge Commission­
er and County Engineer have repeatedly expressed 
surprises and gratification over the way the soldiers of 
this Company (E) labored, long and late, refusing to 
regard the time of day or the difficulty of the job. If 
these boys fight like the way they work they will be 
bad news for the enemy in the months to come .... 
Official Pulaski County and the people as well are 
grateful for the many substantial kindnesses rendered 
us. " 

430,000 acres were inundated in this flood. The 
loss was about $8,000,000. The river rose 33 feet, ex­
ceeding all previous records by 3.75 feet. 

Some 14,000 troops were employed and were 
under the command of General Schulz. The 393rd 
furnished 1400 men and officers and supervised the 
work of some 7,300 others.

Preparation For Overseas 
On its return from flood control work and rehabilitation the 393rd went 

into the bivouac area of Camp Claiborne, and was here from 2 August until 
13 November. Here it was pontoon bridge buildinq and still more training. 
Here the regiment was located in the wilds of the "red clay country". On 13 
November the outfit moved into West Camp Claiborne. 

By this tim-e definite prepa­
ration for overseas was under­
way. There were leaves or fur­
loughs for the 1<.3t visit home. 
New clothing was issued, in­
noculations or "shots" were re­
ceived. Physicals were taken, 
lectures listened to and all 
sorts of processing undergone. 

There was a full dress re­
view one late Sunday after­
noon in November and the Reg­
imental Colors were formally 
presented. 

Christmas and New Year's 
passed by. For many this was 
the first time they were away 
from home during these festive d KP 
days. Cooks an s 

Finally the anticipated day 
came. The work, sweat, studies, 
drills and pain of Claiborne 
were left behind as orders 
came sending the regiment on 
its way to a Port of Embark­
ation. The "dry runs" were 
over. 

In the meantime changes 
had taken place in the person­
nel of the regiment. This pro­
cess was to be continuous 
throughout the history of the 
393rd. In Company D for in­
stance Captain Gravis was 
transferred and Captain Bige­
low became the company Com­
mander. 

The most serious ch~nge, Tea Party 
however, was the separatiOn of 
the FIRST BATT ALI ON from the 
regiment. 

On January 13 ( 1944) the 
First Battalion under Major 
Shafer D. Case was detached 
from the regiment and moved 
out to a Port of Embarkation; 
this being Camp Patrick Henry, 
at Newport News, Virginia. 546 
enlisted men and 17 officers, or 
companies A, B and C, were 
placed on Detached Service. 
This proved to be a permanent 
separation. It was later learned 
that the First Battalion was in 
India. 
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Likewise on 13 January 
1944 the rest of the regiment 
entrained for a Port of Embark­
ation Staging Area. The de­
parture was at 4: 30 p. m. 
( 1630), as a band played fare­
well music. Slowly the troop 
trains wound their way across 
Arkansas, Tennessee, Ken­
tucky, Ohio, the Virginias, 
Pennsylvania and finally stop· 
ped at Camp Kilmer, New Jer· 
sey. 

H&S Co. and Co. D under 
the ·command of Col. Smith 
made up the first train. The 
second train, under command 
of then Major Jesse I. Steele, 
consisted of Companies E and 
F. 

Three days later (January 
16) the first train arrived at 
Camp Joyce Kilmer in the early 
light of the dawn-4: 30 a. m. 

The second train arrived 
about 20 hours later. It must 
be remembered that in war­
time all troop movements were 
deep, dark secrets. 

Processing began imme· 
diately, but gayiety was mixed 
with this. There was a liberal 
pass policy so that many for the 
first time saw, tasted and en· 
joyed the sights of New York 
City. 

13 days of this and then on 
29 January the regiment (less 
the 1st Bn.) departed Camp 
Kilmer and boarded the trans• 
port. "Mauretania". Acting as 
advance party were: Capt. 
Bigelow, Provost Marshall: 
Capt. Henderson, Police and 
Sanitation Officer; and Capt. 
Cheeseman, Mess Officer. 

Two days later (31 Janu­
ary 1944) the "Mauretania" 
sailed. 

The crossing was unescort­
ed due to the speed the ship 
could maintain. Fire and life­
boat drill and abandon ship 
drills were frequent. Here 
many Americans for the first 
time became acquainted with 
the "British". One feature was 
the presence of James Cagney 
who was making the crossing, 
also, for . the purpose of enter­
taining the troops overseas. 

There was the usual suffer­
ing from sea-sickness.

ENGLAND - Overseas 
11 February 1944, the transport, "Mauretania", carrying the 393rd docked 

at Liverpool. England at about 4:30 p. m. The regiment was in the European 
Theatre of Operations. The next day the regiment disembarked at 1230 for 
entraining to a Staging Area, arriving the next day (February 13) at Camp 
Brockley, near Yatton, England, for staging and orientation. 

A short period of rest here, lasting four days, and then t¥ regiment ( 17 
February) moved to Saltram Park, Devon, near Plymouth. The move was 
made by train and by motor convoy. At Saltram Park a tent Camp was set 
up, consisting of Regimental Headquarters, H and S Co., Second Battalion 
Headquarters, Companies D. E and F and the Medical Detachment. 

Here the regiment took up its work and here began the process of breaking 
up the regiment into smaller detachments for the handling of various and 
different jobs. The regiment at times would be working on several projects 
at the same time by this process. 

On 22 February Regimental Headquarters with 40 men and 9 officers set 
up at Yelverton, Devon, near Plymouth. Cos' E and F moved to Raglin Barracks 
in Plymouth. Co. D remained in bivouac in Saltram Park, remaining there for 
about a month and then on 25 March moving to Douseland, Devon, near 
Yelverton. 



The Regiment was now busy in what be­
came known as the Plymouth Garrison Area. 
From the period 13 February to 29 May (1944) 
the regiment (less lst Bn.) performed many 
engineering tasks in this Southwestern part of 
Great Britain. These tasks contributed to the in­
vasion of the continent. 

Construction was carried on at Marshall­
ing Areas and yards for the Army preparing 
for the invasion of the continent. These areas 
were the jumping off places. The 393rd was 
caring for an area in which over 250,000 at 
a time were cared for and supplied. 

In this area the men of the 393rd became 
familiar with the ways of the English. There 
were odd expressions new to American ears, 
a strange monetary system, new regulations 
and a definite brogue to cope with. Instead of 
the Service Club it was til.e ARC-American 
Red Cross. The pub instead of a bar, "cheerio" 
in place of goodbye and many other such 
things. 

26 March Co. F moved from Raglan Bar­
racks to Bickham Park, Devon, about three 
miles South of Yelverton, Devon. 

31 March Cos. D and H&S changed from 
Douseland to Bickham Park. 

3 April-The service platoon or motor pool 
of H&S was moved back to Douseland. Batta­
lion Headquarters and Co. F changed from 
Raglan Barracks to Beckham Park, Devon. 

l May 1944-Correspondence from the 
first Battalion indicated that it was in India. 

13 May-H&S moved back to Douseland 
from Bickham Park. 

The work of the regiment in the Plymouth 
Garrison Area was within the counties of De­
von and Cornwall and for the major portion of 
the work, the regimental headquarters and 
staff functioned as group headquarters-that is, 
was in control of the work done in this portion 
of the Area, in respect to supplies and services. 
Prior to D-Day all units and personnel were as-
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sembled at various staging areas in prepa· . . _ 
ration for departure to the invasion beaches. Motor convoy gettmq underway 

In connection with the preparations for the Invasion of France, and after, 
there was established an office to record the traffic of residual and over­
strength p~rsonnel of units moving in and out of the camps on their way to 
the Southern coast of England. This office was opened early in May at 
Advance Headquarters, 19th District, Crown Hill. Lt. Col. Charles B. Eggen 
was in charge assisted by Sgt. Anderson and Cpl. Freeman. 

Overstrength personnel were troops which were in excess of the top 
strength of the fighting teams designed for landing in France. Residual per­
sonnel were troops which, through temporary hospitalization or other reasons, 
became detached from their groups. Whenever possible these men would 
rejoin their own groups if their outfits had not already departed for France. 
In most cases, however, both the overstrength and residual personnel were 
formed into reserve fighting teams to be used as supplementary forces. 

The camps through which these troops moved numbered thirteen in our 
sector. The housekeeping personnel, used to operate these camps, were 
officers and·men of the 393rd. Each cdmp would report daily to our office by 
messenger or telephone, the number of men and name of outfit moving in or 
out of the camps. This office wc:;xs dissolve<;! c:;xbc;mt 20 June 1944. 



D-Day-6 June 1944 occurred 
while the regiment was busy 
with its tasks_ 

Between 29 May and 2 
July the period following D-Day, 
the group organization was dis­
solved. The regiment remained 
in the general vicinity of Yel­
verton, Devon while perform­
ing miscellaneous tasks and 
maintaining a training program 
mainly devoted to the Bailey 
Bridge, mines, and booby traps. 
Officers and men attended Pas­
sive Air Defense Schools. 

While the men of the 393rd 
watched the endless might pour 
through the Camps they helped 
build and while they were busy 
with the endless tasks of oper­
ation they also were witness to 
the fury of enemy action. Back 
in March the German air force 
staged a full scale raid on the 
port installations of Plymouth 
and surrounding area. There 
were no casualties among the 
393rd. 

6 June-Cos' D and F moved 
from Bickham, Devon to Yelver­
ton, Devon. 

10 June-Two officers and 
177 men of Co. D moved from 
Yelverton to Devenport, Corn­
wall. Co. F moved from Yel­
verton to Falmouth, Cornwall. 
.And on the very next day all 
·moved back to their former 
sites. 

1 July-H&S and Regimental 
Headquarters moved from 
Douseland and Yelverton re­
spectively to Woodford, Wilts 
or Druid's Lodge Camp. 

2 July-Cos. D, E and F, with 
2nd Battalion Headquarters and 
the Medical Detachment moved 
from Yelverton to Woodford, 
Wilts-Druid's Lodge Camp. 

4 July- Co. D moved from 
Woodward, Wilts to Winchest­
er, Hamp., or to Longwood 
Lodge. This was a treat as 
Longwood was an old, aban­
doned, picturesque English Cas­
tle, and here the men were able 
to have weekly dances with 
ATS, WAAF and WRENs. Also 
it was a move from the tents. 

Tasks here were on the docks 
at Southampton, contributions 
to the building of an Army Gen­
eral Hospital and countless 
other missions. 

And here was experienced 
for the first time Hitler's new 
and terrifying weapon the V-1 
or Buzz bomb, one of which 
landed about 150 yards from 
Longwood Lodge. This was the 
beginning of the regiment's ex­
perience with "buzz bomb al­
ley". The entire regiment 
shared in this experience and 
it grew as the work of the regi­
ment developed.

31 July-One officer and 40 men moved to Chelterham on detached 
service. 

12 August 1944-Letters of Commendation: 

The regiment commended for the Construction of Airport Road at Stover­
ton and Construction of POW (Prisoner of War) Enclosure at Westl;>ury. This 
was in a letter from the AREA ENGINEER-U. S. Area XVI District of the 
Southern Base Section UK. 

Also of this date, a letter of commendation for work in Hospital Construc­
tion of the 327 U. S. Station Hospital v1ritten by the Commanding Officer of 
this Hospital. 

Both of these missions were major" jobs in themselves and deserve more 
attention than the brief notation given to them in the "log" of the regiment. 

13 August-Co. E changed to Odstock, Wilts. Co. F changed to Freeland 
Camp, Oxford. 

14 August-Co. F changed to Winchester, Hamp. 
15 August-Regimental Headquarters and Medics moved to Gray's, 

Essex. Second Battalion and Battalion Headquarters (less two officers and 
102 men of Co. D) moved. to Tilbury, Essex. 

Between 2 July and 15 August, the regiment was located in the Salisbury, 
Winchester Area. Regimental Headquarters and H&S were stationed at 
Druid's Lodge Camp. 

Between 15 August and 29 September, regimental headquarters was 
located at Gray's Essex. The Second Battalion was attached to the 372 Engineer 
GS Regiment, to assist in the construction of reinforced concrete Phoenix units 
to be used as breakwaters at continental Beach Ports. The troops were biv­
ouacked in British type canvas tents. There were frequent air alarms and 
attacks by enemy flying bombs and rockets which landed in the immediate 
vicinity. 

In this period the entire regiment was in or about Tilbury and assumed 
its biggest job to date. In making the journey, most of the regiment travelled 
through London. Here they saw the well-known famous places and also the 
evidence Gf the early blitzs and of the "buzz bomb". 

16 August-Two officers and 102 men of Co. D arrived at Tilbury, Essex. 
24 August-Co. E moved to Camp Grays, Essex. 
25 August-Co. D moved to Camp Grays. 
27 August-Co. F also moved to Camp Grays. 
From this date until 29 September the Second Battalion (or the 393rd less 

ite First Battalipn) was attached to the 372 Engineer General Service regiment 
for duty in constructing Phoenix units at Tilbury Docks, across the Thames 
River from the town of Graves End. 



PHOENIX MISSION 
To understand this chapter in the regiment's history and work we need to 

recall the problem the Allied Cause faced in the preparation to carry the war 
onto the continent. To defeat Hitler, the continent had to be invaded. But the 
Axis Powers held the ports and had them well defended. Ports were neces­
sary. The landing of armies and , the supplies that must unceasingly follow 
required ports. Ships can not be unloaded in rough waters. But to attack the 
ports would be too costly and probably their capture by direct assault would 
be impossible. So one of the boldest and most daring decisions in history was 
made by the Combined Council of Allied Leaders. · 

The Invasion would be over the French beaches and Artifical Harbors 
would be provided. It "was a great engineering problem. It was solved. The 
plans were made and successfully carried out. The artificial harbors that were 
created made possible the invasion of the continent and the liberation of 
Europe. ·· 

According to plan certain ships would be sunk to provide breakwaters at 
the designated beaches and the rest of the artificial harbor would be formed 
by the building of huge, floating concrete barges or caissons--which were 
given the name "Phoenix"--and these would be towed. across the Channel 
and then sunk into position, forming a breakwater. Inside this breakwater or 
artificial harbor Liberty ships and smaller craft could unload in relatively 
calm water. 

There was no time to experiment. The units were built as designed and 
so it also fell to the 393ra to do part of this work. ~ 

These units were huge, ugly looking things-something like a huge Noah's 
Ark without a roof. or like a plain five-story reinforced concrete building. 
Their building was a construction project of unusual magnitude and to this 
was the added difficulty of depleted manpower and material. They were com-
pleted on time and in record time. · 

The~~ Phoenix ~its w;re built in different sizes: there were SO of the 
largest and. 10 of the smallest and a total of 146 in all. The 393rd built five 
of the largest, though after D-Day. But the harbors, artificial. had to be main­
tained and others were to be developed. In the story of the Artificial Harbors 
of Normandy, "Never, even at the height of a peacetime boom had so much 
shipping used such liniited accommodation"' at one time." 

The construction of these units was mainly in the Thames and Southamp­
ton Areas. Upon completion the units were towed across the Channel at a 
speed of about 4 knots em hour for ·a distance of 100 miles. Anti-aircraft units 
were established on top of them. After being jockeyed into position the units 
were sunk by means of flooding valves built into them. It took only 22 minutes 
for the largest to sink.

. One of the Phoenix units that 
this regiment built was used in the 
reopening of the harbor or port of 
Antwerp. This port was quite im­
portant in the final stages of the war. 

Work continued 24 hours a day, 
seven days a week. Around 80,000 
tons of concrete were poured and 
118 miles of steel put into one of 
these structures which were 200 
feet long and 60 feet wide and high. 

While at this work, the V-Is or 
buzz bombs came over nightly and 
the area deserved its name of "buzz 
bomb alley". No sooner had the 
393rd evacuated its area than one 
landed in the very same spot. As 
many as 36 of these bombs passed 
over in one day, but failed to stop 
the work.

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VOYAGE TO FRANCE: 
The work in England was 

done and the regiment pre­
pared for movement to France. 

1 October 1944-All units of 
this Regiment departed the old 
station by truck convoy and 
railroad train to Marshalling 
Area "C 13" at Winchester, 
Hants, arriving at 1600 hours. 
This was near Southampton and· 
was for th~ purpose of em­
barkation to France. Field type 
"C ration" was issued. The 
Marshalling Area was consid­
erably disorganized because 
a new unit had assumed its 
operation. The weather was 
cool. but clear. 

3 October-Regimental Head­
quarters and 27 4 men from 
Co's H&S, D. E and F with 2nd 
Battalion Headquarters and 
with T /E and unit vehicles 
boarded ship, "MT 282" (John 
R . . Park) by 17.00 hours. Thir-

' teen officers accompanied the 
movement. The remaining offi­
cers and men stayed in the 
Marshalling Area, "C 13." 

4 October-Ship, "MT 282" 
departed Southern Railway 
Docks, / Southampton at 0730 
and anchored off Utah Beach, 
Franc~. at ~~~9 hourf:!.___ 1 

A General Note on the Facil­
ities, Quarters and Mess while 
the Regiment was in England: 

Regimental Headquarters 
was quartered in requisitioned 
British Residences, one of which 
contained the Officers' Me~s. 
The men of regimental head­
quarters were quartered with 
H&S Co. and messed with them. 
H&S quarters at Doureland 
were located in a requisitioned 
three-story-rural-hotel building 
in poor repair. Mess was served 
from a Nissen ·hut kitchen to a 
mess line set up in the shed, 
adjoining the hotel building. 

The camp at Bickham was a 
British designed camp. Batta-

. lion Headquarters and quarters 
for the Company Commanders 
were located in a small build­
ing formerly used as an en­
trance-gate house to Bickham 
estate. The troops were quar­
tered in pyramidal tents, but 
messed in the Nissen-hut type 
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mess halls provided for that 
purpose. Where , Nissen huts 
were available they were used 
for regimental and battalion 
headquarters as well as mess 
kitchens. 

In general the regiment was 
employed in specialized engi­
neering tasks performed by 
other ETO units. 

Though trained and equip­
ped for combat. it . was to be 
the fortune · of the 393rd to be 
occupied with engineer con­
struction. It served by being a 
service regiment, making it 
possible for others to carry the 
fight to the enemy. 

Lack of tools and equipment 
and supplies and delays in pro­
curement of construction mater­
ials were ever present diffi­
culties and hardships. 

Most of the engineering work 
was performed in Marshalling 
Areas, Yards, Docks and on 
roads and bridges and storage 
areas and of the net-work of 
roads connected with the Mar­
shalling areas and the prepa-'· 
ration forD-Day (6 June 1944). 
Afterwards and up to 1 July 
many small clean-Up and po­
licing tasks were performed as 
the regiment assembled in prep­
aration for movement to France. 
Many of the tasks were listed 
as "top secret." ·, 

The biggest job of all was the 
work in the building of five 
Phoenix units and which were 
completed ahead of time. 

What was difficult in Eng­
land was to prove to be even 
more difficult and uncomfort­
able in France.

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FRANCE 
The first troops landed at 

Isigny-surMer, France after a 
hazardous and rough crossing 
of the Channel. This rough wea­
ther continued and prevented 
the prompt unloading of men 
or equipment. One of the LCI, 
on which the 393rd was being 
carried, stopped and picked up 
British sailors who were sur­
vivors of a torpedoing. A Lib­
erty Ship broke its anchor and 
very closely missed hittin<J an­
other ship off the beaches. 

One ship suffered damage to 
its motor bearings and so tried 
to anchor instead of riding out 
the storm. But the anchor cables 
broke and there was no alter· 
native but to beach. 

The units of the regiment 
landed at "Utah" and "Oma­
ha", the bloody beaches of the 
invasion, near the towns of St. 
Mere Eglise and Carantans. 

These troops were bivouack­
ed in an Apple Orchard at 
Staging Area "B", field 8. Rain 
and mud made bivouac condi­
tions very difficult but all troops 
were in high spirits. Camp fires 
were permitted and each eve­
ning the groups around them 
entertained themselves and 
otherwise showed a high state 
of morale. 

A few of the men were able 
to purchase wine, cider and ap­
ples from the Normans. Lucky 
ones were even abl~ to buy 
eggs and thus enjoy a change 
from the never-ending 'C­
chow". Not all Normans were 
friendly and there were con­
stant reminders of hidden dan­
ger in the signs: "Mines clear· 
ed to Hedgerows" and "Ach· 
tung! Minen." 

4 October 1944-Units left in 
the Marshalling Area departed 
by Motor Convoy for Royal 
Docks, Southampton, arriving 
at 1700 and boarding LCI 
crafts (Landing Craft, Infantry) 
numbers ll46 and 509. 

In the meantime, weather 
conditions at Utah Beach, 
France, prevented unloading of 
ship, "282". Weather was rainy 
and the sea was very rough. 

6 October 1944- Weather 
conditions prevented unloading 
of ship "MT 282." LCis, ll46 

and SU9 departed this date. 
Royal Docks, Southampton at 
1700 and anchored off Utah 
Beqch, France, at 1800 hours. 

7 October 1944-Ship 282 
still unable to unload. After a 
very rough night. LCis 1146 and 
509 broke their anchor cables 
and cruised off shore, landing 
at high tide in the inlet of 
Isigny-sur-Mer. At about 0700 
hours, six British sailors found 
floating in the sea were rescued 
by the personnel of LCI 509 and 
our own men. 

8 October-Ship 282 began 
unloading at Utah Beach. Men 
and vehicles proceeded to Area 
B, Field 8. . 

9 October-Ship 282 contin­
ued to unload, units and ve­
hicles proceeded to bivouac 
area. 

10 October-Ship 282 com­
pleted unloading at 2000. All 
units were assembled and biv­
ouacked. The weather was still 
cloudy and rainy. The troops 
were mighty tired of "C-chow."

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11 October-The Advanced Par­
ty of Regimental Headquarters, 2nd 
Battalion Headquarters and detach­
ments of Cos. D, E and F and the 
Medics departed from the Staging 
Area at 0900 and arrived by motor 
convoy at the Bivouac Area, Le 
Mans at 1830 hours, travelling a dis­
tance -of 172 miles in a war destroy­
ed country. The remainder of the per­
sonnel stayed at Bivouac Area B. 
This was necessary as there was a 
lack of motor vehicles for transpor­
tation. The regiment was assigned 

• for duty to the LOIRE BASE SEC­
TION. 

13 October-Personnel remain­
ing in Staging Area B, departed by 
motor convoy at 0900 and arrived at 
Bivouac Area, Le Mans, at 1800. It 
was rainy. 

14 October-Regimental Head­
quarters and a detachment of H&S 
Co. left Le Mans at 0900 and pro­
ceeded by motor convoy to Louy, 
North of Chartres, France. Here a 
"permanent" (nothing is permanent 
in the army in wartime) headquar­
ters was established at Manoir des 
Pres du Roy. 

Battalion Headquarters advance 
party and a detachment of Co. E de­
parted Le Mans bivouac area at 
0925 and arrived at Chartres at 
1300. Remainder of personnel stayed 
at Le Mans bivouac area. 

The task to be performed was 
the construction of P.O.W. enclosure 
at Morcmcez. This was a 20,000 
man, Prisoner of War Camp or en­
closure. 

Co. D departed bivouac area of 
Le Mans and arrived at La Fleche 
for the purpose of constructing a 
POW enclosure near Thoree. 

Co. F sent a detachment to 
Voves also for the purpose of con­
structing a POW enclosure. 

During these projects the men 
began to get acquainted with the 
French people, learning the value of 
French currency, bitterly condemn­
ing the high prices, making a faint 
stab at the French language. Mo­
tions of the hands seem to be more 
effective than trying to speak. The 
ways and habits of the French were 
difficult to understand. 

The biggest enemy the regiment 
had on the POW's construction jobs 
was the famous "General Mud". It 
came up over overshoes, bogged 
down trucks and heavy equipment 
and slowed down operations. But 
the work wa{3 always pushed for­
ward. With the coming of cold 
weather and snow, fingers and toes 
became numb and bodies ached 
with the discomfort. But the work 
went on. German POW were fre­
quently put to work as laborers. 



16 October-One officer and 26 
men of H&S Co. sent to V ass, France 
to open and investigate a demolish­
ed cave containing enemy gaseous 
jet propellants. 

The detachments sent out on the 
14th recalled. 

THE V ASS MISSION 
A detachment of men under the 

leadership of Captain Gurney had a 
very interesting project in the Fall 
1944. Known as the Vass Mission, it 
was a "top secret" assignment from 
the Loire Base Section and was per­
formed in conjunction with French, 
British and American scientists. 

The Germans had expanded 
and developed one of the large 
mushroom growing caves near 
Vass, France, along the valley of 
the Loire River, as a storage depot 
for V-1 and V-2 chemical propellants. 
Starting in the Spring of 1942, by 
July the Germans had elaborate in­
stallations; an accomplished sub­
terranean engineering project had 
been accomplished and the two 
highly hazardous chemicals, sodium 
permanganate and concentrated 
hydrogen peroxide accumulated in 
vast quantities. 

Patton's armored thrusts South 
of Le Mans in August made this po­
sition untenable and the Germans 
underestimating Patton's speed and 
strength were compelled to vacate 
the installations in two days. They 
attempted to drain the chemicals 
through a previously prepared sub­
terranean water channel into the 
Loire River. They also attempted to 
machinegun the aluminum storaqe 
tanks and to get away before the 
noxious fumes overcame them. 

They gauged their escape time 
incorrectly and failed to accomplish 
the desired destruction and so final­
ly dynamited the entrance and 
placed booby traps against the in­
quisitive. 

Allied Intelligence, after receiv­
ing preliminary reports on this site, 
decided to clear the demolitions and 
open the cave and investigate its 
contents. These proved to be intact 
in the farthest reaches of the caverns. 
The mission was given to the 393rd. 

A careful survey by Sgt. Joe 
Wriqht and his demolition crew fer­
reted out the booby traps. The de­
tachment made itself comfortable in 
the Chateau (Chateau de Bas 
Moriers) nearby. Company D's bull­
dozer and Headquarter's shovel 
made short work of the tons of rock 

and- dirt ·blocHng the entrance. Un­
ex-ploded dynamite at the bottom of 
this pile was cautiously removed by 
hand. Sgt. Wichert set up an elec­
trical plant and 300 yards of lamps 
illuminated the damp. dark caverns, 
making the remainder of the job less 
nerve-wrackinq. Previous work was 
done with flashlights and the "touch 
system". 

The 24 hour guard was frequent­
ly doubled as additional booby 
traps were uncovered about the site 
and observers were set on the trail 
of suspected saboteurs in the vicinity. 

A group of Sci~ntists arrived 
from England by plane. They 
were fresh from the Russian 
section of over-run • Poiand 
where V-1 and V-2 launching 
siteS" . had been discovered. 
Their inspection proved the ' 
cave and its contents a valu­
able find and it was decided to 
dismantle and ship samples of 
the intricate system of pumps, 
pipes·and tanks to England and 
America for further ·research. 
Tests were conducted on the 
chemicals right there in the 
field. 

The men of the detail receiv­
ed highest praise from the 
scientists for their expert per­
formance in carrying out in 
sho:rt time the completion of 
their dangerous mission, which 
in turn contributed immeasur­
ably to Allied experiments and 
knowledge in the field of jet 
propellant projectiles and air­
J?lanes and in undercovering 
some of Germany's secret 
weapons.

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Infantry, including Officer Candidates. The next quota of April was for 143 
men. This illustrates the need for Infantrymen caused by the war situation 
and of how the personnel of the enlisted men was subject to constant change. 
In many cases skilled men were lost to the regiment. 

Replacing these men became a problem. To make up for the men trans­
ferred, the regiment received by the end of February, from the Ground Forces 
Reinforcement Depots, 52 men. This was supplemented in March by a group 
of 81 men who came, for the most part, as limited-assignment men from the 
States. This is believed to be the first of such men so shipped. Another group 
of similar men was received on 31 March. A few men in this group, however, 
had had combat experience in the Pacific and other theatres. But for most men 
this was their first time overseas. 

3 November-Detachment B of Co. F (one officer and 43 men) departed 
Nogent Le Routron to Champagne to assist in the construction and operation 
of Depot E-509. 

7 November-Co. E departed Chartres and proceeded to Hennes for duty 
with the Engineer Section of Brittany Base. 

This Company proceeded to Brest and took over the POW enclosure of 
German SS Paratroopers and German Marines. Also took over the construction 
of railroads, water lines, bridges, rebuilding the "Port De Commerce", sal­
vaging sunken ships and the construction of a Radar Station. 

The Commanding Officer of the Company, Captain Cheeseman, was in 
command of all American troops in Brest. Members of F.F.I. (French Forces 
of the Interior) were used as guards. Contracts were let out to French civilians. 
20 U.S. Mine Sweepers were under the command of this office and when the 
Company left Brest it turned over control of the city to the French Authorities .. 

Also this date-Second Battalion Headquarters departed Chartres and 
arrived at Thoree (La Fleche). 

8 November-Co. E departed Hennes and arrived at Brest to reconstruct 
and temporarily operate the Port. 

14 November-Detachment C of Co. F departed Cloyes and arrived at 
Houdan for the purpose of constructing a Railroad Water Tower and water 
pipe line. (This was a detachment of one officer and 43 men. The rest of the 
Company-less detachment B- was at Cerisse). 

1 December-The Regiment was transferred to the Brittany Base Section, 
whose Headquarters was at Hennes. 

4 December-Three officers and 129 men of Co. D departed LaFleche for 
Chartres and succeeded the 365 Engineer GS Regime.nt (colored) in the con­
struction of POW enclosure at Morancez. 

Detachment A of Co. F changed from Houdan to Nogent Le Rotrou to re­
pair highway bridge. 

II 

Detachment B of Co. F changed from Cloyes to Le Mans, Depot E-509. 

12 December-14 men of Co. F moved to Vire to repair a railroad bridge. 

13 December-Co. F, less detachments A and B, changed from Cerisse to 
Chartres; moving four officers and 68 men. 



14 December-39 men and one officer of Co. F changed from Chartres 
to Voves to succeed the 365 Engineer GS Regiment (colored) in constructing 
a POW stockade. 

Co. E changed from Brest to Hennes and assumed command of Depot 
E-506 and the tasks of constructing: POW stockade, operation of a stone 
quarry and road and pipe-line repairs, building a Red Cross building and 
making repairs for a General Hospital. 

17 December-14 men of Co. F changed from Vire to Dreux for the con­
struction of a coal chute in the railroad yards. 

23 December-17 men and one officer of Co. D moved from Thoree to 
Chartres for construction work on the Morancez POW stockade. (This stock­
ade appears to have been a stumbling block to several units, but it was com­
pleted by the 393rd.) 

Christm~s time-the Regiment was thousands of miles away from home. 
There was much home-sickness. The travelling about proved that there was 
no place as good as the U.S. There was opportunity, though the wdrk always 
went on, for listening to the French sing carols and to hear the bells ring. In 
some cases the men gave parties to the French children, giving them of their 
food and candy. 

A grim ' reminder of the war was in the alert for a possible large scale 
POW break in case VonRunstedt succeeded in breaking through in his 
historic battle of "the Bulge". 

27 December- Co. F, less detachment B, moved to La Milesse for the 
construction of General Hospitals numbered 166 and 170. • , 

32 men and two officers of Co. D changed to Voves to assist in the build­
ing of a POW stockade. 

15 January 1945-Detachment B of Co. F changed from Le Mans to Cing 
Mars La Pile (one officer and 49 men) to remove cork material stored in 
cave formerly occupied by the enemy.

Chartres 

A New First Battalion- The 1272 Combat Engineers 

23 January 1945-0n this date, the 1272 Engineer Combat Battalion joined 
the 393rd Regiment and became the First Battalion. The 393rd was again a 
two battalion regiment. The 1272 had been a Combat unit and had a Medical 
detachment of its own. It was reorganized under the Tables of Organization 
of 19 March 1942 as amended. Its strength was 593 men, three warrant officers 
and 28 Commissioned Officers. 

On the lst of November 1944, the 1272 Engineer Combat Battalion was 
commended for its construction of close combat Ranges by the Commanding 
General of the 42nd Infantry Division. 

The 1272 was activated on the 20 April 1944 at Camp Carson, Colorado. 
The Commanding Officer throughout its history was Major William B. Mum­
power CE. The unit completed basic training at Camp Carson and then left 
for Camp Gruber, Oklahoma, on the 19th of September 1944. At this Camp 
it completed the requirements for overseas movement. 

The unit embarked at Boston, ll November (1944) on the "New Amster­
dam" and after an uneventful voyage arrived at Greenock. Scotland on 18-19 
November. The next station was New Brighton, Wallasey, Cheshire, England, 
where a month was spent in training. From New Brighton the Battalion pro­
ceeded to Oulton Park. Cheshire, where training was received in the Floating 
Bailey Bridge and in specialists schools for construction workers. 

On 13 January 1945, the unit embarked on a Liberty Ship. the USS "Ex­
celsior" (which is said to have been sunk on its return journey) at Southamp­
ton and made an uneventful crossing to Le Havre. Thence the troops pro­
ceeded by "Forty and Eight" to Duclair near Rouen. From here they went to 
Camp "Twenty Grand" and thence to Chartres. where on this date (23 Jan­
uary 1945) they joined the 393rd Engineer SS Regiment and were assimilated 
therein. 

27 January 1945-Detachment B of Co. F. left Cing Mars La Pile, going 
to Salbris for the purpose of procuring lumber from the French Mills.

Views of the 1272 Engineer Combat Battalion 
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30 January-2nd Battalion Headquarters departed from Chartres going 
toLe Mans to take over the Office of District'Enqineer. 

This placed Lt. Col. Jessie I. Steele in the position of the Engineer in charge 
of this district. He was assisted by Captain Cheesman. 

Also this date-Detachment B of Co. F departed Salbris for Le Mans. 
Co. D changed from Chartres to Guer for the purpose of starting the re­

construction and rehabilitation of Camp CoetqUidan for use as the U. S. 6960 
Reinforcement Depot. · 

CAMP COETQUIDAN 

This had been a French Mili­
tary School. chiefly devoted to 
artillery. The Germans occu­
pied it and our Forces bombed 
it. It was a wreck. Now it was 
to be put , into shape for our use 
as an Infantry training School 
--a Reinforcement Depot. 

Units of the 393rd continued 
to arrive on the job. New roads 
had to be built. barracks to be 
repaired and made livable, 
pl:umbing to be installed and 
also electricity. There were 
hundreds of tasks. In addition 
such things as rifle ranges were 
to be .constructed for the train­
ing of the reinforcements. 

At its best, French plumbing 
and sanitation left much to be 
desired from our American 
viewpoint. 

Coetquidan was about 40 
miles from St. Nazaire where 
there was' ci pocket of over 
70,000 Germans, who were held 
in by the 66th Divisi~n. Some 
of the personnel of the 393rd 
visited this "forgotten front." 

This project received the 
highest priority in the ETO for 
materials and equipment and 
the work progressed quite 
swiftly. Troops began to pour 
in for training soon after the 
work started. 

At times it was necessary to 
search all over France for 
needed equipment.

They consisted of one officer 
and from 8 to 10 men who were 
to supervise civilian and POW 
labor in acauiring lumber in 
Southeastern France. A resume 
of this mission will follow, later. 

1 February-The Regiment 
was transferred to the Nor­
mandy Base Section, whose 
headquarters was located in 
Le Havre. . 

All units of this regiment, ex­
cept the Second Battalion Head­
quarters in Le Mans and the 
Lumber detachment of above, 
left Chartres and Jouy for Guer, 
"Camp Coetquidan", for recon­
struction and rehabilitation of 
this Camp. 

2 Febr-uary-Detachment D of 
Co. B. arrived at Le Mans and 
detachment E of Co. B, arrived 
at Rennes. 

4 February-Co. F. less de­
tachment B. changed from La 
Milesse to Le Mans for the con­
struction of POW enclosure at 
D' Auvoir and at Mulsanne and 
the supervision of the Discip­
linary Training Center at Le 
Mans. 
9 February-Detachment A of Co. 

E, arrived Camp Coetquidan. Detach­
ment A of Co. F also arrived. 

11 February-Co. F, less one pla· 
toon, arrived at Camp Coetquidan. 

The Regiment has been overseas 
for one year. 

4 March-Co. F, less one platoon, 
changed from Coetquidan to Le Mans 
for the construction of POW enclosure 
at Mulsanne, a 1000 Bed laundry at 
Chanzy Barracks, Le Mans, and an air­
strip also at Le Mans. 

LUMBER MISSION 

In early November 1944, Captain 
Sutherland, taking with him eight men 
from the 393rd, embarked upon a mis­
sion of special importance which was 
to procure and ship lumber from an 
area centered in Tours, France. 

Arriving in the city, Captain Suth­
erland was faced with severe difficul­
ties of securing men and equipment as 
well as setting up housekeeping and 
making extended reconnaissance trips 
into territory far beyond the front patrol 
sectors of our Thi:r_d Army, into timber 

country. He solved all these problems; 
acquired a TC truck Co., set up a Head­
quarters and Mess in the Universe 
Hotel in Tours (using French person­
nel in the kitchen), obtained the ser­
vices of several interpreters of French, 
Belgium and Dutch nationality and ar­
ranged with the French Military Au­
thorities and the Prefect of the District 
for the utilization of a battalion of Rus­
sians released from the Germans by 
the advance of the Allied Forces in 
that area. 

His problem then settled into that 
of producing lumber and over a period 
of seven months he directed this inter­
national hodge-podge into a production 
record. Lumber for hospitals, tactical 
bridging materials for the Rhine Cross­
ing, for POW enclosures and our own 
Camps were shipped from this area. A 
total of more than ten and a-half mil­
lion board feet came from this area 
which had previously been considered 
non-productive. 

The major reason for this high 
record of achievement is due to the ex­
treme tact and meticulous attention 
given by the Captain in his relations 
with all and to contracts entered into 
whether written or oral. and by his 
maintaining authority over all Ameri­
cans, both white and colored, and 
others. All worked side by side; Amer­
icans, French civilians, Russians and 
some Dutch and Belgians. He unhesi­
tatingly ventured into areas beyond 
our lines to bring back lumber that 
had been cut by the Germans. Under 
his leadership and his detachment of 
men, a high state of morale was main­
tained, close alid harmonious contacts 
were maintained with the French For­
estry Service and the conduct of this 
assignment contributed greatly to the 
establishment of high respect for the 
ability and prestige of our Forces and 
lumber was produced far beyond the 
expectations of the Forestry Products 
Division of Communication Zone. 

A group of workers, international hodge-podge 
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8 March 1945-Detachment of Co. E arrived at Rennes. 
13 March-Co. A changed from Cotequidan to Spoir, near Chartres for 

Construction of 20,000 person POW enclosure at Morencez. 
14 March-Co. D changed from Coetquidan to Chateaudun for the con­

struction of POW enclosure, 10,000 persons, and also for the installation of a 
huge Air Base, from which C-47s and gliders could be seen taking off for the 
Rhineland. 

15 March-Co. B changed from Coetquidan to Rennes for road repairs. 

1st Platoon of Co. A changed from Spoir to Voves to build an air-strip. 

2nd Platoon, Co. A changed from Spoir to V oves for the construction of 
POW enclosure. 

3rd Platoon, Co. A changed from Spoir to Dreux to build an air-strip. 

_18 March-Regimental headquarters and H&S Co., with the Medical 
detachment changed from Guer ( Coetquidan ) to Le Mans. 

19 March-Headquarters detachment of First Battalion changed from 
Coetquidan to Chartres to act as Office of District Engineer. 

21 March-1st Platoon, Co. A changed from St. Andre to Chartres for 
construction of POW enclosure. 

29 March-Information received from original First Battalion that it was 
now in the China-Burma-India Theatre and has been redesignated the 1007 
Engineer SS Battalion. This unit spent 93 days en route from the United States 
to India. It did several jobs on and about the "Burma Road". Its most out­
standing project, which occupied the entire battalion, was the construction of 
the Irrawaddy Bridge. 

As of 26 March 1945, the following personnel were authorized to wear 
Decorations : 

12 men authorized to wear a total of 19 Battle Stars. 

One warrant off!cer and 11 men authorized a total of 14 Bronze Stars. 

24 men authorized the Combat Infantryman's Badge. 

One man authorized the Expert Infantryman's. Badge. 

Figures were not available for the number of Purple Hearts. 

2 April-Detachment "Q", 393rd Engineers, formed with the initial loca­
tion in Tours and with a strength of three officers and 53 men to procure lum­
ber directly from the forests. 

Headquarters of the First Battalion and Co. A ( formerly the 1272 Combat 
Engineer Battalion) changed from Chartres to Rennes. Co. A had the task 
oj general construction tasks and Headquarters became the District Engineer 
Office. (Major Mumpower thus becoming the District Engineer. ) 

Co. D changed from Chateaudun to Chartres and took over the work left 
by Co. A on POW enclosures at Voves and Morencez. 

Chartres was close enough to Paris so that the Personnel could go 
there and see the sights. Also living in the Chateau was a welcomed change 
from pup-tents, makeshift buildings and other things of field life. 

3 April-Regiment received letter of Commendation for its work at Camp 
Coetquidan. 

7 April-Co. E changed from Rennes to Le Mans to construct bunks and 
roofing for POW enclosure at Thoree, a Bailey Bridge at Laval and a POW 
Hospital enclosure at Le Mans. ( The 166th 'and 170th General Hospitals were 
to be turned into POW hospitals.) 



BRIEF HISTORY OF THE 1007TH 

The most important mission of the original First Battalion of the 393rd in the India­
Burma Theater of Operations was the construction of the Irrawaddy Bridge. Information fur­
nished by Lt. Kenneth Marshall tells us of some of the other experiences of this Battalion. 

For instance, this outfit had one of the longest trips on record in the Army for travel 
from the States to its destination, spending 112 days en route. The unit left "Camp Patrick 
Henry" about 21 January 1944 on a former French civilian luxury liner, the "Athos II." De­
parting from Hampton Roads, Virginia, the ship passed Cuba, touched at Colon on the Canal 
Zone and then proceeded through the Panama Canal. A week was then spent at Howard 
Field of Fort Kobbe, on the Western sid'e of the Canal. This time w:as used in the construction 
of roads and sidewalks. 

When about 200 miles West of the Galapagos Islands, the Athos II broke down. This 
was discovered to be the work of sabotage. The ship returned to the Naval Docks at the 
Canal Zone for repairs that took three weeks. The unit was occupied in the building of a 
swimming pool. 
· Underway again, there was a brief two day stop at Bora Bora Island; then passage 
through the Tasmania Straits. During Easter week the unit landed at Fremantle, West Aus­
tralia; then finally the unit landed at Bombay, India. Since the Bay of Bengal was not safe 
for shipping, the unit had to travel this way and then cross India by train in a three day 
trip to Calcutta. 

Here Cos. A and B went on to Khulna, to the mission of building steel barges which 
were later used to haul high-octane aviation gasoline. 

Co. C was at Dum-Dum, constricting 100 ton wooden barges needed in the hauling of 
supplies and equipment through the many canals of this area up to the Leddo ( Burma) 
Road. • 

In July - Cos. A and B transferred to the Leddo Road itself for the construction of bar­
racks and depots. 

Co. C went to Khulna and took over the work there. However its First Platoon returned 
to Calcutta to build "Sea-Mules" and also started the research work of the Irrawaddy 
Bridge Project. · 

In November work started on the building of 12 barges to be used in the building of the 
Irrawaddy Bridge itself. . 

In this brief background, there are many incompleted details of the suffering of the 
unit - there were those who suffered from chronic malaria, from dengue fever, and the great 
ordeal of hot work in a hot climate. At times while one worked for a brief period, an­
other had to watch over the worker less he collapse. There is the familiar story of loneli­
ness, of experiences and at times misunderstandings with the native people, especially mis­
understandings with the New Zealanders. But in spite of all, the work always went for­
ward to a successful conclusion.

May 1945 - Regimental 
headquarters and H&S, Medi­
cal detachment, Companies E 
and F moved from Le Mans to 
Le Havre for the construction 
of a large Deployment Camp 
and Hospitals A and B, and the 
installing of a transformer at 
Fort Adresse. 

Co. B moved from Hennes to 
Le Havre . 

Co. C moved from Hennes to 
Le Havre. 

Co. D moved from Chartres to 
Le Havre. 

12 May - First Battalion 
Headquarters moved from Hen­
nes to Le Havre. 

15 May- Co. A moved from 
Hennes to Le Havre. 

23 May - Second Battalion 
Headquarters moved from Le 
Mans to Le Havre . 

1 June - Detachment "Q" 
moved from Tours toLe Havre. 

Le Havre was one of the 
great French Channel Ports. It 
was almost completely destroy­
ed. In our bombing many 
French civilians unfortunately 
were also killed.

"Camp Philip Morris." 

The work started from 
scratch, nearly 1000 tents were 
to be erected, Nissen huts to be 
assembled, plumbing and all 
that to be installed, roads to be 
built-a huge task. 

Letter of Commendation: dat­
ed 20 June 1945 from the Head­
quarters of the Normandy Base 
Section and was for the work 
done in the construction of the 
Camp Philip Morris and Hos­
pitals, near Le Havre, France.

Letter of Commendation, dated 19 May 1945, (signed by C. 0., Colonel 
C. A. Noble) from Headquarters Port Area No. Three, Channel Base Section 
APO 228, Commendina the work of Captain A. J. Barrett of the 393rd who was 
on detached service with this headquarters (Third Port) in Antwerp, Belgium 
from 3 January to 8 May 1945. 

This Port suffered heavy attacks from V-1 and V-2 (buzz bombs). Captain 
Barrett was placed in charge of the Port Sector Control Center and ably per­
formed his duties under adverse circumstances; dispatching necessary rescue 
and repair services promptly to bomb incidents, maintaining accurate records 
of the bomb attacks; the prompt dispatch of ambulances and rescue services 
to aid the injured and 'trapped victims saved many lives and did much to 
sustain the military and civilian morale; the prompt dispatch of utilities re­
pair services did ·much to maintain the physical facilities for moving cargo 
essential to our armies; the Port accomplished its mission in spite of extremely 
heavy bombardment and great 'credit is due Captain Barrett for his part of 
the work.

Religious services are provided in the Army and as far as possible every 

man is given the opportunity to worship according to his faith. 

It is the Chaplain's work 1o see that every man has this opportunity. This 

he does: by advertising the services of chaplains of other faiths than his own 

so that men of these faiths may attend 'the services of the other chaplains. 
· - - ·--

In addition to this the Chaplain advises or counsels with any man. He 

tries to be helpful to all the men' and especially to those sick, in distress or 

troubled. The Chaplain is a privileged person in that he can go anywhere 

where the men are. The Chaplain advises the ' Commanding Officer on matters 

of morale and of morals. The only exception to the opportunity given the men , 

t~ worship and receive religious instruction is that lheir military duties of U 
necessity come first. 

Chapktin Mercier joined the Regiment in Chartres . on I February 1945, 

coming from the !70th General Hospital, and returned home with the Regiment. 

He is a minister in the Congregational Church, with his home in Massachusetts. 

The C'haplain's work in an outfit such as the 393rd was difficult because 

the regiment was so often broken up ' into small detachments and was seldom 

settled, and Sunday was often just another work day.

MOVEMENT HOME 
16-17 June 1945-The Regiment left Le Havre for the Marseilles Staging 

Area. We were to be deployed directly to the Pacific Theatre of Operations. 
No one was happy over the prospects, but recognized the necessity. 

19-20 June-Units of the 393rd arrived in the Aries Staging Area. This was 
a huge place and only one of three in the Marseilles Area. It was a very 
uncomfortable place, hot with dust-storms blowing every now and then. 
Malaria discipline was enforced and processing for the Pacific began at once. 
There were innoculations and the issuing of summer clothing~suntans. There 
was not very much to do. There were movies and now and then a good USO 
Show with well known celebrities appearing. Travelling was difficult, but 
there were some sight seeing and trips to the beach to bathe in the blue 
Mediterranean. 

At Aries, we received word that the Japs had given up. 

The war was over. 

It was not until 17 August that we received news that we would go home 
first, before proceeding to the Pacific. In the meantime our vehicles and 
equipment had been processed and were already on their way to Manila. 

18 August-The regiment moved to Marseilles by Motor Convoy and 
boarded the U. S. Army Transport. "Frederick Lykes". Our exact destination 
was not known, and there was much speculation. The "Frederick Lykes" was 
to have taken us to the Pacific. 

19 August-At about 1800 hours, the Transport sailed from Marseilles. It 
was somewhat overcrowded due to the change in orders 'which sent the ship 
to the States and so additional units were hurried aboard. Three meals a day 
were served. It was a fast ship and everyone was happy to be on the way. 
The crew had seen much service in the Pacific and so 'were also interested 
in this trip. 

We glimpsed Gibralter as we left the Mediterranean and entered the 
Atlantic. There were movies on the decks at night. real ice cream was served 
and there were some excellent meals. There was some rain, some fog and 
once the ship stopped for a couple of ·hours because of trouble in the engine 
room. In time, the trip became wearisome, but in ten ·days the journey was 
completed. · 

29 August:.___We docked at Commercial Wharf. Boston, Massachusetts at 
about 0800.·We were given a tremendous reception all the way in. There were 
"welcome home" signs, a ship with a welcoming group aboard and a band 
playing, a fire ship that put on a display of colored water, and the whistles of 
ships and shore blew. Real milk was served on the wharf as we entrained: · 

In the afternoon we arrived at Camp Miles Standish, about 40 miles away 
and near the city of Taunton. We waited, restlessly, until I September when 
we departed to various Separation Centers for 30 days leave or furlough for 
rest cmd recuperation on a Temporary Duty basis. 



Saine of our waiting was due to the fact that we were the first among 
units that were to have been sent to the Pacific to arrive in the States and 
this caused some changes in the usual processing, and some confusion. 

1 September 1945-All members of this Reqiment were on their way to 
Separation ~enters for leaves or furlough for 30 days. 

Orders received in the mail in this period extended the leave or furlough 
for another 15 days. We were scheduled to reassemble at Camp Claiborne, 
Louisiana. 

25 October 1945-The regiment supposedly reassembled at Camp Clai­
borne, Louisiana, for the purpose of redeployment. However many changes 
had taken place by this time. Many members were separated from the 
service on points; others were transferred to units not subject to overseas 
movement. There was hardly a company of the old 393rd left aftei all this 
happened. · 

Camp Claiborne was the place in which the history of the 393rd began 
and it makes a fitting place for its chronicle to end. 

The regiment was to be brought up to strength and trained for further 
service. Low-point men and new inductees and enlistees were to take the 
place of those who had left. A few of the old personnel elected to remain with 
the regiment and its future fortunes. On the whole there was an almost com­
plete change in personnel. 

7 November 1945-Colonel Walter C. Smith retired from the Army. He 
had been first commissioned on 12 December 1916 and was a Pattalion Com­
mander in the War of 1914-1918. He returned to duty 11 April 1941. 

The Command of the Regiment now passed to Lt. Col. Charles B. Eggen, 
who had been the Executive Officer all through the Regiment's History. He 
too had served in the first World War. 

His was to be the very difficult task of seeing the 393rd ' through reorgan­
ization and training for future usefulness. 

19 November 1945-The Regiment left Camp Claiborne and travelled 
by train, in coaches only, to Fort Belvoir, Virginia. 

21 November-The Regiment arrived at Fort Belvoir, Va. 

Here the regiment was in another Engineer Training Center, only 18 
miles from Washington, D .C. and its sights, and about 4 miles from historic 
Mount Vernon. 

7 December 1945-The 393rd Engineer Special Service Regiment was 
officially redesignated the 393rd Engine,er Construction Battalion. 

Thus the history of the 393rd comes to an official end as a new 393rd 
takes the place of the old. The new unit is to be a part of the permanent 
post-war army and is to be stationed at Fort Belvoir.
