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The Causes which led to ~lmeri~an 7'articipation in the 
I~orld IT~ar, the Activities of 1~merican Troops 

in France, and the ~lc~omplishments of 
Americans ~n America 

On February 3, 191 7, two and one-half years 
after the beginning of the World War, Woodrow 
Wilson announced to Congress that the diplomatic 
relations with the German nation had been severed. 
On April 2, of the same year, the President asked 
Congress to declare that a state of war existed be-
tween the United States and Germany. By April 6, 
the Administration resolution had passed both 
Houses. Thus ended a long period of American 
neutrality. This period witnessed the beginning of 
the evolution of the United States from an isolated 
and self-centered country into a World Power. 

From the time of the sinking of the Lusitania in 
May, 1915 , down to the German proclamation of 
"Barred Zones" of February 1 , 191 7, it was with 
Germany that American diplomacy and American 
public opinion were chiefly engaged. War was 
averted because we did not want it, were not ready 
for it, and because we felt we could best serve hu-
manity by remaining neutral. During this period 
then occurred the discussion relative to the Lusitania, 
the Arabic, the Ancona, the question of arming mer-
chantmen for defense, the Sussex, and the rights of 
Americans on the high seas, in which the German 
promises were made and broken with characteristic 
frequency. During the summer of 1916, there ap-
peared at Baltimore the German ocean going mer-
cantile submarine, the Deutschland. In October a 
German submarine appeared at Newport News and 
within eight hours after her departure she sank within 
sight of the American coast six ships. This incident 
made a vast sensation and was a deliberate move by 
Germany to paralyze American self respect by a 
strong dose of frightfulness. 

Further prominent incidents that affected the Ger-
man-American situation from a diplomatic standpoint 
were the submarine attempts on the Rowanmore, the 
Marina, the Chemung and the Russian, in which 
American lives and property were endangered. Six 
Americans were lost on the Marina and 1 7 on the 
Russian. 

Great indignation was caused by the German note 
of February, 191 7, in which notice was given that 
after a short respite to neutral vessels the Germans 
would torpedo everything in sight in the waters 
around the British Isles, France and the Mediterra-
nean "barred zones. " In an appendix to this note 
further insult was given the Americans by stating 
that this government might send one ship a week to 
England provided it was painted a certain way 
("striped like a convict," as one American commen-
tator expressed it) and followed a prescribed route. 
Following this, on February 3, 191 7, President Wil-
son announced to Congress that diplomatic relations 
had been broken off with Germany, that Count Berns-
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torff, the German Ambassador, had been handed his 
passports, and that the American Ambassador at 
Berlin had been 1 withdrawn. 

During this interim there had occurred the pas-
sage of the peace note, the note relative to a Peace 
League, and other efforts on the part of President 
,Wilson to secure a peace for the European countries 
and avoid war, a condition into which it seemed we 
were, inevitably, slowly being forced against our will. 
These were treated with more or less indifference on 
the part of the European countries involved. There 
had occurred, too, the organization of the Reserve 
Officers Training Camps, of which the one at Platts-
burg, N. Y., was the first created, and was organized 
by Major General Leonard Wood, then Chief of 
Staff of the United States Army. There was a gen-
eral agitation over the entire country for "prepared-
ness" in all its forms, the Preparedness Parade at 
Washington ,June 14, 1916, headed by President 
Wilson, being one of the first of the many demonstra-
tions throughout the country for preparedness for all 
eventualities. 

Even after the severing of diplomatic relations wish 
Germany it was hoped that war might be avoided and 
efforts of the diplomats were along that line. In the 
latter part of February the Armed Merchantmzn Bi1_l 
came before Congress, with the support of the Presi-
dent. It passed the House with a large majority, 
but died in the Senate on March 4, the ending of 
the session of Congress, due to the efforts of a dozen 
"willful men" pro-Germans, Pacifists and Faddists. 

On March l8, it was announced from London 
that three American steamships had been sunk with-
out warning and with loss of American lives. Two 
days later came the news of murderous attempts upon 
two Belgian Relief ships, which the Germans had 
promised would be spared. The country was thrown 
into a ferment ; ~var, it was thought, could not be 
avoided. American leaders met and asked the Presi-
dent to declare war. The President increased the 
tension by calling a session of Congress two weeks 
earlier than was originally planned. The storm be-
tween the pacifists and stalwarts raged, and great 
delegations for both factions staged an eleventh hour 
demonstration at Washington. . 

The Congress met April 2, 1917. Late that 
evening President Wilson appeared before the two 
Chambers, assembled in joint session. In unmistak-
able terms he denounced the German Government, 
and two days later a joint resolution declaring a state 
of war with Germany had been adopted by Con-
gress. 

On April 6, 191 7, the United Stat ~s was offi-
cially at war ~~ith the German Empire. 

Then followed the preparations for ~var ! It 
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seemed as if the people could not be aroused to the 
true state of affairs, though the spirit to support the 
President was universal. When we declared war the 
strength of the Regular Army was slightly over 100,-
000, that of the Navy 64,000, that of the Marines 
14, 000. In the first three months after April 6, 
out of 10, 000, 000 who were available for service, 
only 130,000 had enlisted in the Army, 40,000 
in the Navy, and 12,000 in the Marines. 

Prior to the declaration of ~~ar no effort was made 
to prepare for eventualities, though everyone knew 
war was a possibility a probability, in fact. After 
the declaration of war, however, the President 
planned an organization from the ground up. The 
Council of Defense had formed. To it and the De-
partments at Washington he added the leading busi-
ness men of the country who offered their services. 
Money was appropriated to help the Allies. He sent 
to Congress a bill authorizing conscription ; another 
giving him control over food production and dis-
tribution, land and sea transportation, and other 
great national activities essential to the conduct of 
modern warfare. 

Before the Country had been at war two weeks 
the Admirals commanding the French and British 
squadrons in American waters visited Washington 
for a conference with the 1~1avy Department. The 
French and British Missions, headed by Marshal 
Joff re and l~~onsieur Viviani, for the French, and 
Mr. Balfour of the British, arrived toward the end 
of April. A subsequent Italian Mission, headed by 
Prince Udine, followed. The effect of the mis~ 
sions was to clear up existing misunderstanding and 
open the way for close - co-operation in a common 
cause. 

Before the missions departed Congress had enacted 
a conscription law, and arrangements had been made 
for the dispatch of an expeditionary force to France ; 
plans were on foot for the eventual training of really 
large armies ; for the control, of American food pro-
duction and distribution in the interests of the Allies ; 
for the systematic building of vessels to transport men, 
munitions and food to Europe ; the methodical rais-
ing of huge loans to the Allies had been arranged ; 
American participation in the allied blockade of Ger~ 
many had been planned, and it was rumored that a 
considerable flotilla of destroyers and perhaps other 
war vessels were co-operating with the British fleet 
against German submarines. 

The Army Draft Law was passed on May 1 7, 
its chief purpose being 

(1) Raising of forces by the selective draft sys-
tem, imposed upon all males between the ages of 21 
and 30 years, both inclusive, subject to registration 
and certain exemptions from service ; 

(2) Increasing the regular army to maximum 
strength; 

(3) Drafting into the Federal . service the ex-
isting National Guard units ; 

(4) Raising an additional force by conscription 
of 5 00, 000 men, with addition of 5 00, 000 more 
if deemed necessary ; 

(5) Raising, if the President saw fit, of four 
divisions of volunteer infantry. 

A few dayTs later General Pershing was ordered 
to proceed to Europe to take command of the Ameri-
can troops. 

He was accompanied by a staff of 24 field offi-
cers, 3 0 line officers, 5 6 clerks, 4 interpreters and 6 7 
enlisted men. They sailed on the Baltic May 28, 
1917, reaching Liverpool June 8, and proceeding 
immediately to London. They reached Paris June 
14, and reached France one day before the first troop 
convoy left New York. The first Americans to get 
to France after war was declared were members of 
the Medical Officers Reserve Corps. 

The first fleet of transports left New York June 
14, 191 7. The men on board were mainly from 
the Regular Army, and totalled about 15 , 000. The 
fleet consisted of l8 transports. The personnel of 
this force way largely infantrymen, with some ambu-
lance and hospital men, truck drivers, signal corps-
men, and a regiment of Marines which had been as-
sembled at Philadelphia. This fleet landed in France 
June 26th, 1917. 

One of the first preparations on the part of the 
government to provide for the adequate training of 
the men it expected to preserve and uphold its prin-
ciples, was to establish the I~lational Army and the 
National Guard cantonments and the Officers Train-
ing Camps. There were 16 camps each for the 
National Army and the National Guard. There 
were also 16 camps for the training of officers to 
command the troops training in the cantonments. 
These cantonments were located as follows

All men between the ages of 21 and 30, inclu-
sive, were ordered by presidential proclamation 
to register at appointed places on June 5, 1917. 
The total number of registrants was 9, 5 8 b, 5 0 8. Of 
these 3,082,949 were called by tl:e various registra~ 

tion boards. A total of 1,057,363 men were certi-
fied for service and 687,000 were named in the first 
call. Further calls for men were made at irregular 
intervals, to supply men to the camps as soon as the 
latter were ready for additional men. The number 
of men called varied. The call made in August, 
1918, consisted of about 300,000 men. Previous 
to this call all men who had arived at the age of 21 
since June 5 , 191 7, were ordered to register at ap~ 

a pointed places, and the August call was made up 
largely of these men. 

The President signed the "man power" bill Aug-
ust 31, 1918. This bill provided for the registra-

tion of all men between the ages of 18 to 45, inclu~ 
sive. This registration took place September 12, 
1918. Except for voluntary enlistments, men who 
registered at that time did not see service, due to the 
signing of the armistice two months later. 

A memorable feature of the first draft was the 
preparation of the master list of numbers drawn at 
~X/'ashington, D. C. , to determine the order in which 
the men were to be called. This was attended by 
the Secretary of War, army officers of high rank, and 
members of Congress. The first number drawn was 
2 5 8, this indicating that the men who had received 
this serial number when registered were to be first 
called for service. 'Ten thousand five hundred num~ 
tiers were drawn. 

In November and December, 191 7, all men sub-
ject to draft were classified according to occupation 
and dependency, and their selection for service fol-
lowing this classiFication depended upon the class in 
which they were placed. 

Some of the cantonments mentioned above were 
used for the training of officers, though only inciden-
tally. Civilians who desired to obtain officers' com-

missions attended the Officers' Training Camps, sta-
tioned in various places over the country. There 
were 16 of these camps. Enlisted and drafted men 
who showed special adaptation and fitness to become 
officers were also assigned to these training camps. 

As soon as the men were sufficiently trained for 
overseas duty they were sent to concentration camps, 
mainly in the Eastern United States, and as soon as 
transports were available they were sent to France, 
where they completed their training either in camp or 
quiet sectors. Later they were assigned to definite 
duty in the front lines, in the supply depot, transporta-

tion service, labor service, or such other duties as they 

were especially fitted for by reason of their training 
and previous vocation. 

In 191 7 approximately 188,000 men were trans-
ported overseas, the number varying from 1 , 718 in 
May to 48,840 in December, of that year. The 
number of men transported grew monthly, as more 
men and more transports were available, and in July, 
1918, over 300,000 men were transported overseas. 
It is estimated that at the end of July, 1918, more 
than 1, 320, 000 men were included in the American 
Expeditionary Forces. We sent to France a total of 
2,086,000 men, of whom the number who took part 
in actual fighting vas 1,390,000. In April, 1918, 
one year after we entered the war, we had three di-
visions in the front line in France, with seven back of 
the lines in training. In October of the same year we 
had thirty--one divisions at the front and nine in train-
ing. The maximum number of men under arms in 
this country and overseas during the war was over 
4, 000, 000. This number includes the Marine Corps, 
which had a peace strength of about 14,000 officers 
and men. In July, 1918, the Marines numbered 
over 50,000 men, the increase being made up of vol ; 
untary enlistments. 

Three of the great branches of service back of the 
lines were Service of Supplies, the Medical Depart-
ment, and the Salvage Department. The first of 
these was charged with the proper distribution of all 
necessities of ~n~arfare, including food, arms, etc., from 
the seaport points to the warehouses back of the lines 
from which they were redistributed. This service re-
quired an enormous number of men, most of whom 
were included in the Quartermasters Corps. This 
branch of the service included the major portion of 
the Motor Transport Crops. No definite figures could 
be obtained on the number of men engaged in this 
service. 

The Medical Department had under its jurisdic-
tion the base and field hospitals. It was responsible 
also for the proper inspection of food supplies and the 
study of the nutritive value of rations. In April, 
1918, this branch had 18,000 officers and 98,000 
enlisted men. At the beginning of the war there were 
less than 400 Army Nurses. The full complement 
called for about 24,000, and it was contemplated to 
call nearly 40, 000 before the end of the war. Ac-
tual figures showing the exact number enlisted in this 
branch could not be obtained. 

The chief duties of the Salvage Department are 
implied in the name. Any article or implement of 
warfare which could be renovated or repaired for 
further use was gathered on the field and taken to 
huge depots, where the work of restoring the same 
for service was conducted. At these depots men who 
were especially capable along certain lines were em-
ployed at their original trades on salvage work. 

It is not amiss to take up at this time the produc-
tion of weapons for the use of the American Expe-
ditionary Forces. The standard rifle of the Ameri-
can troops for years past had been the Springfield. 
Enough of these rifles were on hand at the beginning 
of the war to supply the first overseas forces, but there 
was not a sufficient amount in the armories to supply 
the first draft contingent.

There is no official record of 
the activities of those Americans who joined the Allied 
forces, and the official record of the ~Iar Depart 
ment covering the entire American activities has not 
yet been made public. The records below are com-

piled from various semi-official and authentic sources, 
and it is believed they are correct. 

It was not until October, 191 7, that the first divi-
sion, which landed after General Pershing, in the 
spring of 191 7, went into the trenches. Three o Sher 
divisions, the 2nd, made up of two regiments of reg-

ulars, the 7th and the 2 3rd, and two regiments of 
Marines ; the 26th Division, made up of the New 
England I~Tational Guard, and the 42nd, or Rain 
bow, Division, which was made up . of Guard units 
from 26 states, ~ had followed it. They were placed 
in quiet sectors, which remained undisturbed by the 
Germans, and while they had received actual trench 
training, still they had never been under fire, and their 
behavior under such fire was problematical. Some 
small units had been attached to the French and 
British armies, under the leadership of officers of these 
armies, and they had accredited themselves through 
their fighting. Until March, 1918, no American unit 
had ever made a raid by itself. 

The first action by an American unit was planned 
for the morning of 1Vlarch 4, 1918, and was to be 
undertaken by a detachment of 15 0 men from the 
First Division, entrenched in the St. Mihiel sector. 
Engineers v~rere to crawl out over No Man's Land, 
and place torpedoes under the German wire, to be 
blown up at an appointed time. A box barrage was 
to be laid down, the infantry was to rush forward, 
taking as many prisoners as possible, and return to the 
American lines. At the appointed time the raiders 
went over the top but found the German wire intact, 
due to the fact that the Engineers who were to find 
the German wire had become lost in the darkness. 
While the result was disappointing it showed that the 
Americans were willing to show their mettle. 

The battle of Seicheprey was the next important 
step in the trench training of the American forces, and 
was the first really large raid in which American cas-

ualties resulted. Seicheprey is located on the southern 
side of the St. Mihiel sector. The raid was con 
ducted by the Germans opposite, and occurred on 
the morning of April 20th. The intention of the 
Germans was to cross the two American trenches, en~ 
ter the village, clean it up, and then return to the sec-
ond American trench and hold the same. The first 
trench was not occupied at the time of the raid, and 
the second was held by three companies of the 102nd 
Infantry, who had orders to hold the trench if at~ 
tacked. There ti~ere t`vo separate artillery attacks 
on the part of the Germans, to which the American 
artillery replied, but no word could be obtained from 
the troops. They had, however, been attacked and 
were forced to retreat to the southern edge of the 
town. The Germans looted -the town, occupied the 
second American trench, and inflicted about 400 cas-
ualties in killed, wounded and missing. The Ger~ 
mans suffered 41 killed and innumerable wounded. 

[13.1 

This was the first real touch of ~~varfare, and while it 
was unfortunate, it showed that the American troops 
could be depended upon to do their duty. The train 
ing of an army under trench conditions could. not be 
expected to be accomplished without casualties, and 
this vvas part of that training. Even the successes 
during training were sometimes high priced, the raid at 
Frapelle, conducted by the 5th Division in August, 
1918, being one of these. But each of these actions 
taught the Americans lessons which they were not 
slow to profit by. 

In the spring of 1918 the Germans decided to 
adopt a policy of open warfare, which was along the 
lines of General Pershings military strategy. Previous 
to this, trench warfare had been the rule, with the re~ 
suit that there was no appreciable gain or loss of ter-
ritory during the preceding year of fighting. The use 
of large numbers of men, suddenly concentrated at a 
given point, enabled the Germans to break through the 
trench system, as was demonstrated when they broke 
through the Fifth British Army, and in a few days 
had reached within artillery range of Amiens, an im-
portant railway point behind the British lines. One of 
the immediate results of this reversal for the Allies was 
the offer of the American troops to the French and 
British, and the abandonment of the plans for the for 
mation of a distinctly American Army in France, on 
which lines General Pershing had been working. 
There were about four divisions of combat troops in 
France at that time, about 100,000. Upon their ac-
ceptance the 1st Division was sent to the line oppo~ 
site Montdidier, while the 26th was sent to St. Mihiel. 
The remainder were scattered over France. 

Then followed the break by the Germans through 
the Portuguese at Armentieres. The fighting stiff-
ened, but it was well into May before the line was sta-
bilized. In the meantime the Americans had been 
asked to supply all available troops as soon as possible, 
and the increased embarkation of American troops 
foIIow•ed. We knew that enough troops could be sup-
plied] for they were being sent at the rate of over 
240,000 per month after May, yet most of the troops 
had. no actual fighting experience. It remained for the 
troops to show the Allies and the world at Cantigny. 

The Germans attacked the allied lines one day be-
fore the American attack was scheduled. Suddenly 
pushing a strong force over the Ailette they continued 
over the positions on the Chemin des Dames, broke 
the French lines and forced the latter to retreat across 
the Vesle. The reports of the fighting on the 28th of 
May showed the victorious Germans still on their way 
to the Marne. But the reports of the 28th of May 
also showed that the Americans had been tried, and 
had not been found wanting. The trial came at Can-
tigny. 

CANTIGNY 

Cantigny was at the point of a German salient ex-
tending into the allied lines in the Montdidier sector. 
German artillery was particularly active there at ali 
times. The Imes opposite were held by the 28th In-
fantry, supported by three French Tank Battalio-- s, a 
French .platoon of flame throwers and 150 men of the 
First Engineers. On the morning of May 28th at 
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5:45 o'clock, the artillery opened on the German 
lines. An hour later the Americans went forward 
with the French tanks alongside, following a heavy 
barrage fire. Within forty minutes all objectives had 
been reached, twenty machine gun nests had been 
cleaned out, and two hundred and fifty prisoners 
picked up. The town was held by the American In-
fantry. They tivithstood the first counter attack and 
the heavy artillery fire which followed. In the after 
noon another counter attack vvas attempted, and still 
the Americans held on, the counter attack being 
broken by American artillery. All during the next 
day the Germans tried to regain the town, but failed. 
The American casualties were 3 75 men and 2 5 offi-
cers. The German casualties in the first day's attack 
were over 600, and they suffered severely in the coun~ 
ter attacks of the second day. The results of the Can 
tigny battle showed the Allied High Command, first 
of all, that the Americans could hold their own in the 
fighting; second, that they were of inestimable value 
for offensive fighting ; third, that the constantly increas~ 
ing numbers of Americans arriving in France would 
cause the balance in manpower to come to the side of 
the Allies. 

Four more American divisions were added to the 
French forces. The 1st, 2nd, 26th and 42nd Divi-
sions were ready for battle. The 3rd, 5th and 32nd 
Divisions were in France, but had not yet completed 
training. Ten other divisions, of recent arrival in 
France, were behind the British lines, namely, the 4th, 
27th, 28th, 30th, 33rd, 35th, 77th, 78th, 80th and 
82nd. And the 41st Division was in the Supply 
area. Within a week after the fighting at Cantigny two 
American divisions ~vere defending the crossing of the 
Marne and the road to Paris. And the eyes of the 
world were upon the American forces. 

CHATEAU THIERRY AND BELLEAU 
WOOD 

On the morning of May 30th, 1918, the 2nd 
Division received orders to proceed to Meaux, end-
ing the training period of that division. At the same 
time the 3rd Division was put in motion with all 
speed, and headed for Chateau Thierry. From this 
time on the American troops were constantly headed 
for the fighting front. And action for American troops 
after this date was fairly constant. 

The Seventh Machine Gun Battalion of the 3rd 
Division was the first to meet the Germans, reaching 
Chateau Thierry on the afternoon of May 31 . They 
immediately proceeded to the aid of the French Colo 
nials and assisted them to hold off a determined at-
tempt on the part of the Germans to cross the river. 
The battalion remained in the line at Chateau Thierry 
until the German retirement, more than a month later. 
The remainder of the division was scattered among 
the French troops on the south side of the river. 
The Second Division occupied the line behind the 

French in support position covering the Paris road 
at Le Thiolet, along a twelve-mile front. They 
relieved the French on the night of June 3rd. 
Belleau Wood and Bouresches village were held 
by the Germans opposite them. There is small 

need to describe the battle of Belleau Wood, 
for it has been written up hundreds of times. The 
advantage lay with the Germans, for the Wood 
protected them both in the offensive and defensive 
moves. It `vas truly open warfare, in which rifles, 
machine guns and artillery played the predominating 
part. The Wood was a literal nest of German ma-
chine guns, all of which had to be wiped out. The 
special training of the Marines in rifle fire was of es-
pecial advantage to them in open warfare, and they 
used it to great effect. Some idea of the effectiveness 
of the Second Division as a whole may be arrived at 
when one considers the German official statement 
credited it with being the equal of an assault division. 
The battle continued throughout the month of June, 
at the end of which the Marine Brigade of the Sec-
ond Division was in possession of the forest. On the 
first day of July the brigade of Regulars, attached to 
the Second Division, took the village of Vaux and 
bagged over 5 00 prisoners in this action. The 
Americans had shown what they could do in a 
lengthy action, and the Allied High Command no 
longer questioned their ability. 

Following the failure of the Germans to penetrate 
the French-American lines at Chateau Thierry, and 
the loss of Belleau Wood, the German High Com-
mand determined on an offensive, the third drive, this 
to take place in the Marne salient, between Chateau 
Thierry and Montdidier. The object of this drive 
was to join the Marne and Montdidier salients, 
which, had it been successful, would have threatened 
Paris. This drive began June 9th and there was 
continued fighting for several weeks. While the Ger-
mans progressed somewhat and gained a little terri-
tory, the defense and counter attacks of General 
Margin's Army held them without the great advance 
they had hoped for. The first phase of the Marne 
drive was a failure for the Germans. No American 
troops participated in the defense against this Ger-
man drive. 

The chief attack of the Germans in this phase oc-
curred east of Rheims, on a five-mile front from that 
city to the Argonne Forest. A supplementary attack 
occurred at the same time to the eastward of Rheims, 
between Rheims and Chateau Thierry. This attack 
was carried out July 15, its chief object being the 
capture of Rheims, and the cutting of the railway 
lines at Chalons and Epernay, which would have left 
Verdun exposed on both sides to German attack. 
The intelligence system of the French discovered the 
German plans very minutely, and these plans were 
in the hands of the French several days before the 
battle began. General Bouraud arranged his defense 
accordingly. The men were withdrawn from the first 
line trenches, so as to make the Germans advance a 
long way over open ground before meeting the 
French. During this time they were subjected to a 
horrible artillery fire, and the artillery was also turned 
on their reserves, which were massed back of the 
lines, causing terrible casualties. When the Huns 
did reach the French~American lines they were met 
by a horrible rifle fire and then with the bayonet. 

The Rainbow (42nd) Division held a small part 
of the line that was attacked. Two battalions of 
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the 165th Infantry (New York) were in the line 
near Somme Py ; and the remainder of the regiment 
was placed in the reserve lines. The reserve lines 
were not needed, for the Germans did not break 
through. 

At the same time the push east of Rheims was 
being carried on by the Germans. A portion of the 
28th Division (Pennsylvania) was stationed south 
of Dormans, and it was among the first to go into 
action. The American force was not strong enough 
to hold it, but did hold until most of them were 
killed ar wounded, when they retired to the main line. 
Somewhat to the westward, at Mezy, the Germans 
were across the river, facing the right flank of the 
38th Regiment of the 3rd Division. In an en-
deavor to make the Americans remain in their dug-
outs until forces could cross the river, the Germans 
opened a strong artillery fire on the positions held by 
this regiment. The American forces realized the in-
tentions of the Germans, and remained in the open 
in spite of the heavy fire, and, assisted by the Amer-
ican artillery, they prevented the boats from crossing. 
Heavy casualties were inflicted on the Germans. 
East of Mezy the Germans did get across, but they 
were met with machine gun and rifle fire, and as 
they came into contact the Americans met them with 
bayonets and hand grenades. In the defense the 
38th Regiment suffered severely. Two platoons 
were nearly annihilated. Four platoons of this regi-
ment were in action. The surrender of the Germans 
followed after the fourth platoon came in. Over 400 
of the German 6th Grenadiers surrendered to less 
than half of that number of Americans. 

The result of this warfare was a terrible defeat 
for the Germans, though the casualties were heavy 
on both sides. All the troops participating were 
tired out, yet when the French and American com-
mands decided to strike, a few days later, the same 
troops were willing to go ahead. July 15 was the 
date of the last German offensive. After this time 
the Germans were always on the defensive, and July 
15 can safely be said to be the date of the turning 
of the tide. 

THE MARNE-VESLE CAMPAIGN 

The initiative had passed to the Allies, and they 
were quick to make use of the opportunity afforded 
them. It was deemed especially advisable to strike 
at the base of the Marne salient before the demoral-
ized Germans had time to recover from the defeat 
administered on July 15. Consequently preparations 
were made for an allied attack on the morning of 
July 18. There had been no great American or Al-
lied advance prior to this date. After July 18 the 
~~ar was a continued advance for the Allied troops. 

The 1st Division was ordered to join the French 
Tenth Army under General Mangin, southwest of 
Soissons. It joined the line the night of July 17. 
The 2nd Division was represented in the attack by 
two regiments of regulars, which arrived on time only 
through forced marches. The Marine regiments did 
not arrive in time for the opening of the attack, but 
joined the line some time during the day of the 18th. 

The battle opened at 4:35 on the morning of July 
18. The immediate object of the attack was to cut 
the German line of communication from Soissons to 
Chateau Thierry, the German supplies for the Marne 
salient being transported over this road. This task 
was assigned to the 1st and. 2nd American Divi-
sions, the 1st Moroccan Division, and the 15 3rd 
French Infantry Division. In order to accomplish 
their purpose it was necessary to capture the heights 
south of Soissons. 

The infantry advanced under the protection of a 
barrage, the usual artillery fire having been withheld 
in order to surprise the Germans, and this surprise 
was accomplished. The first objective was reached 
on schedule, as was also the second, though part of 
the 1st Regiment was held here due to the failure of 
the French on the left to advance. The Moroccans 
and the 2nd Division, which -had been joined by the 
Marine Regiments in the afternoon, reached their 
third objective in the afternoon, as did also the right: 
flank of the 1st Division. 

The battle began afresh the next morning. The 
1 st Division reached Chazelle, and during the day 
the left wing reached Ploisy, thus bringing the flanks 
on an even line again. The Division had suffered 
about 4,000 casualties during the two days' fighting. 
The 2nd Division took the town of Vierzy during 
the day. It had lost heavily during the fighting of 
the past two days. The 23rd Regiment suffered 
casualties to the extent of nearly 2, 000 men and 
60 officers. During the first day of its advance it 
captured 2,100 men and 75 officers. It was re~ 
lieved the night of the 19th by a French division. 

The objective of the third day's fighting was to 
capture the village of Berzy-le-Sec. This objective 
failed, though some ground was gained. The 1st 
Division suffered another thousand casualties during 
the day. 

During the night preceding July 21st the Moroc-
can Division was relieved, and the 15 3rd French In~ 
fantry was reinforced, leaving the 1st Division the 
only one of the four original divisions represented 
when the attack was opened. The objective of the 
third day's fighting ~n~as reached July 21st and the 
heights beyond were taken. Still there was no relief 
for the 1st Division, the 15th Scottish Division hav-
ing failed to arrive as scheduled. This necessitated 
a fifth day of fighting for the 1st Division, which 
reached the Soissons-Chateau Thierry road on that 
day. It suffered heavily in casualties, however, losing 
7,200 men out of its complement of 12,000. 

The Marne salient was now untenable for the 
Germans, due to the cutting of this line of commu~ 
nication, and the second stage of the retreat fol-
lowed. This meant a f urther forward movement on 
the part of the French-American troops. With the 
beginning of the retreat the 26th Division pushed 
forward, and as the retreat progressed advanced still 
farther. On July 20th the. 26th took Hill No. 204, 
overlooking the town of Chateau~Thierry. The 
troops of the 3rd and 28th Divisions were also in 
pursuit. The object of the Germans now was to 
hold the sides of the salient until the main force could 
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retreat northward out of its mouth. If sufficient re-

serves had been on hand it might have been possible 
to cut off the retreat, but the reserves were not avail-
able. On the 22nd the enemy tried to hold the 
Epieds ridges, but failed. As they neared the Curcq 

River the Germans were compelled to make a stand, 
since they were unable to get their supplies out suf-
ficiently fast. 

The 2 6th Division was relieved on July 2 5th by 
the 42nd Division. The 3rd Division had also been 
relieved at the time the stand vas made by the Ger-
mans at the Ourcq, as had also some French divi-
sions. The 28th and 42nd American Divisions 
were together on the line. The 32nd Division was 
on the left of the 42nd, this being the first time this 
division was in combat. 

The fighting along the Ourcq was stubborn, that 
about Hill No. 184, which overlooked: Fere-en-Tar 
denois, being especially so. The 32nd Division had 
some hard fighting in front of Cierges. However, 
the Americans broke the German line at Ourcq, and 
they were forced to make a retreat to the Vesle, 
which they were able to do without a great loss, due 
to the skill of the German generals in charge of the 
retreat. 

During this retreat the 4th Division made its first 
appearance, relieving the 42nd. It followed the 
German lines without trouble until the Vesle was 
reached, and crossed the river reaching Bazoches. 
The 4th Division was relieved August 12th by the 
7 7th, which was seeing actual combat for the first 
time. 

The 26th and 42nd and 32nd Divisions of 
American forces had all seen hard fighting during the 
NIarne-Mesle battle. The 1st, 2nd, 3rd and 4th 
Divisions also participated, as did also the 28th and 
77th, though the latter came in only at the time when 
the campaign had about reached its end. 

THE FORMATION OF THE FIRST 
AMERICAN ARMY 

The American troops had now served their ap-
prenticeship under the leadership Qf the French, and 
had served well. At this time there was no pressing 
need for the American troops in either the French or 
British lines, for the Germans had not yet recovered 
from their reverses at Soissons, the Champagne, and 
the Marne. The first period of the activity of 
American troops in France was about to close and 
the second to begin. The crisis, at which time the 
American troops were offered to the French and 
British, and v~~hich necessitated the disruption of the 
plans of General Pershing for the formation of a dis-
tinct American Army, had passed, and the plans for 
the construction of this American Army could now 
again be taken up. The second period of the ac-
tivity of American forces in France was to be under 
American leadership, and began in early August 
after the Marne-Vesle campaign had closed. 

The First American Army was organized August 
10th, 1918. During the month the American Di-
visions which had been serving with the French, and 
all but t~vo of the ten American Divisions back of 
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the British lines (the 27th and 30th), were brought 
into the St. Mihiel sector. Preparations for the at-
tack were carried on with the greatest secrecy. The 
troops were transported at night and concealed in the 
forests. No especial activity was to take place dur-
ing the day. The Germans were, however, aware of 
some unusual activity, yet made no preparations to 
defend the positions, believing that they were suffi-
ciently strongly entrenched to hold the position. It 
must be remembered the Germans had held the sa-
lient since 1914, with but little change in the lines, 
though thousands of lives were sacrificed at Les 
Eparages, Apremont and Bois le Prethre, in 1914 
and 1915. The positions were considered- impreg-
nable, with concrete trench lines, lines of machine 
gur_s, heavy lines of wire, and the support of heavy 
artillery. Since 1915 , however, the sector had been 

' comparatively quiet, and it is possible that the Ger-
mans expected that the positions there would not be 
subjected to any considerable attack. The German 
possession of Mont Sec was distinctly to their advan-
tage, for it dominated the Allied line, and was of 
distinct advantage for observation purposes. 

THE ST. MIHIEL OFFENSIVE 

The attack was scheduled for the morning of Sep-
tember 12th. Hard rains occurred on the night of 

V 

the 1 1 th. The attack was preceded by heavy artil-
lery fire which began at 1 :00 o'clock in the morn-
ing and lasted four hours. At 5 :00 o'clock a heavy 
barage was laid down, and the infantry went for-
ward on the southern sector. The heavy artillery 
fire destroyed the foremost German wire defenses, 
though back of the front lines the wires remained up. 
The 42nd Division led' the attack, proceeding against 
the 10th German Division and the 6th Division of 
Grenadiers, previously mentioned, the defense en-
countered being very light. The 15th French Divi-
sion and the 26th American Division led a secondary 
attack on the other side of the sector. They made 
slow but steady progress, being hampered by ma-
chine gun nests, and did not reach their objectives for 
the day. The 102nd Regiment collected at night 
and marched in solid formation six miles through 
the German lines to Vigneulles. This prevented the 
retreat of the Germans in the point of the sector. 
Some troops of the 1st Division entered the town 
later in the morning and found the totivn already oc-
cupied. The Germans had moved .with customary 
precision and speed, and in this way saved consider-
able artillery and a large number of troops. 

The 82nd Division (Georgia) was on the ex-
treme right of the line. Adjacent to it were the 
Texas-Oklahoma troops, the 90th Division. Offi-
cial reports give it credit for accomplishing its mis-
sion satisfactorily and in good time. The 5th Divi-
sion of regulars was also on the right of the line. 
These divisions saw combat for the first time, as did 
also the Missouri-Kansas Division, which was placed 
between the 42nd and 2nd Divisions, with which it 
kept abreast in the advance. The 89th Division had 
an unusually long advance for its objective, which it 
performed in record time, and the speed of its ad-
vance accounted for the capture of a huge amount of 
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material and prisoners, which would have escaped 
had the advance been slower. The advance of the 
2nd Division covered more than six miles in eight 
hours, and it gathered 3,000 prisoners and five rail-
way trains. The 1st Division also participated and 
maintained the reputation it had acquired in its pre-

vious actions. 

The salient was entirely destroyed on the second 
morning. The American Division pursued the re-. 
treating Germans until the fortified line back of the 
St. Mihiel sector was reached. The French 26th 
Division was assigned the duty of cleaning up the 
back areas in which the Germans still remained in 
dugouts, cellars, and semi-fortified positions. 

This first battle under American leadership was 
distinctly a success, yet it brought to light weak-
ness in the way of co-operation between the infantry 
and air service, acid demonstrated that we did not 
have enough American artillery and air forces on the 
ground. Considerable artillery, and eleven of the 
fourteen Aero Squadrons participating, had been 
borrowed from the French. The Americans were 
quick to profit by the mistakes made, and to perfect 
the means of co-operation between the different 
branches of service. In this battle, however, the 
Americans gained, the respect of the Allies, for the 
success of their individual action showed that the 
American forces were ready to take over any task 
that might be assigned to them, and that they were 
the equals of the French and British in a general ac-
tion, if not their superiors in an open offensive. 

During the time the American troops were en-
gaged in the formation of the First American Army, 
and all through the St. Mihiel action, the British 
were pushing away at the Germans north from Mont 
didier. In early August they struck at Amiens, and 
following their success there the push became gen-
eral and continual. The breaking of the Drocourt~ 
Queant switch line on September 22nd forced the 
ultimate retreat of the Germans to the Hindenburg 
line, which they occupied September 26th. The 
Germans had been forced to this line after the bat-
tle of Champagne, and had been forced to cross it 
during the St. Mihiel retreat. The north half of the 
German lines at this time closely resembled a crescent, 
the upper end of which touched the North Sea near 
Nieuport, and the lower of which touched just be-
low Metz. The line then continued near the Ger-
many-France boundary line to Switzerland, some-
times on one side of the boundary and again on the 
other. It was with the crescent that the next major 
offensive in which the American troops participated 
had to deal. ~Xlhile it seemed to those who were 
uninformed that the American troops should have 
continued against Metz immediately following St. 
Mihiel, the reserves were immediately transported to 
Verdun and the Argonne for the final battle of the 
war. 

MEUSE-ARGONNE OFFENSIVE 

Marshal Foch was the author of the plan under 
which the Allied armies operated in this offensive;, 
though of course credit must be given the allied com~ 

manders for their collaboration. The plan cared 
for the attack of the British armies at Cambrai, while 
the French Fourth Army and the American First 
Army were to operate on either side of the Argonne 
Forest. It was to be a pincers operation, with the 
British driving southwestward, and the French and 
Americans northward in an endeavor to trap the 
Germans between the two advancing allied lines. If 
these two armies could approach each other with suf-
ficient speed it was thought the German retreat could 
be thrown into a rout, and much German material 
and many prisoners taken. The battle ended in the 
rout planned, and the surrender of the Germans oc-
curred near Sedan, where the French were forced to 
surrender to the Gemans in 18 70. 

rl~he plan of action for the American troops was 
that they were to advance along the east side of the 
Argonne forest while the French advanced along the 
west side. This would. force the German troops 
within the forest to get out or be surrounded. Fol-
lowing this the two armies were to converge and 
continue northward between the Meuse and the Ar-
gonne. The American First Army was made up 
I, III and V Corps. The V Corps was to drive 
northward in the middle of the country lying between 
the Meuse and the Argonne. The I Corps con-
tained the experienced 77th and 28th Divisions, and 
the 35th, ~~~hich had not yet seen action. The V 
Corps was made up of the 91 th, the 3 7th and the 
39th Divisions, the former of which had been ac-
tively engaged in several battles, and the latter had 
seen some action with Australian troops, and the 
33rd, which was untried. The 1st, 2nd, 3rd, 26th, 
32nd and 42nd Divisions were held in reserve, or 
joined later in the fight. 

Three hours of violent bombardment preceded the 
infantry advance, which occured at 5:30 September 
26th. The 4th Division crossed the first German 
line with little opposition, and the German defense 
at the second line was not very effective. It pro-
ceeded on to their first objective, six miles from the 
point of beginning, which it reached at 2:00 ir_ the 
afternoon. The Germans ahead of them were still 
retreating. The 4th Division had accomplished its 
purpose and advanced according to plan. The fact 
that the 79th Division found a stumbling block in 
Montfaucon prevented an advance at the speed 
planned, which would have called for the immediate 
attack of the third, or Kriemhilde, position, which 
the Germans were now occupying. Night found the 
79th Division before Montfaucon, slightly more than 
two miles behind the 4th Division. At dusk the 
79th, the 3 7th and 91st Divisions were ordered to 
attack, which they were forced to do without the 
aid of the artillery, the condition of the roads being 
such as to make it impossible to bring up the guns. 
The 79th attacked with the aid of two tanks, but 
were forced to retire to its previous position. It took 
up the attack again o~n the following morning, and 
succeeded in taking the town, and advancing, though 
it did not quite reach the first day's objective on the 
second day. Montfaucon, with its defenses, had 
served the purposes of the German High Command, 
in that it held the American advance until the Ger-
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man defense could be strengthened. The right and 
left flanks of the American Army made some gain on 
September 28th, while the center advanced on Octo-
ber 1st. Between C'ctober 1st and 4th, on which 
date another general attack was planned, the 3 7th 
and 79th Divisions were replaced by the 1st and 
32nd Divisions, both of which had seen previous 
fighting. 

The French in the meantime had advanced on the 
west side of Argonne Forest, and the Americans 
were as far north as Fleville, on the eastern side. 
The Germans, however, remained in the position in 
spite of the fact that they were being surrounded by 
the advance of the French and American armies, and 
used their artillery effectively on the flank of the 
Americans. The general advance began again on 
the morning of the 4th. On the morning of the 7th 
the 82nd Division attacked the German positions in 
the Forest from the east, while . the French entered it 
from the west. The Oer~nan retreat from Argonne 
Woods began on the 9th, and the 77th Division 
emerged from the Forest on the 10th. The advance 
of the 82nd Bivision into the Forest was made un-
der grEat difficulty, for it was forced to cross the Aire 
River Valley and climb the hills on the farther side 
in the face of withering machine gun fire. The 77th 
was aided by the flank attacks of the Americans and 
French on either side, yet it deserves all credit, for 
it advanced over impossible country, and saw san-
guinary fighting. The episode of "The Lost Bat-
talion" and 1Vlajor Whittlesey will long be remem-
bered. 

Both armies advanced following the retirement of 
the enemy from Argonne Forest, but the advance of 
the French was considerably faster than that of the 
Americans, dL~e to the fact that the defenses facing 
the French were less difficult to overcome. On Oc-
tober 10th both armies faced the Kriemhilde Stel-
lung. The operations from October 10th to 30th 
consisted of an endeavor on the part of the French 
to pierce the Brunhilde, while the Americans tried 
to~ pierce the Kriemhilde line. The resistance of the 
Qermans on the Kriemhilde line was especially se-
vere, for the main communications of the German 
Army in Picardy and Champagne would be menaced 
if this line were to give. But on October 30th the 
Americans went through the Kriemhilde line. It is 
estimated that 46 German Divisions were in line 
against the Americans from September 26 to No-
vember 1 1 . 

In the meantime the British had battered their way 
forward on the northern end of the crescent, and 
there, too, the German lines had failed to hold. The 
line was broken first at Cambrai and Iater at other 
points, forcing the retirement of the Germans. Two 
American regiments participated in the fighting. At 
the end of October the Germans faced the loss of a 
vital centre o~n the west, while the French and Amer-
icans were preparing to cut the railroad in the neigh-
borhood of Sedan. Turkey and Bulgaria had capit-
ulated, and the collapse of Austria was not improb-
able, and the military situation as far as Germany 
was concerned was decidedly precarious. It was on 

October 30th that Ludendorff and Hindenburg came 
to a realization that the German army was about to 
be disastrously defeated, and that something had to 
be done to prevent the surrender of the entire Ger-
man Army. Efforts were immediately made to de-
termine the best possible terms for the ending of the 
war. 

The effort to reach the railroad near Sedan began 
on the morning of November 1st, and was partic-
ipated in by the men of the 77th, 80th, 2nd, 89th, 
90th and 5th Divisions. There was practically no 
resistance on the part of the Germans, and the allied 
advance continued f or a week until they reached the 
heights overlooking Sedan. The plan of the Ger-
man retreat was to withdraw to the Meuse and hold 
the line there. The Americans crossed the aver, 
however, from Verdun northward to Stenay, and 
also crossed below Mouzon. The operations by the 
French, to which some American forces were at-~ 
tacked, together with the American forces farthest 
~~vest, had carried them beyond the forces of Ameri-
can troops to the eastward, which exposed their 
flanks to artillery and machine gun fire by the Ger-
mans on the heights east of the Meuse. To the 29th 
Division was assigned the task of advancing east of 
the Meuse, ~Thile the 33rd was instructed to cross 
the river and assist in the attack should the original 
plan succeed. The element of surprise counted 
strongly in the initial attack, which occurred October 
8th. It was successful, and, according to plan, the 
33rd Division crossed' the river. The 26th Division 
also joined in the fighting east of the Meuse. Etrayes 
Ridge, Bois de Belleu and Bois d' Ormont were the 
subject of sanguinar;~ fighting, but the Germans were 
finally overcome and the heights from which the Oer~ 
mans had caused the American troops to suffer passed 
into American hands on October 23rd. 

On November 3rd the 5th American Division, 
which held a 13-kilo-metre position along the west 
bank of the Meuse, was ordered to cross the river 
from Montigny southward. In order to accomplish 
this it had to cross the flats on the west side of the 
river, and the river itself, in the face of a terrible ma-
chine gun fire. Two attempts were necessary to ac-
complish this purpose. Two- companies succeeded in 
crossing the night of November 3rd, and by holding 
on desperately assisted the entire .division to cross the 
succeeding night. The 60th Infantry establish 
itself in the Bois de Chatillon, and on the following 
morning effected its capture. By night the entire line 
of heights was in the hands of the Americans. The 
Division pressed onward and with the assistance of 
other troops drove the Germans onto the Woevre 
Plain, out of the last commanding defense northwest-
ward from Verdun, and, placed them in a position 
where they had no further natural defenses to assist 
them, as had been the case in the country which 
they had just been forced to evacuate. This was the 
position of the troops in the Meuse-Argonne at the 
time of the signing of the armistice. 

In the meantime the Second American Army had 
been formed, and was preparing to force eastward 
from the new line across the St. Mihiel salient. Prep-
arations for this drive were stopped by the armistice. 
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An army composed of French and American 
troops in about equal numbers was also preparing 
to drive a wedge. into the Berman lines south of 
1Vletz, Remember, the cutting of the Berman line at 
Sedan had cut the Berman Army in two parts. The 
cutting of the line south of Metz would have had the 
effect of entirely isolating the fort. The signing of 
the armistice prevented the carrying out of this cam 
paign, which, had it been successful, would have 
been more disastrous to the ~crmans than any yet 
carried out. 

The signing of the armistice prevented the results 
of the fighting in the Meuse~Argonne offensive from 
showing up as effectively as it would have, had the 
battle gone to completion. However, the troops suc~ 
ceeded in all their operations. Cif the 400,000 ~er-
man troops facing the First Army over 16,000 were 
captured, as were also nearly 1,500 field pieces, over 
6,000 machine guns, and over 500 trench mortars. 
The total cas~zalties on the Berman side were 100, 
000, while the American losses numbered about 
1 15,000 men. 

About Qctober 30th the 37th and 91st Divisions 
were placed with the French operating in Belgium, 
where they occ~ipied the point of the Belgian advance. 
Qfl'icial reports credit these troops as having ac-
quitted themselves well. The same was true of the 
2 7th and 30th American Divisions, which fought 
with the British. They were the first through the 
Hindenburg line at Cambrai, and also covered them 
selves with glory in the fighting at Selle River. 

The 2nd and 3 7th Divisions had been assigned, to 
the French who were operating in the region be-
tween Rheims and the Argonne in the Champagne 
sector. The 2nd Division did particularly effective 
work in this area. The 36th Division participated in 
the advance following the Berman retreat. The 2nd 
Division returned to the Argonne sector, and partici-
pated in action there after November 1st. 

There is no reason to comment further on the ef-
fectiveness of the aid rendered by American troops 
in France. It is admitted by the British and French 
general Staffs that the war could not have been won 
without American assistance, yet there is glory enough 
for all in the victory over the Hun armies. We 
cannot help but have a pride in the successes of the 
Americans, though the cost of the victory was enor-
mous. Yet the price paid helped to make the world 

safe for Democracy, for which principle we entered 
the war, and for which we were prepared to pay the 
price. 

The figures issued by the Central Records Qffice 
of the American Expeditionary Forces in France, 
made public by the War Department at Washington, 
under date of August 12, 1919, are as follows

This is the dread and sickening cost of war, which 
cannot be reckoned in terms of money, yet must be 
put down as one of the priceless expenditures.

Dallas County, Texas, through her sons, was well 
represented on -the battlefields of France, and count-
less others were in the training camps in France and 
at home, awaiting the call for overseas service, when 
the armistice was signed. Qn the pages of this vol-
ume following are portrayed the faces of those ~vho 
served, together with biographies covering their serv-
ices. Dallas County has a right to be proud of her 
so1~s, and is proud of them. 

In these pages, too, are recorded the activities of 
those men and women in the county who felt they 
must do their bit, and did their bit in the various lines 
of Home Activities with an enErgy and spirit of sac-
rifice typical of Americans in a cause which they be-
lieve right. 

In order that the deeds of these Americans may 
live throughout the ages this volume is prepared. 
And to those Americans it is respectfully dedicated. 
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The Participation of the United States Navy 
in the Isar 

A flotilla of American U-boat destroyers, under 
Admiral William S. Sims, arrived in Queenstown, 
England, May 3, 191 7, and went into immediate 
service. This was the first official participation of 
the United States Navy in the great War. 

"rhe first American naval gun, however, was fired 
from the steamship Mongolia, an armed merchant-
man, at a German submarine. This occurred on 
April 19, 191 7, and is believed to be the first action 
against a Berman naval vessel on the high seas after 
the declaration of war. 

Qn July 1 , 1914, our navy included these com-

pleted ships in service : Eight dreadnaught battle-
ships, 22 predreadnaughts, 25 cruisers, 51 torpedo 
boat destroyers, 13 torpedo boats, and 30 subma-
rines. We had at that time a naval strength of 66,-
273 officers and enlisted men, and ranked third in the 
amount of ships' tonnage, being inferior to both 
England and Germany, as follows

At the time of the outbreak of war the strength 
of the navy in men v,~as 62,667 enlisted men with 
4, 3 76 officers. Within a year the navy had grown 
through enlistment alone to 308,429, of whom 19,- 
275 were officers. These figures included the Rej-
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ular Navy, which totaled 199,490 men and officers ; 
the I~lational Reserve force, containing 88,218 men 
and officers, and the Coast guard, which included 
45889 men and officers. These were largely in-
creased as the ~var went on. On No ~,~ember 1 , 
1918, the force of the Regular Na ~~y consisted of 
10,409 officers and 216,963 enlisted men. 

Immediately upon the outbreak of the war the 
1\Tavy Department made thorough preparations for a 
large increase to the fighting force through buildinj 
of the various classes of ships contained in the United 
States Navy. There followed, too, the conversion of 
steam yachts and other privately-owned boats into 
submarine chasers; the quantity production of high-<< 
spec seagoing motor boats, known as the mos-
quito fleet" ; but the chief item of naval production 
during the period of the war was probably the s ~vift 
destroyer class, used to such great advantage in the 
patrolling of the submarine infested waters, and to as-
sist in the convoying of the transports laden with 
American soldiers for the shores of France. 

In order to train men and obtain officers for these 
additions to the navy, the I\Taval Department opened 
training schools in various seaport cities, and enlarged 
the stations already used for that ~ purpose. Among 
the sites for these camps were the Jamestown Expo-
sition site, at Hampton Roads, near l~lorf olk, Va. ; 
the San Diego, Cal., and - Oulfpo~rt, Miss. exposition 
grounds; a station was created at Pelham Bay N. Y., 
for 10, 000 reserves ; another opened at Charleston, 
which accommodated 5,000 men; another at Cape 
May, N. J., and ~t several other places. The great 
Lakes Naval Training Station was enlarged to ac-
commodate 20,000 men. In addition, the course at 
the Naval Academy at Annapolis, Md. , was short-
ened so that the men there enrolled would be able to 
sooner discharge the duties for which their training 
fitted them. 

The following extracts are taken from the report 
of Secretary of the Navy Daniels, made public De-
cember 9, 1918: 

ACHIEVEMENTS OF THE UNITED 
STATES NAVY IN THE WAR 

"It is too early to tell the full story of the accom-
plishments of the American Navy daring the great 
war, now happily a tragedy of the past, with the 
achievement of all aims which summoned- our coun-
try to take up arms. It will require the quiet per-
spective, after the stress of battle, for a full assess-
ment of the valor of the men of the sea, their resource, 
their initiative, their success, and their forgetfulness 
of self in the whole-hearted and efficient service of 
their country. When the peace terms are signed and 
the agreement between all nations cements the blood-
bought victory for permanent peace, the detailed story 
of the navys participation will afford a new cause for 
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gratification and give a greater thrill of pride when 
the world fully knows the many instances of splendid 
courage which, for military reasons, could not be fully 
disclosed during the struggle and must be left ~ .,_ 
historian to record. " , 

Mr. Daniels gives a brief history of the moves in 
Congress in con junction with the Navy Department, 
and adds: 

War was declared on April 6, 191 7. On the 4th 
of I~JIay a detachment of destroyers was in European 
waters. By January 1, 1918, there were 1 13 
United States naval ships across, and in Qctober, 
1918, the total had reached 338 ships of a1.1 classes. 
At the present time there are 5,000 officers and 70,-
000 enlisted men of the United States Navy serving 
in Europe, this total being greater than the full 
strength of the navy when the United States entered 
the war. 

As an indication of the work being done by 
United States naval vessels in the war zone, the fol-
lo~~ing averages of miles steamed per month are 
given 

Destroyers, 2 75,000 ; miscellaneous patrol craft, 
120,000 ; mine sweepers, 10,000 ; battleships and 
submarines, 90,000 ; sub,narine chasers, 121 ,000 ; 
or a total of 626,000 miles per month. The above 
figures include vessels, actively engaged in naval du-
ties only, under command of the force commander, 
United States naval forces i~n Europe, and not troop-
ships, cargo carriers, or miscellaneous merchant ves~ 
sels flying the American flag, constantly plying 
through the war zone. Nor does it include cruisers 
or battleships engaged in oversea escort duties. 

Distances steamed by various destroyers can be 
shown when the record of several of the first to ar-
rive in European waters is examined. Three of these 
are shown to have steamed during. the first year of 
service in the zone 

U. S. S. Porter, 64,473 miles; U. S. S. Co~nyng~ 
ham, 63,952 miles; U. S. S. Davis, 63,015 miles. 

An individual instance of activity is given for one 
of the new destroyers. The U. S. S. Kimberley, 
during the month of June, steamed 7, 019 miles, and 
was at sea 470 hours during the month; i. e., about 
b5 per cent of the time. 

The destroyers upon their first arrival were based 
on Queenstown, which has been in the base of the 
operations of these best fighters of the submarines 
during the war. Every facility possible was provided 
for the comfort and recreation of the officers and men 
engaged in this most rigorous service. 

During July and August, 1918, 3,444,012 tons 
of shipping was escorted to and from France by Amer 
icon escort vessels ; of the above amount, 1, 5 7 7, 73 5 
tons were escorted in and 1, 864, 6 7 7 tons were es-
corted out of French parts. Of the tannage escorted 
into French ports during this time, only 16,988 tons, 
or 0.009 per cent, were lost through enemy action, 
and of the tonr_age escorted out from French ports, 
only 27,858 tons, or 0.013 per cent, were lost 
through the same cause. During the same period, 
July and August of this year, 2 5 9, 604 American 
troops were escorted to France by United States es-

cort vessels without the loss of a single man through 
enemy action. The particulars in the above. para-
graph refer to the United States Navy forces operat-
ing in the war zone from French ports. 

During the same tune July and August des-
troyers based on British ports supplied 75 per cent 
of the escorts for 318 ships, totalling 2, 752,908 
tons, and including the escort of vessels carrying 
137,283 United States troops. The destroyers on 
this duty were at sea an average of 6 7 per cent of 
the time, and were under way for a period of about 
16,000 hours, steaming approximately an aggregate 
of 260,000 miles. Z~here were no losses due to en-
emy action. 

American and British ships 1^iave carried over 2,~ 
C00,000 American troops overseas. The United 
States did not possess enough ships to carry over our 
troops as rapidly as they were ready to sail or as 
quickly as they were needed in France. great 
Britain furnished, under contract with the War De-
partment, many ships and safely transported many 
American troops, the numbers having increased 
greatly in the spring and summer. A few troops 
were carried over by other allied ships. The actual 
number transported in British ships was more than a 
million. The exact figures are not now available, but 
it was a service invaluable and timely, and was typ-
ical of great Britain's large contribution of its great 
shipping facilities for the comrr~on cause. 

1~he American force based on Gibraltar, includ-
ing destroyers, gunboats, cruisers, yachts and Coast 
guard cutters, during July and August, have been 
at sea 5 6 per cent of the time, and actually under 
way 15,500 hours, steaming during this period 160,-
000 miles. They have supplied approximately 25 
per cent of the escorts for Mediterranean convoys be-
tween Gibraltar on the one hand and France and 
Italy on the other, and have performed 70 per cent 
of the ocean escort duties between Gibraltar and 
England. The above figures are given as indicative 
of what is accomplished month by month by our ves-
sels in the war zone. 

In addition to duty performed by destroyers and 
other escorting vessels, the extensive naval activities 
of our battleships with the British brand Fleet, 
mining units, patrol units, submarine hunting, mine 
sweeping, salvage, etc., have been many and varied. 

The destruction of tankers carrying oil to our own 
ships and the British fleet in the North Sea gave much 
anxiety, and in order to avert the submarine menace 
in sending the tankers around the north of Scotland 
it was determined by the American and British Navy 
to build a pipe line across Scotland. C~ ur naval ex-
perts undertook the big task, and thereby reduced 
the distance and danger of supplying the fleet with 
oil 

In order to efficiently co-operate with our allies, 
United States naval port officers have been stationed 
in twenty of the principal seaports of great Britain, 
France and Italy. Fifteen naval bases have been es-

tablished. 
In connection with aviation, two repair and as-

sembly bases, four kite balloon stations, 18 seaplane 
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stations, five bombing plane stations, and three diri-
gible stations have been established and manned with 
navy personnel, which includes 624 offZcers, 9 7 ob-
servers, and over 15,000 enlisted men. 

IVlore than 50,000 American mines have been 
laid in strategical areas in European waters. The 
Navy has taken part in and actually laid 80 per cent 
of the great mine barrage, 230 miles long, from Scot-
land to Norway. A total of 56,439 mines have 
been laid, all of which were designed and manufac-
tured by the United States and transported and laid 
by the United. States Navy. The total personnel en-

gaged in mining activity alone is upward of 6, 700 
men. 

OPERATIONS AT HOIVIE AND ABROAD 

The operations of our navy during the world war 
have covered the widest scope in its history. Our 
naval forces have operated in European waters from 
the I\/Iediterranean to the White Sea. At Corfu, 
Gibraltar, along the French Bay of Biscay ports, at 
the English Channel ports, on the Irish coast, in the 
I~torth Sea, at 1Vlurmansk and Archangel, our navy 
forces have been stationed and have done creditable 
work. Their performance will probably form the 
most interesting and exciting portion of the naval his-
tory of this war, and it is the duty which has been 
most eagerly sought by all of the personnel, but ow-
ing to the character of the operations which our navy 
has been called upon to take part in, it has not been 
possible for all of our naval forces, much as they de-
sired it, to engage in operations in the front, and a 
large part of our work has been conducted quietly, 
but none the less effectively, in other areas. This serv-
ice, while not so brilliant, has still been necessary, and 
without it our forces at the front could not have car-
ried on the successful campaign that they did. 

Naval men have served on nearly two thousand 
craft that plied the waters, on submarines that fear not 
the undersea perils, and in aviation where men of 
vision and courage prevent surprise attacks and fight 
with new-found weapons. Cn the land, marines and 
sailors have helped to hold strategic points, regiments 
of marines have shared with the magnificent army their 
part of the hard-won victory, a wonderfully trained 
gun crew of sailors have manned the monster 14-inch 
guns which marked a new departure in land warfare. 
In diplomacy, in investigation at home and in all parts 
of the world by naval ofFicers and civilian agents, in 
protecting plants and labor from spies and enemies, 
in promoting new industrial organizations and enlarg~ 
ing older ones to meet war eeds, in stimulating pro-
duction of needed naval craft these are some of the 
outstanding operations which mark the heroic year 
of accomplishment. 

NAVAL OPERATING FORCES FICHT~ 
INC CRAFT 

The employment of the fighting craft of the navy 
may be summed up as follows 

In the summer of l91 7, the submarine problem 
having become so acute and the losses to merchant 
ships sa great, it became necessary to adopt more ef-

fective methods of handling merchant shipping, in or-
der that a greater degree of safety should be afforded. 
The system of convoying ships was adopted. While 
this slo~~ed up shipping fully 20 per cent and in~ 
creased the dangers of collision and other difficulties, 
experience has amply justified the. wisdom of the pol-
icy. The convoy system, the adoption of which was 
suggested by President Wilson shortly after our en-
trance into the war, was applied to both cargo and 
troop ships and its success was almost immediately ap-
parent. ~ It consisted in gathering together certain 
numbers of vessels, sailing at regular interval along 
etablished lanes, under the guard of heavier ships to 
protect against raiders, and destroyers to protect 
against submarines. 

This system went into effect with the first of our 
troop convoys, which crossed in June, 191 7, and has 
continued ever since, to the day the armistice was 
signed. It had much to do with breaking the back 
of the submarine offensive, for it deprived the U-boat 
of the benefit he derived from attacking individual, 
unprotected ships and forced him to devote his efforts, 
for the most part, to ships which` were protected by 
destroyers. To engage with a convoy, the submarine 
was forced to enter the danger war zone, and fre~ 
quently it was he and not our ships which became the 
victim. 

In these convoy efforts all our destroyers, our 
armed cruisers, our smaller cruisers, and later the old 
battleships of our fleet, have been engaged contin-
ually, winter and summer. It has been hard, grind-
ing work, but that it was well done is attested by the 
fact that two million troops were sent abroad, with 
not the loss by enemy action of a single eastbound ship 
carrying troops under the protection of our forces. 

The history of the convoy operations in which our 
naval fol-ces have taken part, due to which we have 
been able so successfully to transport such a large 
number of our military forces abroad, and so many 
supplies for the army, is a chapter in itself. It is prob-
ably our major operation in this war and will, in the 
future, stand as a monument to both the army and the 
navy, as the greatest and most difrncult troop transport-
ing effort which has ever been conducted across seas. 
The work is not finished.. The bringing of our forces 
back is still a naval problem, and it will be undertaken 
with the same spirit which characterized the transpor-
tation and convoy of our troops to Europe. 

NAVAL LOSSES CAUSED BY SUB-
MARINE WARFARE 

Since this country entered the war practically all 
the enemy's naval forces, except the submarines, have 
been blockaded in his ports by the naval forces of the 
allies, and there has been no opportunity for naval 
engagements of a major character. The enemy's sub-
marines have, however, formed a continual menace 
to the safety of all our transports and shipping, neces-
sitating the .use of every effective means and the ut-
most vigilance for the protection of our vessels. Con-
centrated attack was made by enemy U-boats on the 
ships which carried the first contingent of our troops 
to Europe, and all that have gone since have faced 
this liability to attack. 
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Our destroyers and patrol vessels, in addition to 
convoy duty, have waged an unceasing offensive war-

fare against the submarines. In spite of all this, our 
naval losses have been gratifyingly small. Not one 
American troop ship, as previously stated, has been 
torpedoed on the way to France, and but three, the 
Antilles, the President Lincoln and the Covington, 
were sunk on the return voyage. 

Only three fighting ships have been lost as a result 
of enemy action the patrol ship Alcedo, a converted 
yacht, sunk off the coast of France November 5, 
1917 ; the torpedo boat destroyer Jacob Jones, sunk 
off the British coast December 6, 1917, and the 
cruiser San Diego, sunk near Fire Island, off the New 
York coast, on July 19, 1918, by striking a mine 
supposedly set adrift by a German submarine. The 
transport Finland and the destroyer Cassin, which 
were torpedoed, reached port and were soon repaired 
and placed back in service. The transport Mount 
Vernon, struck by a torpedo on September 5, last, 
proceeded to port under its own steam and was re-
paired. 

The most serious loss of life due to enemy activity 
was the loss of the Coast Guard cutter Ta-npa, with 
alI on board, in Bristol Channel, England, on the 
night of September 26, 1918. The Tampa, which 
was doing escort duty, had gone ahead of the con-
voy. Vessels following heard an explosion, but when 
they reached the vicinity there were only bits of float-
ing wreckage to show where the ship had gone down. 
I~Tot one of the 1 1 1 officers and men of her crew were 
rescued ; and, though it is believed she was sunk by 
a torpedo f roan a n enemy submarine, the exact man-
ner in which the vessel met her fate may never be 
known. 

There has been no more baffling mystery in the an-
nals of the navy than the disappearance, last March, 
of the U. S. S. Cyclops, navy collier of 19,000 tons 
displacement, with all on board. Loaded with a car-
go of manganese, with 5 7 passengers, 20 officers and 
a crew of 213 aboard, the collier was due in port 
on March 13. On March 4 the Cyclops reported 
at Barbados, British west Indies, where she put in 
for bunker coal. Since her departure from that port 
there has not been a trace of the vessel, and long con-
tinued and vigilant search of the entire region proved 
utterly futile, not a vestige of wreckage having been 
discovered.. ItTo reasonable explanation of the strange 
disappearance can be given. It is known that one 
of her t~~ro engines was da-naged and that she was 
proceeding at reduced speed, but even if the other en-
gine had become disabled it would not have had any 
effect on her ability to communicate by radio. Many 
theories have been advanced, but none that seems to 
account satisfactorily for the ship's complete vanish-
ment. After months of search and waiting the Cy-
clops was finally given up as lost and her name 
stricken from the registry. 

VESSELS CONTRACTED FOR DURING 
THE YEAR 

During the year, including orders placed at navy 
yards, the following have been contracted for : Four 

battleships, one, battle cruiser, two fuel ships, one 
transport, one gunboat, one ammunition ship, 223 de-
stroyers, 58 submarines, 1 12 fabricated patrol ves-
sels (including 12 for the Italian Government) , 92 
submarine chasers (including 50 for the French Gov 
ernment) , 51 mine sweepers, 25 seagoing tugs and 
46 harbor tugs, besides a large number of lighters, 
barges and other auxiliary harbor craft. In addition 
to this, contracts have been placed for 12 large fuel 
ships in conjunction with the Emergency Fleet Cor-
poration. 

15 5 SPIIPS LAUNCIdED UP TO OCTOBER 
FIRST 

Ships launched during the year and up to Octo-
ber 1, 1918, include one gunboat, 93 destroyers, 29 
submarines, 26 mine sweepers, four fabricated patrol 
vessels and two seagoing tugs. It is noteworthy that 
in the first nine months of 1918 there were launched 
no less than 83 destroyers of 98,281 tons aggregate 
normal displacement, as compared with 62 destroy-
ers of 58,285 tons during the entire nine years next 
preceding January 1, 1918. 

There have been added to the navy during the fis-~ 
cal year and including the three months up to Octo-
ber 1, 1918, two battleships, 36 destroyers, 28 sub-
marines, 3 5 5 submarine chasers (including 5 0 which 
were turned over to the French Government) , 13 
mine sweepers and two seagoing tugs. These have 
also been added to the operating naval forces by pur-
chase, charter, etc., many hundred vessels of commer-
cial type, including all classes from ex-German trans-
Atlantic liners to harbor tugboats and motor boats for 
auxiliary purposes. 

RECORDS BROKEN IN DESTROYER 
CONSTRUCTION 

Among the ships added, mention should be made 
of the destroyer ward built at the Navy Yard, .Mare 
Island, Cal., in the remarkably short time of 70 days 
from the laying of the keel to the placing of the ship 
in commission. Only 1 7 1--2 days elapsed from the 
day the keel was laid until the ship was launched. 
This result was achieved by most careful system of 
routing materials and handling labor, worked: out by 
that yard in conjunction with its program of destroy-
ers now under construction. 

In addition to new ships completed, there was a 
very large amount of work in refitting ex~German and 
Austrian ships for war uses and in fitting up .both 
commandeered merchantmen and new merchant ships 
as completed. 

NOTABLE ACHIEVEMENTS IN 
ORDNANCE 

One of the great achievements of the navy during 
the past year was the design and construction of the 
14-inch naval guns on railway mounted cars, now 
on the western front, which hurled shells far behind 
the German lines. The mount was designed, built 
and delivered in less than four months. On Decem-
ber 26, 191 7, not a drawing had been started. On 
April 25, 1918, a completed gun was rolling on its 
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oz~~n wheels to Sandy Hook Proving Around for 
long-range tests. 

These guns were originally intended for the new 
battle cruiser, but a change of ship design left them 
available for other use. As the Navy had no imme-
diate need for them afloat, Rear Admiral Ralph 
Earle, Chief of the Bureau of Ordnance, recom-
mended that they be utilized for land service with our 
army in France. It was more than good fortune that 
in these testing times the navy had Admiral Earle, one 
of the ablest and fittest officers, in direction of great 
ordnance plans and operations. With a staff of men 
of like mettle, achievements have been made that will 
always live. 

It was realized that to be most effective the rail-
way battery must be completely mobile and indepen-
dent of any permanent artillery base. The guns them-
seves were mounted on cars which could move freely 
over the French railways. It was necessary to make 
the repair shops and barracks for the personnel mo-
bile. Twelve cars were constructed to accompany 
each gun. There were machine shop cars, armored 
ammunition cars, kitchen cars, berthing, crane and 
wireless cars. These cars, as well as the gun mounts, 
were all built and equipped under the direction of the 
Bureau of Ordnance. This battery is sufficiently mo-
bile so that were an order to move positions recei~~ed 
while the gun was in action, gun, personnel, kitchen, 
fuel, berthing cars and all could be under way in 
about an hour. 

The naval land batteries fire heavier projectiles and 
have greater range than any dun ever bAfore placed 
on mobile shore mounting. The German long range 
"freak" guns which fired on Paris were non-mobile. 
They were built o~n permanent steel and concrete 
foundations, which were eventually sought out by al-
lied aeroplanes and the guns subsequently silenced. 
The shells were small and specially built for long 
flight. This fact reduced their military efficiency. 
The German long range guns, while they had a cer-
tain moral effect, were without great practical military 
value. The American naval guns fire projectiles ap-
proximately seven times heavier than the shells the 
Germans used against Paris. 

In 1916 the Germans had one 15-inch naval gun 
in Flanders, which became famous through its long 
range bombardment of Dunkirk and other allied 
bases. This gun was on a permanent foundation and 
could not be shifted from point to point on the front. 
Our 14-inch gun can move from one end of France 
to the other, and it hurls a projectile a distance of 
approximately 30 miles (52,000 yards).

DEPTH CHARGE MOST EFFECTIVE 
ANTI SUBMARINE WEAPON 

The successful operation of the depth charge and 
the development of tactics for attacking submarines 
with them have been the most potent factors in the 
solution of the Berman submarine menace. These 
charges are now being produced in quantities consid-
erably in excess of the reeds of our navy and mer-
chant fleet, and so tremendous is their destructive 
quality and so thoroughly has strategy for their use 
been developed, that it is a lucky submarine which 
shows itself or its periscope within view of a destroyer 
and survives the subsequent bombardment. 

THE NAVY THAT Fl IES 

Of gratifying proportions and effectiveness has 
been the expansion of aviation in the navy. 

On July 1, l 91 7, naval aviation was still in its in-
fancy. At that time there were only 45 naval avia-
tors. There were officers of the Navy, Marine Corps 
and Coast Quard who had been given special training 
in and were attached; to aviation. There were ap-
proximately 200 student officers under training and 
about 1 ,250 enlisted men attached to the Aviation 
Service. These enlisted men were assigned to the 
three naval air stations in this country, which were 
then in corr~mission. Pensacola, Fla., had about 
1 , 000 men ; Bay Shore, Long Island, N . Y. , which ' 
was put in operation at that time, had about 100 
men, and Squantum, Mass., which was abandoned 
in the fall of 1917, had about 15 0 men. 

On July l , 1918, there were 823 naval aviators, 
approximately 2,052 student officers and. 400 ground 
officers attached to naval aviation. In addition, there 
were over 7,300 trained mechanics and over 5,400 
mechanics in training. The total enlisted and com-
missioned personnel at this time was very close to 
30,000. 

DEATHS IN U. S. NAVY FROM "WAR 
CAUSES" 1, 2 3 3 

Deaths in the navy from "war causes" totalled 
1,233, Surgeon-General Braisted on November 26, 
1918, told the House Naval Committee. No fig-
ures were given as to deaths from disease. The 
bodies of virtually aII navy men dying in foreign 
service, the Surgeon-General said, have been returned 
home. He added there were in excess of 15,000 
patients in naval hospitals and the institutions at 
New York, Philadelphia, Bosun and Norfolk were 
crowded. 
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The American fed Cross 

r 

The American Red Cross is an organization com~ 
posed of over three and one-half million Americans, 
supervised by business men and women, and in charge 
of men and women skilled in the different lines along 
which it operates. The accounts of the organization 
are audited by the War Department, and the work 
has the support and commendation of the United 
States Government. It is the biggest organization for 
relief in the world. 

The chief Red Cross activities abroad at present 
and during the period of the war have been along the 
following lines: Infirmaries and rest stations for the 
sick ; disinfecting rooms and dormitories for soldiers ; 
hospital equipment, medicines and dressings (nearly 
4,000 of the 6,000 hospitals in France receiving 
their supplies from the American Red Cross) ; food 
for sick and needy ; medical research ; building of 
schools for orphans and helpless ; relief of destitute 
families ; to fight tuberculosis, the deadliest enemy of 
the civil population of France ; general work along re-
lief lines in Belgium and other countries, and many 
other activities of similar nature. 

At the same time relief work along many lines was 
carried on in this country, along lines which had been 
inaugurated before the war, particularly in the fight 
against tuberculosis. For this purpose funds were col-
lected through the use of the Red Cross Christmas 
Stamps. There was also carried on in the country 
before the war Home Relief service, particularly 
among the needy. This work was ~ continued in this 
country during the war crisis, with many additional 
activities. 

In September, 1918, the Red Cross reported, 
through its War Council, that more than three hun~ 
Bred thousand families of American men in service 
had been relieved of financial troubles, legal difficul-
ties, family worries and depressing loneliness by the 
Home Service of the Red Cross. This branch had 
5 0, 000 men and women on its 10,000 Home Serv-
ice Committees. It had reached into communities re-
mote and isolated, there where had never before been 
an effort of this kind. It established close co-opera-
tion in centers of population through organized pub-
lic welfare committees. The Home Service work, 
too, did wonderful work by keeping soldiers in touch 
with their families and saving them any worry about 
those at home. Any service the soldier desired within 
reason was performed by the Red Cross, and it as-
sisted wonderfully in keeping up the morale o~f the 
men, as well as the morale of those left behind. 

To obtain funds for the work performed by the 
Red Cross, two Christmas Drives and two War Fund 
Campaigns were organized. Of the War Fund 
Campaigns the one in July, 1918, was by far the 
larger. Definite figures on these drives are not avail-
able, but reports, said to be authentic, placed the 

-~-o~~~t of money collected by the Red Cross up to 

July, 1918, as $250,000,000. In the War Fund 
Campaign during the summer of 1918 an additional 
$1 75,000,000 was obtained. The American pub-
lic supported the Red Cross to the limit after it 
thoroughly understood the purposes and motives of 
the organization. Adopting only a general outline, 
the report of moneys spent up to September 1, 19.18, 
the latest at hand, is apportioned as follows

The largest items of expenditure in the work of the 
American Red Cross abroad was for the relief of 
civilians in the areas of France occupied by Germans, 
who became refugees at the advance of the Hun 
Army, and for relief work in the devastated regions 
after the German armies had been forced to retire, 
during the autumn of 1918. In this latter work was 
included the housing of 1 1, 000 families. 

It is estimated that nearly 3,000 persons repre-
sented the American Red Cross in France for work 
among soldiers and civilians 111 the autumn of 1918. 
In addition, up to August, 1918, the American Red 
Cross had sent 13, 31 1 nurses overseas for the work 
of nursing among the wounded. 

In the United States the work of the Red Cross 
was carried on through County Chapters and 
Branches and Auxiliaries of these Chapters. The 
work of these Chapters is taken up ~in detail in the 
Home Activities section of this volume, but they can 
be touched upon generally at this time. Part of this 
work has already been mentioned, that of the Home 
Relief Service. There was also the work undertaken 
by the different Chapters in supplying the soldiers of 
their country with needed comforts, blankets, etc., at 
the contonments. An especially commendable branch 
of the work was performed by the Canteen Commit-
tees, in serving coffee and sandwiches to soldiers pass-
ing through on troop trains, etc. 

The work of the Red Cross has received commen-
dation from the ranking authorities in the many coun-
tries in which it has been porformed. It has received 
also citations from the men in command of the Allied 
armies for the splendid work done for the relief and 
comfort of the well and the wounded and ill. Truly, 
in the final accounting, the work of the Red Cross 
will be covered with t~ e Flo►-v it deserves. 
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THE UNITED STATES ARMY NURSES 

The United States army maintained in this country 
in connection with the training camps and canton-
ments, hospitals in which those who were injured or 
became ill during the course of training were placed 
for care and convalescence. In addition, there were 
the regular army hospitals in connection with army 
camps already established and regularly maintained. 

In France, back of the lines, it was necessary to es-
tablish field hospitals for the care of the wounded, and 
large base hospitals were maintained in the larger 
cities well away from the front. In these, thousands 
of soldiers were taken care of, the ill and the 
wounded, and many of them were sent out into the 
world little the worse for the experiences they had 
gone through. 

These hospitals were manned by the United States 
Medical Corps, assisted by the Army Nurses. It is 
estimated that more than 40, 000 of these brave 
women served in this country and in France, and 
many of them are still serving as this volume goes to 
press. 

Many a man has praised the work of these effi-
cient women, who labored long hours, under a se~ 

vere strain, and under difficulties that can hardly be 
imagined. There was often more than patriotism 
back of the exertions they made and the privations 
they endured. Chief of this must have been their love 
for their fellow man, and the deep interest in reliev-
ing the agony of the tortured, building up the health 
of the ill and restoring the maimed and wounded to 
their original efficiency. 

The Army Nurses were often under fire, for the 
Boche respected not the hospitals of the Allies, either 
by shell fire or by aeroplane raids. Their thoughts 
at such times were not for their own safety, but rather 
for the safety of their charges, whom they never de~ 
served until it became absoultely necessary. Many of 
them lost their lives in France, giving their all for the 
country which they served. Many lost their lives in 
the United States helping to fight the terrible epidemic 
which raged in the camps during the fall of 1918. 
Their sacrifice was just as great as that of those who 
who fell on the field of battle, and the glory that must 
be accorded them is just as great. 

Army Nurses have frequently been cited, indi-
vidually and collecti~ ely, for their services, which have 
been appreciated beyond measure by those in com-
mand, and the American nation as a whole. 

2"he United lllar Relief Fork 

The United States government officially recog~ 
nized seven national organizations for work among 
soldiers. These are as follows : Young Men's Chris-
tian Association, Young Women's Christian Asso-
ciation, National Catholic War Council (including 
the work of the Knights of Columbus, and special 
war work for women) ;Jewish Welfare Board, Amer-
ican Library Association, War Camp Community 
Service, and Salvation Army. The work of these 
organizations taken individually varied somewhat in 
details, but in general the purposes of the same was 
to apply themselves to the comforts of the soldier, 
mentally, spiritually and physically. The effect upon 
the morale of these soldiers was wonderful, and it 
cannot be denied that a great service was performed 
by these organizations. 

The American public supported these organizations 
in their work, well realizing the value of the same. In 

the fall of 1918, at the suggestion of President ~Xiil-
son, a joint campaign for funds was carried on by 
these seven organizations. This drive was for $170,-
500,000 and was set for November, 1918, the 
month during which the armistice was signed. The 
entire amount was raised in spite of an insidious prop-
aganda that these funds were unnecessary since the 
war was over. The American public realized, how-
ever, that the men were still overseas, and supported 
the campaign whole--heartedly. The amount to be 
raised was proportioned as follows 

Young Men's Christian Association, $100,000,-

(It should be carefully borne in mind that this re-
port only covers operations of the Y. M. C. A. in 
France, England, Germany and Italy. It does not 
touch on any of the large activities carried on by the 
Y. M. C. A. in the various camps in this country ; 
neither does it cover the work which the Y. M. C. A. 
did in the Navy, or in other parts of Europe with the 
Allied forces, or among prisoners of war, etc. ) 

The following is a summary by departments of the 
different phases of the work 

PERSONNEE 

The Y. M. C. A. was very much circumscribed 

in its efforts to secure men for service abroad, for 
these men could not b~ taken from those who were 
subject to the draft ; neither could they be taken from 
men much above the age of 45, because the work at 
many points was of too strenuous a character to be 
performed by men much beyond middle life. This 
limited the ages from which men could be called into 
service to a comparatively few years. At the begin-
ning of the work, the need for men was so~ great that 
it was impossible to take the tune to put them through 
any course of training or instruction before they were 
sent to Europe. I_.ater on, preparatory schools were 
established and men were carefully instructed before 
sailing. When the men arrived on the other side they 
were scattered far and wide to the many hundreds of 
points at which American soldiers were stationed. 
Each man had to operate more or less independently 
in a foreign country, under conditions that were 
crude, unfamiliar and constantly changing, with the 
result that some failed to measure up to their oppor~ 
tunities. Both the soldiers and the Y. M. C. A. 
workers were under a severe mental and physical 
strain mast of the time, and misunderstandings were 
inevitable under such circumstances. 

The following shows the care with which workers 
were selected to be sent to the other side : Commit-
tees were formed in different parts of the United States 
to canvass for men arLd women workers. The sys~ 
tem was something like this : In Columbus, Ohio, for 
instance, there v~ould be a committee. It would look 
up people. Those whom it selected would be re~ 
ferred to the Ohio headquarters in Cleveland. If 
they passed muster there, they were referred to the 
Central Department office at Chicago. Such as were 
not eliminated there were sent to New York, inves~ 
tigated further, and selection made. This same sys~ 
tem covered alI of the country. At least 15 0, 000 
people were considered by these various district com-
mittees. Of this number over 40,000 were finally 
sifted out and seriously considered in New York. Of 
this number 1 1,229 were finally accepted and sent 
to Europe, ti~here they served for varying periods. In 
April, 1919, the Y. M. C. A. had in Europe 5,693 
men and 2,65 7 women, making a total of 8,350. 

CANTEEN SERVICE 

On August 20th, 191 7, general Pershing asked 
the Y. M. C. A. to undertake the management of 
the Army canteens. The di{~culties were many. It 
was extremely difficult to get supplies as well as to 
get men who were accustomed to handling, distrib-
uting, selling and accounting for such supplies. There 
was a time, when the war was at its height, that it 
cost the Y. M. C. A. almost as much to get an auto-
mobile from the United Stages to France as the auto-
mobile itself cost in the United States. The same 
was true of canteen supplies. One day the Y. M. 
C. A. could get supplies sent on a ~o~vernment boat 
without freight charges. The next day the only way 
to send them was to pay almost as much in freight 
as the goods cast. It will be readily seen that it was 
almost impossible to arrive at anything like an average 
cost price at which to sell these goods. Goads 
shipped by the government and goods shipped by the 
Y. M. C. A., because of the chaotic conditions that 
existed at points of debarkation in the early days of 
the war, were occasionally unavoidably mixed up 
with goods shipped by individuals as pure contribu-
tions to be given away to the soldiers. 

The Y. NI. C. A. never solicited money for the 
purpose of giving away its canteen supplies. . If the 
Y. M. C. A. had given away canteen supplies in 
France on the scale of its sales, it would have spent 
in this activity alone at least as much money as its en-
tire expenditures in France for all its activities. The 
constant policy of the Y. M. C. A. was to sell can 
teen supplies as nearly as possible at cost, and to bind 
every effort, when fighting was in progress, to furnish 
the men at the front with supplies free of charge where 
it was at all possible to get the goods to them. 

From June, 1918, to April, 1919, the Y. M. 
C. A. handled in France alone upwards of 2,000,-
000,000 cigarettes, 32,000,000 bars of chocolate, 
18,000,000 cans of smoking tobacco, 50,000,000 
cigars, 60,000,000 cans of jam, 29,000,000 pack-
ages of chewing-gum, and 10,000,000 packages of 
candy. These are only a f ew of the items handled. 

The statement has frequer_tly been made that the 
Y. M. C. A. charged higher prices for canteen sup 
plies than the army did. This was true to a certain 
period, when the cost of transportation was exceed 
ingly high and when it was difficult to determine costs 
accurately. As promptly as the costs could be re-
duced the prices were reduced, and for many articles 
the Y. M. C. A. charged lower prices than the Quar-
termaster did. The latter fact is additional evidence 
of how extremely difficult it was during the fighting 
period to ascertain the cost of articles so as to fix a 
proper price, for certainly the Quartermaster did not 
wish to make money on sales any more than the 
Y. M. C. A. did. The final results of the Y. M. 
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C. A.'s canteen operations will show a substantial 
loss. 

The Y. M. C. A.'s definite program in Europe 
from the beginning, and continuously, has been to 
bend every effort and use every dollar it could obtain 
to occupy the leisure time of the soldiers, and to do 
this with various forms of entertainment, athletics, 
worth-while educational activities, etc. 

With the great congestion in transportation o~n the 
railroads in France during the period of hostilities, it 
was at times impossible to get supplies moved from 
place to place. At the outset it was very difficult to 
get them away from the coast and' off the docks. The 
enormous supplies which it was necessary for the 
United States government to send to France for the 
use of the soldiers had to take precedence over every-
thing else. The Y. M. C. A. tried to obviate this 
by using automobile trucks which were secured in the 
United States and wherever possible in Europe. When 
the hostilities ceased the Y. M. C. A. had only 700 
trucks and automobiles in service, which did not be-
gin to cover its needs. It not only had to transport 
supplies, but entertainers, lecturers, athletic directors, 
and those engaged in religious activities. Of course, 
the railroads handled a vast amount of supplies for 
the Y. M. C. A. From June, 1918, to February, 
1919, 9, 5 5 4 freight carloads of Y. M. C. A. sup-
plies were hauled. In the month of October alone 
some of the principal items were 765 cars of general 
supplies, 86 cars of flour, 148 cars of sugar, 15 0 
cars of tobacco, 5 9 cars of chocolate, 63 cars of raw 
materials for manufacture, and 144 cars of lumber 
and but materials. 

HUTS AND HGTELS 

On March 1 1919, the Y. M. C. A. had in op-
eration in '_~rarce 587 buildings of various kinds 
which it had erected itself, 596 which it had leased, 
and 782 centers in tents and army buildings. For 
the most part these buile.ings were used as centers 
where the men could congregate, write letters, read 
magazines, books and papers, play games, visit, and 
feel relieved of a certain amount of the restraint neces-
sary to army life. Ir... these buildings moving pictures 
were shown, entertainments of various kinds given, 
concerts provided, and religious services conducted. 
These buildings were placed at the disposal of all 
other religious and social welfare organizations, re-
gardless of denomination or creed. Protestants, 
Catholics, Jews, were all welcome to use the facili-
ties provided, for which no charge was made to any 
organization or any soldier. 

The Y. M. C. A. also operated a number of ho-
tels in the important centers. In London the Y. M. 
C. A. had five such hotels. The prices charged for 
rooms and meals were very moderate, so that a con-
siderable loss was incurred in these hotels. The im-
portance of this service to our men when they were 
traveling about can hardly be overestimated in view 
of the overcrowded condition of these cities. 

ATHLETICS 

At the beginning of its work in France the Y. M. 
C. A. organized an athletic department and took 

from the United States a large number of well trained 
athletic directors to assist the men in organizing ath-
letic games of various kinds. During the years 1918 
and 1919 it provided over 2,250,000 athletic arti-
cles. Included in this aggregate are 5 75,000 base-
balls, 140,000 baseball bats, 65,000 fielders' gloves, 
85,000 indoor baseballs and 75,000 footballs. 
These supplies were given to the soldiers. 

ENTERTAINMENT 

The Y. M. C. A. carried on various forms of en-
tertainment on a colossal scale. It operated a num-
ber of theaters in different places in France and pro-
vided the best plays that could be secured, without 
charge for admission or expense of any kind to the 
soldiers. From February 1, 1918, to March 2 7, 
1919, the Y. M. C. A. had 702 American enter-
tainers and 220 French entertainers. The number 
estimated in attendance at the French Y. M. C. A. 
vaudeville shows alone was 800,000 men. 

In March, 1919, there were 95 America troupes 
playing in different parts of France under the direct 
management of the Y. M. C. A. These troupes 
gave approximately 4, 3 5 0 performances during that 
month. 

In addition to this, a large number of soldier 
shows were organized with the aid of the professional 
talent employed by the Y. M. C. A. An example 
of the way these shows were produced is found at St. 
Nazaire, where there ,vas an establishment known as 
the "Play Factory." It consisted of a large audito-
rium constructed by the Y. M. C. A., a portion of 
which was divided into offices, which were used both 
by the Y. M. C. A. ands the Army entertainment 
officials. There were rooms for the painting of 
scenery, for the manufacture of costumes, and the dis-
tribution of musical instruments. In the auditorium 
rehearsals were constantly held and every night there 
was a new show which served as a "try-out" for the 
unit performing. For this play factory the Y. M. 
C. A. provided a part of the personnel and all of 
the money; while the Army provided the balance of 
the personnel, transportation, billets, mess for the men 
engaged in entertainment work, and mess for the en-
tertainers themselves. Among the articles furnished 
to the soldiers by the Y. M. C. A. in the month of 
March, 1919, are the following : 4, 5 3 3 costumes, 
18, 734 song books, librettos and texts for plays, and 
2,636 musical instruments. Since the beginning of 
its work in France the Y. M. C. A. purchased and 
distributed over 1, 000 pianos. 

MOVING PICTURES 

More than 90,000 picture shows were given in 
France alone between August, 1917, and April, 
1919, to audiences that aggregated 5 0, 000, 000 
men. Not a cent of admission was charged. These 
entertainments have dispelled the dreary evenings of 
homesick boys and have done much to maintain their 
normal mental conditions. These movies were given 
in every sort of building and in the open ; anywhere 
ands everywhere that they could possibly be given, in-
cluding abandoned chateuax, underground chambers 
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of forts, hospital wards, village theaters, aeroplane 
hangars, leave-area casinos, transports, and Y. M. 
C. A. huts. Over 4,000,000 feet of film were sent 
to France and shown over and over again. The 
number of showings in the first week of April, 1918, 
was 368. This grew steadily, week by week, until 
in the first week of April, 1919, the number of show-
ings was 4,216. The number of projection machines 
in operation was 800. There were 965 motion pic-
ture men and soldiers giving all their time to the Y. 
M. C. A. cinema work. In addition to this, over 
5 00 Y. M. C. A. secretaries gave part of their time 
to the work. 

LEAVE AREAS 

The English soldier in France was only a few 
hours from his home, and the French soldier was very 
close to his home. When an English or a French 
soldier obtained his leave he could spend his holiday 
at home. Not so with the American soldier. He 
was far away from home, in a strange land, with a 
strange language, so the Y. M. C. A. endeavored to 
provide a substitute for home. It opened large hotels 
and recreation grounds at various centers in France, 
England, Italy and Germany, where our men could 
go and spend their holidays. These recreation cen-
ters were operated jointly by the Army and the Y. 
M. C. A. Entertainments of all sorts were provided 
and every effort was made to have the holiday of 
each man a success. On February 2 5 , 1919, 401 
Y. M. C. A. men and 4 72 Y. M. C. A. women 
were engaged in this service. There were over 2 5 
Leave Areas, among which were Paris, Aix-les~ 
$' gins, Grenoble, Nice, Cannes, Monte Carlo and 
Chamonix. Up to February 15, 1919, 268,616 
soldiers had visited these Leave Areas. The Y. M. 
C. A.'s share of this work in the Leave Areas was 
furnished without charge. 

EDUCATION 

Toward the close of 1917 the Y. M. C. A. be-
gan the establishment o~f an educational system for 
the A. E. F. It drew on the American public for 
mien and women workers who were not available for 
direct military service, to assist the Army in build-
ing up a simple. educational system that would be 
practical during hostilities and that could be expanded 
rapidly when fighting ceased. During 1918 and the 
early part of 1919 the Y. M. C. A. sent to France 
600 college professors and school teachers. It also 
bought or had manufactured in this country a very 
large quantity of text books and educational supplies. 
Immediately after the cessation of hostilities, the Army 
began to actively . co-operate with the Y. M. C. A. 
in this educational program. The Government sent 
a special representative to France to expedite the 
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work, and in March, 1919, the Y. M. C. A. educa-
tional commission and its several hundred educators 
were taken over by the Army. In addition, seven 
thousand men who, prior to entering the Army, had 
been in some educational work at home, were se-

lected from the Army and employed as teachers for 
small groups of soldiers in the camps. 

READING MATTER 

It is impossible to give anything like accurate fig-
ures of the amount of literature that the Y. M. C. A. 
distributed to the American soldiers in France, Eng-
land, Germany and Italy, for it was of so many dif-
ferent kinds, obtained wherever it could be secured, 
in small or large quantities. In brief, the more im-
portant items which the Y. M. C. A. distributed to 
the men up to date was over 5,000,000 bound vol-
umes, 4,000,000 pieces of religious literature, 2,-
000,000 magazines, 10,000,000 newspapers, and 
1 ,000,000 copies of a 96-page song book, embrac-
ing popular songs of the A. E. F. In addition, the 
Y. M. C. A. at many points acted as distributing 
agent for the American Library Association. 

RELIGIOUS WORD 

The Y. M. C. A. sent to Europe a considerable 
numbE~r of prominent clergymen. These men moved 
about through the camps of France, supplementing 
the work of the Army Chaplains in holding religious 
services. Additional religious activities were carried 
on by the regular Y. M. C. A. staff. 

The soliders who went to Europe developed a 
spirit of service and self-sacrifice. The lives they 
were leading ti~ere very real, and the religion they 
wanted to hear about was of the same sort. Some 
speakers did not comprehend this and therefore failed 
to grip the men. `v~here the services were properly 
conducted they were remarkably successful. A 
notable example is to be found at Coblenz, where 
thousands of mien regularly attend the Sunday even-
ing services in the great Fest-Halle. 

WOMEN WORKERS 

It is impossible to overestimate the value of the 
work which has been performed in Europe by the 
.women who have been engaged in Y. M. C. A. 
work. This staff was constantly increased, and on 
April 1st, 1919, there were over 2,65 7 women ac-

tively engaged in Y. M. C. A. work in Europe. 
These women were in the canteens, in the leave areas, 
and in the recreational department. They partic-
ipated in and chaperered the dances, helped to get 
up entertainments, and did a large amount of visiting 
with the men, and in a remarkable degree furnished a 
home atmosphere throughout the Army units, all of 
which was most beneficial. 
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National and Overseas Isar Turk of the 
Young I~I~omen's Christian Assn. 

From the time this country faced the possibility of 
an active part in the European war, the National 
Board of the Young Women's Christian Association 
was confronted with an immense responsibility for 
helping to safeguard the moral conditions in the neigh-
borhood of the Army and Navy training carr~ps, and 
to provide for the welfare of women in varied indus-
tries in the unusual conditions created by the war. 

The attention of the officers of the Army and of 
the Young Men's Christian Association centered on 
the men within the camps. The co-operative work of 
women for women in communities where men were to 
be quartered was therefore essential to the safeguard-
ing of the camps. The Young Women's Christian 
Association had the machinery, the equipment and 
the motive to make this work effective. 

Telegrams from the War Department Commission 
on Training Camp Activities and from the General 
Secretary of the International Committee of the Young 
Men's Christian Association, setting forth the need 
for expert women workers, added impetus to the plans 
of the lOTatior_al Board of the Association. 

The acceptance of this sudden challenge to prove 
their ability to help in the social, industrial and eco-
nomic readjustments in the lives of thousands of wom-
en and girls in our country, culminated in two war 
meetings on ,June 6th and 7th, 191 7, wherein a War 
Council was organized. 

The function of the Council was to act as a Coin--
mittee of the 1\Tational Board responsible for using 
the resources of the Young Women's Christian Asso-
ciation in helping to meet the special needs of girls 
and young women of all countries affected by the 
~var. 

The War Work Council included women of all 
classes of society, of all clPnominations, everywhere. 
The leaders were ones whose names are well known. 
rI`he Chairman of the Executive Committee of the 
War Work Council was Mrs. James Stewart Cush-
man of I`~Iew York City. Mrs. Henry P. Davison of 
I~1ew York City was the treasurer ; Mrs. Percy V. 
Pennybacker of Austin, Texas, former president of 
the General Federation of Womens Clubs, was one 
of the Council members ; so was Mrs. Coleman du 
Pont of Wilmington, Delaware. Miss Jean Greer, 
daughter of Bishop Greer, was one of the members. 
Mrs. Winston Churchill of Vermont was also in the 
Council. The Pacific Coast was represented by 
prominent women, one of whom was Miss E. B. 
Scripps, the philanthropist, of La,jolla, California. 
The Southwest had Mrs. John M. Hanna of Dallas, 
Texas, as one of the members. From active women's 
work in the Southern Methodist Church came Miss 
Belle Bennett of Kentucky. Other members of the 
Council were Mrs. Arthur Curtiss James, Mrs. Ed-
ward Stotesbury of Philadelphia, Mrs. Emily Mc-

Dougald of Atlanta, and Mrs. Harry Emerson Fos-
dick. These were only a few of the hundred and 
fifty actively interested women who made the War 
Work Council the potent factor in a social service 
which was so~ successfully demonstrated in the United 
States and Europe. 

The close co-operation of the War Work Council 
with the Governn~ient's ~,vishes is shown indirectly by 
the presence among its members of the wives of men 
who stand high in Government service. Mrs. New 
ton Baker was the wife of the Secretary of War ; 
Mrs. Robert Lansing was the wife of the Secretary 
of State ; Mrs. Josephus Daniels' husband was the 
Secretary of the Navy ; Mrs. Robert Dickinson's hus-
band was with General Gorgas on the Surgeon~Gen-
eral's staff of the United States Government ; Mrs. 
Robert Bacon, wife of the former Ambassador to 
France and the former Secretary of State, collected 
$55,000 for the Hostess House at Yaphank, Lona 
Island. Mrs. Leonard Wood's presence linked the 
Council closely with the Army. Mrs. C. J. Fieber~ 
ger, wife of the Commandant at West Point, be-
longed to the Council. Every state had its Council 
members and every state shared in the benefits of the 
Council's work. 

Among the first immediate needs was a place at 
army camps where women relatives could meet their 
soldier boys. Imagine, if you can, a city of fifty 
tho~isand soldiers and not one woman. In all that 
city there was not a room in which to receive a 
woman. There was not a chair in which she had a 
right to sit. Though that city of fifty thousand or 
sixty thousand soldiers was built for men. and not for 
women, yet ~romen came there. Wistful women trav-
eled miles and miles to see their sons. Eager little 
wrar brides came for the sake of five minutes with their 
husbands. Mothers came bringing the children to see 
their fathers. They could not be convinced that they 
had' no right there. 

Many of the thousands and thousands of soldiers 
gathered for training in the great cantonments were 
mere boys. Each man had come from a familiar 
small family group into the strangeness of a huge mili-
tary camp. Never before in the history of our coun~ 
try had so much hidden homesickness, loneliness and 
heart-tearing misery been gathered together as in the 
training camps. It was to lessen this unavoidable un-
happiness that the women of the War Work Coun-
cil of the National Board of the Young Women's 
Christian Associations endeavored to place in every 
mobilization camp, every cantonment and every other 
training ground a "Hostess House," where hospitality 
could be extended to soldiers and their friends. These 
houses stood for cheeriness and comradeship, for 
kindliness and warmth. The Hostess Houses were 
the hospices of the army. 
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The construction of the Hostess Houses was simi-
lar a bungalow type, with long sloping green or 
gray roof, and the house cream colored with green 
trimmings. The largest house at Atlanta had a full 
acre of roof. All the houses had a wide entrance 
hall, rest room, office, kitchen, cafeteria ~ and big 
lounge, reception or living room on the first floor. A 
ten-foot veranda went around three sides. Upstairs 
there were emergency rooms furnished with cots. 

The Hostess House ~n~as perhaps the most pic-
turesque war work done by the Young Women's 
Christian Association and because of its popularity 
the best known. But the war activities of the Asso-
ciation, at the request of the Government, were ex-
tended in every direction where the special needs of 
girls and women affected by the war were felt. 

Among well known women who formed the com-
mittees directing these various welfare enterprises 
were Mrs. Dave Hennen Morris, granddaughter of 
Commodore Vanderbilt ; Mrs. Jahn D. Rockefeller, 
Jr., Mrs. Robert E. Speer, wife of the Foreign Sec-
retary of the Presbyterian Church Mission Board ; 
Mrs. John R. Mott, wife of the General Secretary of 
the International Young Men's Christian Association ; 
Miss Mary McDowell, "Angel of the Stockyards," 
of Chicago, chairman of the Woman's Trade Union 
League. 

The war activities included 

IN THE UNITED STATES 

Club and recreation work for girls, including a Pa-
triotic League, numbering four hundred thousand (for 
both white and colored) . 

Emergnecy housing for employed girls and women. 
Hostess Houses in army and navy camps for wom-

en relatives ar~d friends of the men (both white and 
colored) . 

Work in colored communities affected by the war. 
Colored college women and trained social workers 
were employe~d~. 

A bureau for foreign born women, providing trans-
lations in eighteen languages of needed bulletins, in-
terpreters in army camps, training Polish women for 
reconstruction work in Poland, and maintainig a home 
ser~~ice for non--English speaking women. 

Pt•oviding and financing social leaders for women 
under the direction of the War Department Commis-
sion on Training Camp Activities. 

Room Registries and War Service Centres in 
cities employing girls in war industries. 

Bureau of Social Morality which co-operated with 
the War Department in furnishing a group of women 
physician lecturers on social standards in war time, 
and also issued literature. 

Publication of a War Work Bulletin and other 
educational literature. 

A bureau of Volunteer Workers. 

IN EUROPE 

Provided social workers, recreation leaders, physi-

cal directors and cafeteria managers for 
American women in France among whom were 

nurses, signal corps women and other English speak-

ing women employed by the American Army ; 
French women working in munitions factories, 

stores, offices and French War Offices ; 
In Russia provided leaders for club and cafeteria 

and: educatioal work in various centers for Russian 
women. 

In Italy established Hostess House and club for 
Red Cross workers and Tuberculosis Committee, 
hostel for students, club room for American War 
Workers. 

In France three lines of work were decided upon, 
after consultation with authorities o~f the American 
and French governments and armies and with French 
women of experience. These were 

Foyers for French women munitions workers; hos-
tess houses at important cities in the "Somewhere" of 
France ; clubs for nurses at hospital points ; billeting 
of women of the American Signal Corps. 

It was the work with the French women in the 
munitions factories, at the request of the French gov-
ernment, which was the most unusual feature of the 
Young Women's Christian Association's undertak-
ings overseas improving their environment and pro 
viding rest rooms and recreation. 

By July, 1918, the Young Women's Christian 
Association had been in war one year. The need of 
welfare work among girls and. women engaged in war 
industries and otherwise affected by the world war 
had grown with the exigencies of war times, and the 
Young Women's Christian Association faced a call 
to duty beyond its financial resources. 

Realizing that the winning of the war depended 
upon the morale of the men in the army and navy, 
and feeling that morale depended largely upon social 
and ~~elfare work among them, the Government auth-
orized the money "drive " of seven welfare organiza-
tions American Library Association, Knights of 
Columbus, Je~,vish Welfare, Salvation Army, Young 
Men's Christian Association, Young Women's Chris-
tian Association, War Camp Community Service 
the Y. W. C. A. being the only woman's organiza-
tion. 

The signing of the armistice, November 1 1, 1918, 
the very day the drive for war funds was to start, in 
no degree lessened the immediate need for funds and 
welfare work. Army officers declared that under de-
mobilization there was even greater need of strength-
ening the morale of men and women suddenly released 
from the strain of active warfare. 

In many places Hostess Houses became busier than 
before, crowded with discharged men. War brides 
became an increasing problem in France, as their 
American soldier husbands were being returned on 
army transports, which could not carry the brides. 

The Young Women's Christian Association as-
sumed the chaperonage of these several thousand 
girls, directing their care until they could be trans-
ported and accompanying them on the trip to Amer-
ica. Here they were received at Hostess Houses in 
New York and cared far until joined by their hus~ 
bands or the husbands' families. Besides the Hostess 
Houses, large homes in New York City were taken 
over temporarily for the housing _ of American soldiers 
and their French brides. 
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Sudden cessation of war threw thousands of girls 
and women out of work almost without warning, and 
here again the peace time problem of the Young 
Women's Christian Association was almost greater 
and more difficult than under the abnormally pros-
perous conditions of war. 

A program for reconstruction work was undertaken 
almost with the first flash of news that the armistice 
had been signed. With the disturbance of industrial 
conditions, a social unrest and moral relaxation that 
were inevitable results of the war, the Young Wom-
en's Christian Association reached for principles that 
would steady girls and women in the post-war crisis. 
Plans were made to build into the regular work of the 
Young Women's Christian Association much of the 
extraordinary activities of war times, with special at-
tention to housing conditions and other social and wel-
fare surroundings of girl and women workers that 
might enable them the better to meet their full respon-
sibility as women and citizens of a free world. 

Y. W. C. A. WAR WORK IN DALLAS 
COUNTY 

Wherever there were local associations of the 
Y. W. C. A. with a need for special war work in 
the community, a local War Work Council was or-
ganized to direct war work activities. 

In Dallas County, Texas, the army camps at Love 
Field, Camp Dick, at the State Fair Grounds, and 
Repair Depot, near Love Field, with "lads in kha-
ki" thronging the streets of the city of Dallas, brought 

the signs of vTar close to the people of the commu-
nity. 

~irls from smaller towns and the country flocked 
to the city seeking employment in war industries until 

the girl population was quickly doubled. 

That the soldier boys and war-time girls needed 
a place for recreation and social gatherings soon be-
came evident. Under the auspices of the National 
War Work Council of the Y. W. C. A. a local 
War Work Council was organized, with Mrs. John 
W. Everman, of Dallas, as chairman. With the co-

operation of the Dallas Y. W. C. A. a Recreation 
Center was opened August 2 5 , 1918, at 15 21 Com-
merce Street, with Mrs. William Bacon of Dallas 
chairman. Two trained recreation leaders were sent 
to Dallas by the National War Work Council to di-
rect the Center. 

As elsewhere all over the United States where Re-
creation Centers were established, there were infor-
mal parties, recreatio:lal games, music and various so-

cial gatherings for men in the training camps. Writ-
ing material and reading matter were provided and 
everything done that could be done to back the 
courage and keep up the spirit of boys ready to fight 
and girls willing to work that "the world might be 
made safe for democracy." 

After January 1, 1920, the Recreation Center 
passed from under the direction of the War Work. 
Council and its activities continued: by the Dallas 
Y. W. C. A. in a program of peace and reconstruc-

tion. 

Isar Camp Community Service 
The War Camp Community Service is an organ-

ization of men and women in near-camp communi-
ties all over the United States, acting under a Na-
tional Organizatoin with headquarters at 1 Madison 
Ave., New York City. 

The officers and organizers of the National War 
Camp Community Service were Joseph Lee, presi-
dent ; H. S. Braucher, secretary, and Gustavus T. 
Kirby, treasurer. 

Close relationships were maintanied by the War 
Camp Community Service and various national and 
local organizations in the work, including clubs, the-
aters, churches and municipal departments. These 
relationships were maintained in order that a close 
harmony might exist in the efforts of the various or-
ganizations to provide amusement and entertainment 
for the Sailors, Soldiers and Marines. 

Some of the activities of the War Camp Commu-
nity Service were as follows 

Agitation for reasonable jitney fare between cities 
and camps; 

Providing comfort stations and drinking fountains, 
auditoriums, stadiums and swimming pools ; 

Securing a fair deal for men in uniform; 
Providing living accomodations for relations and 

friends of men in service and for men in the service ; 
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Helping to provide adequate eating places. Serv-
ing as center for the distribution of refreshments ; 

Arranging for ~ church, fraternal order and home 
hospitality ; 

Arranging for special forms of entertainment, such 
~~s private and street dances, music and community 
sings, Liberty choruses, dramatics, pageants and holi-
day celebrations, and athletics. Automobile rides for 
convalescent soldiers ; 

Entertainment inside the camps through games, 
reading matter, music, etc. 

From the time of the establishment of the War 
Camp Community Service to December 1 , 1919, 
S. B. Murray, A. F. Spencer and John E. Mitchell 
served as executive secretaries of the Dallas or~aniza-
tion. Follo~,~ving is a list of the executive committee 
of the Dallas War Camp Community Service 

A. C. Ebie, chairman; Mrs. J. C. Muse, vice-
chairman ; Rev. J. B. Gonzales, treasurer ; Rev. S.

The following statement by Secretary Mitchell 
gives a resume of the work performed by the local 
camp 

"Dallas has been one of the centers of the activity 
for War Camp Community Service and her people 
have displayed the highest ideals of Americanism, the 
truest spirit of democracy and the finest sense of pa-
triotism in her midst. The cordiality with which our 
citizens received the soldiers and sailors, the liberal 
manner in which they gave their services for their en-
tertainment, and the hospitality with which they 
opened their homes to these boys away from their 
homes was a credit to Dallas. Every soldier and 
sailor who has come here has gone away with a good 
word and a kind heart for Dallas and her people. 

"Under the auspices of the War Camp Commu-
nity Service, clubs, dormitories and information booths 
have been maintained for, and amusement and enter-
tainment facilities afforded to, the men in uniform 
from Camp Dick, Love Field, Aviation Repair De-
pot and other military centers for the sailors who have 
been discharged here, and for thousands of our own 
young men after they have been discharged from 
service. 

"Among the local activities of War Camp Com-
munity Service have been community sings, dances, 
welcome home celebrations, concerts, musicales, dra-
matics, lectures, open house receptions, afternoon teas 
and other social functions. The Community Club on 
Akard and Pacific, conducted by the War Camp 
Community Service has been a center of social and 
recreational activities since it was opened in May of 
this year, 1919, and prior to that time, and during the 
period of the war, the recreational canteen at the old 
Khaki Club on Harwood Street afforded almost 
nightly pleasures to the men in khaki. 

"It would be difficult to overestimate the stimulat-
ing effect exerted by the War Camp Community 
Service throughout America on the morals and fight-
ing efficiency of the American soldier and sailors, and 
the scope of its usefulness in assisting the returned 
men to sec;~re employment and in helping them to ad-
just themselves to civil conditions." 

A letter addressed to the Dallas Camp by ,Joseph 
Lee, President of the War Camp Community Serv-
ice, follows: 

"Let me extend through you to the men and wom-

en whose labors have made the shining record of War 
Camp Community Service in Dallas my thanks fo-r 
their whole-hearted co-operation. What that has 
meant to our men in uniform only the men themselves 
know. 

"The memory of the kindnEss at their hands will 
be treasured long in the hearts of those who received 
them. The lessons we have learned from working to-

gether in War Camp Community Service must not 
be lost, and it is my hope and belief that those who 
felt the inspiration and pleasure of working together 
for the men in uniform will wish to continue that 
work, but in a wider field. " 

In a letter addressed to the National Organization, 
Secretary of War Baker said 

"In behalf of the men of the American army and 
in my own behalf, I wish to put on record our appre-
ciation of the splendid service rendered by your or-
ganization during the war. The measures inaug-
urated through the War Camp Community Service 
for soldiers' welfare in the zones beyond military 
control accomplished good in ways that no other 
agency could have used and in a measure that added 
greatly to the spirit and contentment of the wearers 
of the uniform and so to the efficiency of our fighting 
forces. I trust that out of .your work during that 
war will come some plan whereby your facilities and 
desirable social associations may still be enjoyed bj• 
soldiers visiting communities near which the units of 
the regular establishment take up their peace time rou-
tine. Never again should we permit the feeling to 
develop among the wearers of the uniform, as I think 
it did exist in a measure before that war, that their 
fellow men have forgotten them or that they are men 
apart. " 

A letter of commendation of War Camp Commu-
nity Service work from Secretary Daniels was also 
received by the National Organization. "I wish t® 
express the deep appreciation of the navy for all the 
good things which the War Camp Community Serv~ 
ice has done during the war. Your organization has 
been efficient, conducted along lines directly helpful 
to the men of the navy, and has been a very great in-
fluence in maintaining the morals of the Navy. 
Throughout the country, wherever the men went, they 
always found War Community Service doors open to 
them and felt their beneficent influence. I am anxious 
that your work continue through times of peace, for 
the Navy is ever-preparing to meet the country's call 
for defense." 
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American Library 1~ssociation 
The American Library Association was organied 

in 1876 to promote the interests of libraries and im~ 
prove library conditions in America. At the request 
of the Training Camp Activities Commission in 191 7 
it assumed the care for all reading matter in camps 
and naval and military stations. The work was or-
ganized as the Library War Service, with Dr. Her 
Bert Putnam, Librarian of the Library of Congress, 
as General Director. More than 2 5 0 trained libra~ 
rians were in the camps in September, 1918. Up 
to August 1, 1918, there had been spent $1,014,-
076.61. Over 3,000,000 books had been distrib-
uted, 828,000 books had been shipped overseas, 2,--
662, 5 5 0 books, largely technical, had been pur-
chased. The most popular books were fiction for re~ 
creational reading. Technical books, military and 
naval books were most requested and most largely 
supplied. 

The American Library Association maintained a 
Library War Service at Camp Dick and Love Field 
and Aviation Repair Depot. Betsy C. Wiley, was 
appointed supervisor of Camps and Stations in the 
vicinity of Dallas. Mrs. Eric Lindhart was the 
American Library Association's organier o~f the Amer-
ican Library War Service. 

Immediately after the drive for books and perio~dY-
cals for soldiers in 191 7, the Dallas Public Library 

collected volumes and distributed them under the di~ 
rection of the American Library Association Head-
quarters at Washington. Much of the donated ma-

terial was sent in from nearby towns to the Dallas 
Public Library for distribution, notably Wills Point, 
Grand Saline, Terrell and Edgewood. Before camps 
were locaetd in Dallas about 1,000 volumes were 
sent to Camp MacArthur, Waco, and Camp Bowie, 
Fort Worth. 

As soon as Camp Dick was opened in Dallas the 
Association appointed the Librarian of the Dallas 
Public Library supervisor of the work at the Camp. 

Technical books and periodicals as well as gen~ 

eral professional reading were sent to the local camps 
on requisition as rapidly as they could be bought 
from the publishers. Between March and ,June, 
1918, the American Library Association service was 
put in operation at the three camps, Love Field, Camp 
Dick and Aviation Repair Depot, and the distribut-
ing points were arranged for at the "Y" buildings, 
Knights of Columbus building, Officers' Club, Khaki 
Club, etc. The Dallas War Camp Community Serv-
ice later used a supply o~f books from the American 
Library Association in vocational education in the 
club provided for the enlisted man and the discharged 
soldier. 
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The National Catholic Isar Council 

The first step toward a National Catholic War 

Council was taken in April, 1917, at the annual 

meeting of the Archbishops of the United States at 

the Catholic University of America, Washington, 

when the loyalty of the clergy and worshippers of that 

faith was pledged to the American Oo ~ ernment in the 
following letter from the Archbishops to President 
Wilson, presented to the latter by Cardinal Gibbons 
of Baltimore 

"Standing firmly upon our solid Catholic tradition 
and history from the very foundation of this Nation, 
we reaffirm in this hour of stress and trial our most 
sacred and sincere loyalty and patriotism toward oa.~r 

country, our government and our flag. Moved to the 
very depths of our hearts by the s~irring appeal of the 
President of the United States and by the action of 
our National Congress, we accept whole-heartedly 
and unreservedly the decree of that legislative author-
ity proclaiming this country to be in a state of war. 
We have prayed that we might be spared the dire 
necessity of entering the conflict. But now that war 
has been declared, we bow in obedience to the sum-
mons to boar our part in it, with fidelity, vYith courage 
and with the spirit of sacrifice, which as loyal citizens 
we are bound to manifest for the defense o~f the most 
sacred rights and the welfare of the whole Nation. 
Acknowledging gladly the gratitude that we have al-
ways felt for the protection of our spiritual liberty and 
the freedom of our Catholic institutions under the flag, 
we pledge our devotion and our strength in the main-
tenance of our country's glorious leadership in those 
possessions and principles which have been America's 
proudest boast. Inspired neither by hate nor fear, but 
by the holiest sentiments of truest patriotic fervor and 
zeal, we stand ready, we and all the flock committed 
to~ our keeping, to co-operate in every way possible 
with our President and our National Government, to 
the end that the great and holy cause of liberty may 
triumph, and that our beloved country may emerge 
from this hour of test stronger and nobler than ever. 
Our people now, as ever, will rise as one man to serve 
the Nation. 

"G~ur priests and consecrated women will once 
again, as in every former trial of our country, win by 
their bravery, their heroism and their service, new ad-
miration and approval. We are all true Americans, 
ready, as our age, our ability and our condition per-
mit, to do whatever is in us to do for the preservation, 
the progress and the triumph of our beloved country. 

May Ood direct and guide our President and our 
government that out of this trying crisis in our na-
tional life may at length come a closer union among 
all the citizens of America, and that an enduring and 
blessed peace may crown the sacrifices which war in-
evitably entails." 

Cardinals gibbons of Baltimore, Farley of New 
York and O'Connell of Boston summoned a conven-
tion, which met at the university August 1 1-12, 
191 7, and pledged the power and resources of their 
church. A united central body was agreed on, and 
in November, 1917, the fourteen American Arch-
bishops organized themselves into the National Cath-
olic War Council, with an administrative committee 
of four Bishops: P. J. Muldoon, Rockford, I11. ; J. 
B. Schrambs, Toledo, O. ; P. J. Hayes, New York, 
and W. T. Russell, Charleston, S. C. The first 
meeting was held at the university January 16, 1918. 
An executive committee was appointed consisting of 
the four Bishops named, six members of the Knights 
of Columbus ~~Iar Council and six members~at-large, 
Monsignor H. T. Drumgoole, Monsignor M. J. 
Splaine, Monsignor Edward A. Kelly, the Rev. Jahn 
J. Burke, John O. Agar, Daniel J. Callahan, W. J. 
Mulligan, C. I. Denechaud, J. A. Flaherty, W. J. 
McGinley, J. J. i~cOraw and J. C. Pelletier. The 
following prominent Catholic citizens were appointed 
by the .Archbishops as members of the Advisory Fi-
nance Committee : Baltimore, James R. Wheeler ; 
Boston, Jaynes J. Phelan ; Chicago, John V. T. Mur~ 
nhy ; Cincinnatti, Charles Williams ; Dubuque, J. J. 
Meyers; Milwaukee, Frank ~. Smith; New Mexico, 
O. N. Marron ; New Orleans, Charles Theard ; New 
York, Adrian Iselin, Jr. ; Philadelphia, I. J. Dohan ; 
Portland, T. E. Sullivan ; San Francisco, Edward J. 
Tobin ; St. Louis, Festus J. Wade ; St. Paul, William 
P. Denny. 

The Committee on Special War Activities : Chaim 
man, the Rev. John J. Burke, C. S. P. editor of the 
Catholic World ; Executive Secretary, Walter ~. 
Hooke of New York directs the work of the standing 
committees. These committees are Finance, Wom~ 
en's Activities, Men's Activities, Chaplains' Aid and 
Literature, Catholic Interests, Reconstruction and 
After~War Activities, Historical Records of Catholic 
War Activities. The committees Dave offices at 930-

The Chaplains' Aid Association established a 
branch office at 110. 6fl5 Fifth Avenue, IOTew York, 
with auxiliary chapters all over the country. 
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Knights of ~'olumbus 
The Knights of Columbus is a Catholic fraternal 

organization with 420,000 members in the United 
States, Canada and Mexico. Its buildings here and 
abroad are open at all times to all soldiers. and all sail-
ors regardless of race, color or creed. Its motto is 
"Everybody Welcome and Everything Free." In 
September, 1918, about 1,000 men and women 
were actively engaged in war work. There were 5 02 
secretaries in training camps and cantonments in the 
United States and. 330 workers in France and Italy. 
At that date 5 24 buildings were completed in 100 
camps and cantonments in the United States. In 
Europe 45 buildings and a special motor service for 
American soldiers were maintained. The principal 
aim was to provide social, recreational and educa-
tional facilities and to assist the spiritual welfare of 
those who desired it. It provided soldiers in the ac-
tual fighting with tobacco, chocolate, soap and other 
articles not furnished by the Government. No charge 
was made. Up to September, l 9 l 8, $1 1, 249, 5 29 
had been collected. Six principal officers of this or~ 

ganization with six other prominent members of the 
Catholic Church sit as Executive Committee for the 
National Catholic War Council, which consists of 14 
Catholic Archbishops, representing 100 dioceses, each 
of which has its own local war council under its own 
bishop. 

Following is a summary of the participation of the 
Dallas Council No. 799, Knights of Columbus, in 
the war : The Council collected and sent to National 
Council, funds for distribution among the troops, 
$ l 7,000 ; the Council had in service 294 members, 
two of which made the supreme sacrifice for their 
country. 

The officers of the local Council were George T. 
Burgess, Grand Knight ; P. f . Sheehan, Deputy 
Grand Knight ; E. f . Dovoren, Chancellor ; JoL Mi~ 
pert, Warden ; E. f . RL~st, Secretary. 

The National Council bought and equipped a 
building at Love Field, at ti~hich were stationed two 

secretaries. 

Legion Offered $x,000,000 Gift 

The board of directors of the K_nighfs of Colum~ 
bus on October 3 voted to offer the American Le~ 
pion $5,000,000 for the purpose of ~e=ecting a me-
morial building in Washington. 

The building, ~-vhich would be in memory of the 
Americans who died in the war, would contain an 
auditorium seating 20,000 with quarters for the Vet-
erans of Foreign Wars, the G. A. R., the Spanish 
War Veterans, and similar societies. Ownership of 
the structure would be vested in the American Le-
gion and it would be governed by a board of direc~ 

tors. Of the fund offered, $ i ,000,000 would be 
used as an endowment for upkeep of the building. 

The $5,000,000 represents the balance of the 
$40,000,000 collected by the Knights of Columbus 
for war purposes and will not be taken from the fund 
with which the organization plans to continue its 
national work. 

A committee has arranged to meet Colonel GaI~ 
braith, head of the Legion, in New York within a 
few days to make the proposition to him, but he has 
not yet been informed of the proposed gift. 
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The Salvation ~lymy 
The Salvation Army was founded July 5, 1865, 

as a Christian Mission in East London by the Rev 
erend William Booth, and its first Headquarters 
opened in Whitechapel Road, London. Three years 
later work was begun in Scotland. 

The 18 7 7 the name of the Christian Mission was 
altered to the Salvation Army, and the Reverend 
William Booth assumed the title o~f General. 

December 29, 189 7, the first number of the offi-
cial organ, "The War Cry," was issued and the first 
brass band formed at Consett. 

In 1880 the first Training School was opened at 
Hackney, London, anal the first contingent of the 
Salvation Army officers landed in the United States. 
The next year the Salvation Army entered Australia, 
and was extended to~ France. 1882 saw Switzer-
land, Sweden, India and Canada receiving their first 
contingent of Salvation Army officers. A London 
Orphan Asylum was acquired and converted into 
Congress Hall, which, with its large auditorium, with 
a seating capacity of 5,000, still remains the Mam-
moth International Training School for Salvation 
Army officers, for missionary and home fields, all over 
the world. The first Prison-Gate Home was opened 
in London in thls same year. 

The Army commenced in South Africa, l~Tew 
Zealand and Iceland in 1883. In 1886 work was 
begun in Germany and the late General visited 
France, the United States and Canada. The first 
International Congress was held in London in that 
year. 

The British slum work was inaugurated in 188 7, 
and officers sent to Italy, Holland, Denmark, Zulu 
land, and among the Kaffirs and Hottentots. The 
next year the .Army extended to Norway, Argentine 
Republic, Finland and Belgium, and the next ten 
years saw work extended in succession to Uruguay, 
West Indies, Java, ,japan, British Guiana, Panama 
and Korea, and work commenced among the lepers. 

The growing confidence of the great of the. earth 
was manifested by the honors that were conferred 
upon General Booth from time to time. In 1898 he 
opened the American Senate with prayer. In 1904 
King Edward received him at Buckingham Palace, 
the freedom of the City of London and the City of 
Kirkcaldy were conferred upon him, as well as the 
degree of D. C. L. by Oxford, during 1905. The 
Kings of Denmark, Norway, the Queen of Sweden, 
and the Emperor of Japan were among those who re-

ceived him in private audience. 

On August 20, 1912, General William Booth 
laid down his sword. 

He lay in state in Congress Hall, London, where 
the number of visitors who looked upon his remains 
ran into the hundreds of thousands. 

His son, William Bramwell Booth, the Chief of 
Staff, by the oppointment of the late general, suc-
ceeded to the office and came to the position with a 
wealth of affection and confidence on the part of the 
people of the nations such as few men know.

The Salvation Army came through the war not 
only without adverse criticism, but with the universa'~ 
commendation and esteem of the Army from general 
Pershing to the lowest private. 

To the great majority of the people this came as 
a distinct surprise. As the editor of the doughboy's 
newspaper, "Stars and Stripes," wrote : "We 
thought of them only as a little group of people hold-
ing services on the street corners, beating a drum, but 
now we know them better. To those, however, who 
knew them the results which followed their entry 
into the War Welfare Work were anticipated. It 
was only a matter of rendering efficient, practical 
service where it was needed the most, the same good 
judgment and tact used in dealing with the down and` 

outs, the poor and needy of the cities, won out when 
applied to the problem of helping to~ keep up the 
morale of our boys in the service." 

And there was another reason for this success. 
They knew beforehand the needs of the Army, for, 
strange to say, they had been working amongst sol-~ 
diers, especially those of the British and continental 
Armies, for thirty years or more. One of their many 
ramimfications of work was the Naval and Military 
League, which had its members and club houses in 
the principal seaports and garrison cities of the world. 
The first Recreational Huts and tents opened with 
any army were operated by the Salvation Army in the 
Boer War at Cape Town, Durban and New Lon-
don, in South Africa, and their officers were at the 
sieges of Kimberly and Ladysmith. With our Amer 
ican soldiers the first Recreational Hall was opened 
by a Salvation Army Officer, Major John Milsaps, 
in Manilla, after general Merritt landed his army of 
occupation in the Philippines. Therefore it is not, 
after all, surprising to find that, within three months 
after the first British army landed in France to help 
drive back the Hun, the first Hut ever erected for 
the benefit of all the Allied troops was put up and 
opened by the Salvation Army in the monster British 
training camp at Havre, France. The work grew 
until 196 Huts were in operation in the camps, 300 
rest rooms in cities, 48 motor ambulances manned by 
Salvationists carried 10, 000 wounded men from the 
battlefields and fronts, while 38 of their officers were 
commissioned Chaplains with troops. 

When the United States declared war the Salva-
tionists here had ample experience to guide them in 
their operation. Their entire resources in men and 
material were offered to the President, and at once 
the necessary preliminary steps were taken to back up 
this offer. Appeals were ma:d'e first to all to the offi-
cers and soldiers of the organization for financial help 
and it was from the meager means of the humble Sal-
vationists throughout the country that the first War 
Fund was raised to commence the work. 

The needs of the soldiers in the home cantonments 
were naturally the first consideration. Suitable loca-
tions adjacent to the camps were secured. In almost 
every instance they were situated in the midst of shows 
and concessions, where the men congregated. The 
first Soldiers' Hut in the West and the second in 
the United States was secured, fitted up and opened 
by Lieut. Col. George Wood at Camp Logan, Hous-
ton. Texas had the honor of leading the entire west 
ern territory. 

Colonel Wood, who has been an officer in the or~ 
ganization for many years, has charge of all Salvation 
Army operations in the Southwestern Division, which 
comprises Texas, Oklahoma, Louisiana (west of the 
Mississippi) and Southwest Arkansas, and has per-
sonally directed all war activities, including the rais-
ing of their War Fund', in this command. He was 
naturally interested in the men in khaki because his 
only son, Fred C. Wood, who had been his Secre-
tary and assistant at the Headquarters in Dallas, an-
swered the call of the President and enlisted as a pri-
vate in the 142nd Ambulance Company, 1 1 1 th San 
itary Train, of the fighting 36th Division. 
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Adjutant W. E. Hickman, formerly of ~aines~ 
ville, Texas, who with his wife had been in charge 
of the Tulsa, Okla., Corps for nearly ten years, was 
placed in charge of the first Hut and did big work. 
The second Hut in Texas was built and opened at 
Camp Bowie, Fort Worth, with Adjutant and Mrs. 
H. ~. James of Fort Worth in charge. The third, 
Hut was built and opened at Camp Travis and Fort 
Sam Houston in San Antonio. Adjutant Hickman 
was brought over from Camp Logan Hut to look 
after this place, he in turn being succeeded by Adju~ 
tant H. ~. Robb of Wichita Falls. The fourth Hut 
was located at Camp MacArthur, at Waco. A large 
Social Hall was opened in Dallas for service men. 
This was well patronized, while in San Antonio the 
Red Shield Hostel, a Community Service House for 
soldiers did a big work. 

These Huts were all Large structures, 60 and 70 
feet wide with a depth 1 10 to 126 feet. O'n the 
ground floor were the large social halls supplied with 
writing desks, tables, library, magazines, games, Vic 
trola and piano, the canteen (where meals were 
served at cost) , and the auditorium, where religious 
services and entertainments were held. Surrounding 
the ground floor was a wide porch furnished with rock 
ers and porch swings. Upstairs were the quarters for 
the managers and their assistants ; also a number of 
well furnished bed rooms for the accommodation of 
soldiers' mothers wives, sweethearts and relatives 
when visiting the camp. 

Similar Huts were opened in all the large canton 
ments in the country, while reading and rest rooms 
and Soldiers' Hostels were maintained in the large 
cities. 

Five Salvation Army officers were officially ap~ 
pointed Chaplains with the troops, one of them ris-
ing to the rank of Major for efficient service. 
Twenty-four ambulances were bought and presented 
to the War Department. 

While all this was going on in the United States a 
great deal more was being done overseas, since the 
need was greater there. No sooner had general Per 
shin g landed in France than Lieut. Col. Barker, a 
prominent officer on the National Staff of the Salva-
tion Army, was dispatched to France by Commander 
Booth to see what could be done. He immediately 

interviewed the Commanding general, who received 
him most cordially and assured him that he would 
welcome the help of the Salvationists and promised 
them every assistance. Some time later general Per-
shing of his own volition cabled Miss Booth 

"The Salvation Army is doing splendid work with 
American Army in France, and is much appreciated 
by our men." 

Those sent over were picked men and women, first 
because of the scarcity of money, and, secondly, be-
cause it was felt imperative that the demands made 
upon the workers would be so heavy and arduous 
that only those specially fitted and trained should be 
sent. Thousands of applications were received, but 
this rule was adhered to so that although there were 
less than 400 workers with the A. E. F, they did 
such splendid work, on duty almost constantly with 
out any let-up, that they were known and loved all 
along the American front. They confined their ac-
tivities to the front, believing that other and' larger 
organizations could well look after the training areas 
and rest camps. 

Among the first to go over were Ensign and Mrs. 
Floyd Burdick, better known as "Pa" and "Ma" 
Burdick. They have commanded the Salvation 
Army Corps in Houston, San Antonio and Fort 
`jClorth, and so are well known throughout Texas. 
They made a reputation for the Lsnc Star State. 
"Ma" did not start the doughnut line, although she 
made hundreds of thousands of them, but she did 
start the "flapjack," "shrapnel cake" and "patching 
and mending line." "Ma" is the only Salvation 
Army Hut worker to be awarded the Croix de 
guerre by the French government. Cecil Burdick, 
a worthy daughter of "Pa" and "Ma," and Captain 
Jessica Winters, both of Houston, and Envoy Mrs. 
Strawn, of San Antonio, also went overseas. Cap-
tain and Mrs. Holbrook, Captain and Signa Saun~ 
dens and Envoy Schwartz were all trained at the 
Camp Logan Hut before going with the A. E. F. 

Texas also raised' $220,000 for the Salvation 
Army's own fund apart from the millions raised in 
the United War Work Drive. It is, therefore, patent 
to all that the Salvation Army of Texas did its full 
part in helping Uncle Sam with the great World 
War.

and is believed to be correct. 

FIRST DIVISION. 

The 1st Division, composed o f veteran units o f 
our Regular Army, was the first American organ 
ization to go overseas after the United States en~ 

tered the ~var. This division was organized in the 
early spring o f 191 7 and landed in France early 
in the summer o f the same year. It was commanded 
by Brig. Gen. Frank Parker. 

The 1st Division moved into the zone o f activity 
in the fall o f 191 7 and went into action in the fro~~t 
line trenches the morning of October 23rd. It was 
on this day that the first shot from an American 
gun in the World War was fired by Battery B, 
6th Field Artillery. The first American casualties 
in the war were suffered by the 1st Division when 
the three enlisted men, Corporal Gresham and Pri-
vates Enright and Hay, were killed during a french 
raid carried out by the Germans the night of No-
vember 2nd. 

The 1st Division was engaged in practically every 
major offensive of the war and suffered the second 
highest casualties o f any division of the expeditionary 
forces. The division was engaged at Cantigny, Sois~ 
sons, St. Mihiel and Argonne Forest, and after the 
signing o f the armistice went into Germany as a part 
o f the Army of Occupation. 

The division was composed of the following units 
16th, 18th, 26th and 28th Infantry Regiments; 5th, 
6th and 7th Regiments o f Field Artillery ; 1st, 2nd 
and 3rd Machine Gun Battalions ; 1st Engineers ; 
i st Trench Mortar Battery ; 2nd Field Signal Bat-
talion, and other auxiliary units. 

SECOND DIVISION. 

The 2nd Division, like other divisions o f the 
Regular Army, was recruited from all sections of 
the country, and was composed largely o f veteran 
troops of the regular establishment. The division 
was organized in France in the summer o f 191 7 
and includes the famous 4th Infantry Brigade, com-
posed o f the 5th and 6th Marines. 

The 2nd Division was at the Marne when the 
b►ig counter offensive of July, 19 i 8, was launched, 
and the division participated in practically all the 
big engagements o f the war. The division was at 
Belleau Wood, Chateau-Thierry, St. Mihiel, the 
Argonne Woods and went into Germany with the 

Army of Occupation. It was commanded by Maj. 
Gen. ,john A. Lejeune. 

The elements composing the 2nd Division were 
as follows : 9th and 2 3rd Infantry Regiments ; 5th 
and 6th Marines ; l 2th, 13th and 1 7th Field Artil-
lery Regiments ; 6th Machine Gun Battalion ; 2nd 
Engineers ; 1st Field Signal Battalion, and other 
auxiliary units. 

THIRD (MARNE) DIVISION. 

The 3rd Division, familiarly known among the 
A. E. F. as the Marne Division, is a Regular Army 
outfit and will go down in history as one o f the 
famous organizations of the American Army. This 
division was engaged at Chateau-Thierry, ,jaul~ 
Bonne, St. Mihiel and Meuse-Argonne offensives, 
and went into Germany with the Army o f Occu-~ 
pation. It was commanded by Brig. Gen. Preston 
Brown. 

Organizations composing the 3rd Division were 
the 4th, 7th, 30th and 38th Infantry Regiments ; 
10th, 18th and 76th Field Artillery Regiments ; 
7th, 8th and 9th Machine Gun Battalions ; 6th 
Engineers ; 3rd Trench Mortar Battery, and 5th 
Field Signal Battalion, and auxiliary units. The 
divisional insignia three white stripes on a field 
of blue ;ndicates the three major operations in 
which the division participated. 

FOURTH (IVY) DIVISION. 

The 4th Division, like other Regular Army or-
ganizations, was from the country at large. It was 
commanded by Maj. Gen. Mark L. Hersey. The 
division went overseas early in the spring o f 1918, 
following the period o f training in the east, and par-
ticipated in the battles o fChateau-Thierry, Ourcq 
Heights, Vesle, the Meuse-Argonne, and was with 
the Army o f Occupation in Germany. 

The 4th Division was composed o f the follow 
ing units : 39th, 4 7th, 5 8th and 5 9th Regiments 
of Infantry ; 13th, 16th and 77th Field Artillery 
Regiments ; 10th, 1 1 th and 12th Machine Csun Bat 
talions ; 4th Engineers ; 4th Trench Mortar Bat-
tery, and 8th Field Signal Battalion and auxiliary 
units. The insignia of the 4th Division is four 
branches o f ivy, emblematic of the fact that the 
division was recruited from all secti®ns o f tihe coon-~ 
try 
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FIFTH (RED DIAMOND) DIVISION. 

The 5th Division, composed o f units o f the Reg-
ular Army, was commanded by Maj. Caen. Han-
son E. Ely. It was recruited from the country at 
large and reached France in the early summer o f 
1918. The division was engaged at St. Mihiel, 
the Argonne Woods and the Meuse, and later wenic 
into Qermany as a part of the Army of Occupation. 
It was composed of the 60th, 61st, 1 1 th and 6th 
Infantry Regiments, 13th, 14th and 15th Machine 
Oun Battalions ; 19th, 20th and 21st Field Artil-
lery, and Auxiliary units. 

SIXTH DIVISION. 

The 6th Division, a Regula r Army organization, 
was recruited at large. The division went overseas 
in the late summer of 1918 and was held just be-
hind the lines. It is said that the 6th Division fol-
lowed the Rainbow Division from front to front, 
but was always held in reserve and it ~~as on this 
account that the veteran Regular outfit was called 
the "Sightseeing 6th." 

Units of the 6th Division follow: 51st, 52nd, 
53rd and 54th Regiments of Infantry; 3rd, 1 1 th 
and 78th Regiments o f Field Artillery ; 16th, 17th 
and 18th Machine C~un Battalions, and the 318th 
Engineers, together with the divisional trains. The 
insignia o f the 6th Division is the figure 6 intern 
woven on a large red star. The division was com-
manded by Maj. Oen. Walter H. Gordon. 

SEVENTH DIVISION. 

The 7th Division was among the last of 
Regular Army units to go overseas. The division 
was trained at Camp McArthur, Waco, and sailed 
for France in the late summer of 1918. While the 
division originally was composed of Regulars, many 
drafted men were used as replacements to fill the 
division to war strength before going overseas. The 
division was held in reserve most o f the time, but 
saw action in the closing drives o f the war. Units 
composing the division were the 34th, 5 5th, 5 6th 
and 64th Regiments of Infantry ; 8th, 79th and 
89th Regiments of Field Artillery ; 19th, 20th and 
21st Machine Oun Battalions ; 5th Engineers and 
auxiliary trains. The insignia o f the 7th Division 
is an hourglass on a field o f red. This hour glass 
is made by two sevens. This division was at one 
time under the command o f General Pershing. The 
division was commanded by Maj . Oen. Edmund 
Wittenmyer. 

EIGHTH (PATHFINDER) DIVISION. 

The 8th Division, Regular Army, was in pro-
cess of debarkation at Brest when the armistice 
was signed. The division was organized in Cali 
fornia early in the war, but several of the original 
units were sent to Siberia, and the departure of the 
division for France was held up far reorganization. 
Units of the division were the 8th, 12th, 13th and 

62nd Infantry Regiments; 2nd, 81st and 83rd Field 
Artillery Regiments ; 22nd, 23rd and 24th Machine 
Gun Battalions ; 319th Engineers, and divisional 
trains. The insignia of the 8th Division is an In-
dian Head on a circle o f purple. 

The division was commanded by Maj. Oen. Eli 
A. Helmick. 

TENTH DIVISION. 

The 10th Division was one o f the new divisions 
that were just preparing to go overseas when the 
armistice was signed. The division was stationed 
at Camp Funston, Kansas, and was composed o f 
drafted men from the middle west, together with 
a few Regular Army units. 'The 10th Division 
was under the command o f General Leonard Wood. 
Had the war lasted until Christmas the 10th no 
doubt would have reached the front. The insignia 
of the 10th Division was the Roman numeral X in 
yellow and interwoven on a blue background. 

ELEVENTH DIVISION. 

The 1 1 th Division was stationed at Camp Meade, 
Maryland, when the armistice was signed. The 
division had beers mobilized from drafted recruits 
from the middle eastern states during the early fall 
of 1918, and was ready to go overseas when the 
war ended. The class o f students from the 1 1 th 
Division were the only members o f the organization 
to reach France. The insignia o f tl-~e 1 1 th Divi~ 
sion was the face o f La fayette in blue upon a , ed 

the circle. 

TWELFTH (PLYMOUTH) DIVISION. 

The 12th Division was entirely composed o f 
drafted men from New England with the excep-
tion of a few Regular Army units. The division 
was in training at Camp Devens, Mass., when the 
war ended. Although the 12th did not go over-
seas, every man was ready for overseas service 
when the armistice was signed, and had the war 
continued this division would, no doubt, have gone 
to France. The 12th Division was scheduled to go 
overseas November, 1918, but its departure was 
delayed because of the influenza epidemic. 

THIRTEENTH DIVISION. 

The 13th Division was organized from the draft 
contingents just before the close o f the war. Sev-

. eras Regular Army units were attached to the divi-~ 
sion but the larger per cent o f the personnel was 
composed o f dra fted men o f the class o f 1917. The 
division is understood to have had overseas orders 
just a few days before the armistice- was signed. 

The insignia o f the 13th Division was a red 
horseshoe encircling a black bear on a background 
of blue. 
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FOURTEENTH (WOLVERINE) 
DIVISION. 

The 14th Division was another division that did 
not go overseas. Like its sister divisions, organized 
in the late summer o f 1918, the 14th was largely 
composed o f dra fted men, with a few units o f Reg 
ulars who were used for disciplinary purposes. The 
14th Division was recruited largely in the North 
Central States. The insignia o f the division ~~~as 
the head of a wolverine in black an a green shield. 

FIFTEENTH DIVISION. 

The i 5th Division was organized at Camp Lo-
gan, Houston, Texas, late in the summer of 1918. 
Its enlisted personnel was gathered from Minne~ 
sota, Michigan and several North Central States. 
~Xlhile the 15th did not go overseas, every man was 
ready for the front lines, and overseas orders had 
been received when the war closed. The insignia 
of the 15th Division was a serpent coiled and ready 
to strike. 

EIGHTEENTH (CACTUS) DIVISION. 

Tl~.e 18th Division was organized at Camp Travis 
late in the summer o f 1918 and was commanded 
by Brigadier general Estes. The division vas 
composed of drafted men gathered from the vari-
ous sections o f the country, together with a few 
Regular Army units° Many Texas and Oklaho-
mans were among the selective draft men composing 
the division, but the bulk of the enlisted personnel 
was from the northern states. The insignia o f the 
18th Division was a green cactus lea f with the fig 
ure 18 in the center, placed on a white circle. 

NINETEENTH DIVISION. 

The 19th Division was organized at Camp Lewis, 
Washington, in the late summer of 1918, from draft 
ed recruits inducted in the northwestern states, to~ 
gether with several Regular Army units. The divi-
sion never went overseas, but it would likely have 
reached France had the war continued a few weeks 
longer, as the organization was said to have been 
under overseas orders when the armistice was signed. 

TWENTY~SIXTH (YANKEE) DIVISION. 
The 26th Division was recruited from 

veteran National Guard units of the New England 
States, and bears the distinction o f being the first 
;National Guard Division and the third American 
division to ga overseas. The division was engaged 
at Seicheprey, Soissons, St. Mihiel and later went 
into Germany with the Army of Occupation. Units 
composing the division were the 101st, l 02nd, 103rd 
and 104th Infantry Regiments ; 1 O 1st, 102nd and 
103rd and 104th Regiments o f Field Artillery ; 
101st, 102nd and 103rd Machine Oun Battalions ; 
101st Engineers, and auxiliary units. The insignia 
of the 26th Division was the letters YD in green 
on a gray background. 

This division was commanded by Brig. men. 
Frank E. Bamford.

TWENTY~S~EVENTH DIVISION. 

The 2 7th Division, originally composed o f New 
York National Guard troops, and later largely re~ 
placed with draft increments from the country at 
large, served with the British forces in Flanders and 
helped smash the Hindenburg line. It was com-
manded by Maj. Qen. John F. O'Ryan. T'he divi~ 
sion was composed of the following units : 105th, 
106, 10 7th and 108th Infantry Regiments ; 104th, 
105th and 106th Machine Oun Battalions ; 104th, 
105th and 106th Field Artillery ; 102nd Engineers, 
and the regular divisional trains. Upon demobili-
zation, more than 400 members of the division re-
cruited in Texas and Oklahoma were discharged at 
Camp Bowie. 

TWENTY~E IOHTH (IRON) DIVISION. 

The 28th Division was composed of Pennsylf 
vania National Guard troops, later replaced with 
draft increments from the country at large. The 
division was one of the first National guard Units 
overseas, and fought at Chateau-Thierry, on the 
Aisne and in the Argonne Woods. It was com~ 
posed o f the following units : 109th, l l 0th, 1 1 1 th 
and i i 2 th Infantry Regiments ; 10 7th, 108th and 
109th Machine- Oun Battalions; 107th, 108th and 
109th Field Artillery, and the 103rd Engineers. 
The division insignia was a red iron weight. This 
division was comrl~anded by Maj. Oen. Wm. H. 
Hay. 

TWENTY~NINTH .(BLUE AND GRAY) 
DIVISION. 

The 2 9th Division was commanded by Maj . 
Oen. Charles O. Morton, and was composed of 
New ,jersey, Delaware, Maryland and District of 
Columbia National guard troops. It was known 
as the "Blue and Oray Division" because of the 
fact that its enlisted personnel was recruited from 
states that fought on opposite sides during the Clvll 
war. The divisional insignia was a design o f blue 
and gray. The division fought in the Meuse-Ar-
gonne Drive. Units of the organization were the 
1 13th, 1 14th, 1 15th and 1 16th Infantry Regi~ 
ments ; 1 10th, 1 1 1 th, 1 12th Field Artillery Regi-
rnents ; 1 10th, 1 1 1 th and 1 12th Machine Oun Bat-
talions, and the 104th Engineers. 

THIRTIETH (OLD HICKORY) DIVISION. 

The 30th Division was organized from South 
Carolina and Tennessee National Guard Units, and 
was commanded by Major General Edward M. 
Lewis. The division was engaged with the. British 
in Flanders and helped to smash the Hindenburg 
line. Units o f the organization were the 1 1 7th, 
1 18th, 1 19th and 120th Infantry Regiments; 
1 13th, 1 14th and 1 15th Field Artillery Regi~ 
ments ; 1 13th, 1 14th and 1 15th Machine Oun 
Battalions, and the 105th Engineers. 
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THIRTY-FIRST (DIXIE) DIVISION. THIRTY-FIFTH DIVISION. 

The 31st Division was composed of National 
ward Units from Alabama, Florida and Georgia, 
and was commanded by Major general Leroy S. 
Lyon. The division reached France late in the 
summer o f 1918 and was at Brest when the armis~ 
tice was signed. The division was composed o f 
the 121st, 122nd, 123rd and 124th Infantry Regi-
ments ; 1 16th, 1 17th and 1 18th Field Artillery 
Regiments ; 1 16th, 1 1 7th and 1 18th Machine dun 
Battalions, and the 106th Engineers. The divi-
sional insignia contained the letters DD upon a field 
of blue and red. 

TI-iIRTY~SECOND (ARRO~iV) DIVISION. 

Tho 32nd Division was composed o f National 
Cuard Units from Wisconsin and Michigan and was 
trair~cd at Camp McArthur, Waco. The divisian 
was engaged in the second battle of the I~/Iarne, at 
Fisrrles, in the A rgonre Woods, and went into Cer~ 

many with the Array o f Occupation. This division 
~-vas cemposed of the 125th, 126th, 127th and 
128th Infantry Regi~~rsents; the 1 19th, 120th and

The 3 3rd Division, composed o f I llinois 1 i1 ational 
ward troops, was trained at Camp Logan, H~cus~

Kiel, Chipilly, the Argonne Woods and at the 
Meuse. It ~~vas under command o f Major general 

George Bell, Jr. Units composing the division weti-~ 
the 129th, 130th, 131st and i 32nd Infantry Regi-
ments ; the 122nd, 123rd and 124th Machine dun 

Battalions ; the 122nd, 123rd and 124th Field 
~,}-tillery, and the 108th Engineers. The insignia 
o f the Prairie Divisian was a yellow crass upon a 
background o f black. 

THIRTY~FOURTH (SANDSTORM} 

DIVISION. 

The 34th Division was composed o f National 
guardsmen from Nebraska, Minnesota and South 
Dakota, and was trained at Camp Cody, Deming, 
N. M. The division went across in the summer o f 
1918 and vas being held- in reserve at Castres when 
the armistice was signed. The division, commanded 
by Majar general J. A. Johnston, was composed 
of the 133rd, 134th, 135th and 136th Infantry 
Regiments ; the 125th, 12 6th and 12 7th Field Ar-~ 
tillery Regiments ; the 125th, 126th and 12 7th Ma-
chine dun Battalions, and the 109th Engineers. 
The divisional insignia was the skull of a cow in 
rod on a black background. 

The 35th Division, composed o f Missouri and 
Kansas National guardsmen, was trained at Camp 
Doniphan, Oklahoma, ar~d went across in the sum 
men o f 1918. The 35th fought at St. Mihiel, the 
Argonne Woods and on the Champagne front. Units 
of the division were: 137th, 138th, 139th and 
1 ~~Oth Infantry Regiments ; 128th, 129th and 130th 
Field Artillery Regiments; 12€~th, 129th and 130th 
1~;1~achine Oun Battalions ; 1 10th Engineers, and 
d_v~s_on trains. 

The division was commanded by Major general 
Peer A. Traub. 

36TH DIVISION (FROM REPORT ON 
THE 36TH DIVISION) . 

The 36'~h Division vas organized during August 
and September o f 1917, from National ward 
Units o f Texas and Oklal-~arna. Tho old National 
Cuard, recruted to war stre~:gJch, w~.s used as a 
nucleus for the division, and 8,500 drafted rnen 
were assdgnecl to the division at v~:raor.Ts tunes.

Major General William R. Smith assumed com-
mand o f the division at the port o f embarkation. 
On arrival in France, the infantry sections o f the 
division were sent to the Bar-sur~Aube (13th ) 
Training Area, where they remained until Septem-
ber 2 6th. 

The Artillery Brigade trained at Coetquidan, but 
never rejoined the division after their arrival in 
France, and, though the division had its .fling at the 
front, the 61st Artillery never saw action. 

On September 1 1 th, 1918, the 1 1 1 th Engineers 
were detached from the division and assigned to 
the American First Army Corps Engineers of the 
1 st American Army, with which organization they 
remained until after the signing o f the armistice. 
They participated in the St. Mihiel Drive, and op-
erated throughout the Meuse~Argonne offensive. 

The division, minus the Engineers and the Artil-
lery Brigade, left the Bar-sun-Aube area September 
26th, 1918, moving to the Popancy Area as part 
o f the Armies Reserve o f the French Croup o f 
Armies o f the center General M eistre. On Oc-
tober 3rd, 1918, the division was transferred to the 
Fourth French Army under General Gouraud. It 
was with this French Army that the division fought 
in the Champagne, and thereby won its right to a 
place in the history o f the combat divisions of the 
A. E. F. 

SUMMARY OF THE ACTIVITIES AT 
THE FRONT. 

October 4th. The 7th Brigade moved to the 
Suippes-Somme~Suippes-Area. 

October 5th. The 71st Brigade was transferred 
to the 21st Corps, French Army, with the Second 
Division, American. During the night o f the 6th, 
the Brigade relieved the front line of the Second 
Division southeast of St. Etienne, the remainder o f 
the division beginning its movement to the Suippes-
Somme-Suippes Area. 

October 8th. The 71st Brigade, with the 
141st Infantry on the right, and the 142nd In-
fantry on the left, launched its first attack between 
St. Etienne-a~Arnes and Medeah Farm, captur-
ing approximately 6OO prisoners, and breaking. the 
backbone of the German resistance north of Blanc 
Mont. 

October 10th. The 36th Division established its 
post of command in oldGerman dug-outs in Somme 
Pi, completing the relief of the Second Division, 
except for the Artillery, Engineers, and certain 
supply units. In all its operations the 36th Divi-
sion was ably supported by the 12th, 15th, 17th 
and Artillery Regiments o f the Second Division. 

October 10-1 1. The Boche was given no pause 
for breath. The 72nd Brigade, passing through the 
71st, took up the fight and advanced to the Aisne 
River, hard an the heels o f the retreating Germans. 

October 12-2 7. The division took up a line o f 
resistance on the hills south o f the Aisne River, and 
remained here until the 2 7th, making preparations 
for the crossing o f the River and Ardennes Canal. 

October 2 7th. The 71st Brigade, after shifting 
its front slightly, carried out a brilliant local operation 
at Forest Farm, bringing in 194 prisoners of the 
Prussian Guards. Four officers were included in 
the haul. The American casualties totaled fi fty, 
fourteen killed and thirty-six wounded. 

October 2 7-2 8. After twenty one days o f fight-
ing, the division was relieved by the 22nd French 
Division. Moving from the front, the division 
reached the Conde-en-Barrios area on November 
3rd, as a part of the Armies Reserve of the First 
American Army. 

November 4-18. During these days the divi~ 
sion remained in the Conde-en-Barrios area taking 
in replacements and re-equipping for the future fight 
ing on another front. At the time o f the signing o f 
the armistice, it was the intention o f the high com-
mand to use the 3 6th on the flank o f the Second 
American Army in the drive toward Metz. 

November 18--22. The division at this time was 
an the march from Conde-en-Barrios area to the 
16th Training Area, Tonnerre, Yonne.

The 38th Division was composed of National 
Guardsmen from Indiana, Kentucky and West Vir-
ginia, and was being held in reserve at La Mans 
when the armistice was signed. The division was 
composed o f the following units : 149th, 15 0th, 
151st and 15 2nd Infantry Regiments ; 13 7th, 138th 
and 139th Field Artillery Regiments; 137th, 138th 
and 139th Machine Gun Battalions, and the 1 13th 
Engineers. The insignia o f the division bore the 
letters CY upon a shield of red and blue. It was 
commanded by Major General Robert L. Howze. 

THIRTY-NINTH (BULLSEYE) 
DIVISION. 

The 39th Division, composed o f Mississippi and 
Louisiana troops, reached France in the late sum-
mer o f 1918, and was held in reserve behind the 
lines. The division ti~as composed o f the 15 3rd, 
15 4th, 15 5th and i 5 6th Infantry Regiments ; the 
140th, 141st and 142nd Field Artillery Regi-
ments ; the 140th, 141st and 142nd Machine Gun. 
Battalions, and the 1 14th Engineers. The divi-
sion was commanded by Major General Henry C. 
Hodges, Jr. 

FORTIETH (SUNSHINE) DIVISION. 

The 40th Division was composed of National 
Guard troops from Arizona, New Mexico, Utah 
and California, and went overseas in the late sum-
mer of 1918. The division never went to the front 
as a unit, but was held in the rear as a replacement 
©rganizatian. Thousands who went across with the 
division went to the f rant as replacements for com~ 
bat organizations. The division was composed of 
the 15 7th, 15 8th, 15 9th and 160th Infantry Regi-
ments ; 143rd, 144th, and 145th Field Artillery 
Regiments; and 143rd, 144th and i 45th Machine 
G.un Battalions, and the 1 15th Engineers. The 
insignia o f the 40th Division was a design repre-
~enting the shining sun. 

The Division was commanded by Major Gen-
eral Frederick S. Strong. 

FORTY-FIRST (SUNSET) DIVISION. 

The 41st Division was composed of National 
Guard Units from Washington, Oregon, Idaho and 
Montana, and went overseas in the late summer o f 
$ 918. The division was used as a depot organiza-

~ion and furnished thousands of replacements for 
the divisions at the front. The organization was 
eomposed of the following regiments : 161st, 162nd, 
163rd and 164th Infantry Regiments ; 146th, 14 7th 
and 148th Field Artillery Regiments ; 146th, 14 7th 
and 148th Machine Gun $attalions, and the 1 16th 
Engineers. The insignia o f the 41st Division was 
a design representing the setting sun. 

The Forty-first Division was commanded by 
It3rigadier General Richard Coulter.

FORTY-SECOND (RAINBOW) DIVISION. 
The Rainbow Division was camposed of Nation` 

al Guard Units gathered from twenty-six states, and 
was one o f the first American Divisions on the fronte 
The Rainbow Division was engaged at Luneville, 
Baccarat, Champagne, Chateau Thierr-y, The Dub 
req, St. Mihiel, Meuse-Argonne, and Sedan, and 
finally went into Germany as a part o f the Army 
of Occupation. The division was composed of the 
following units : 165th, 166th, 16 7th and 168th 
Infantry Regiments ; 149th, 15 0th, and 151st Field 
Artillery Regiments; 149th, 150th and 151st Ma-~ 
chine Gun Battalions, and the 1 17th Engineers. 
The insignia of the 42nd Division is a design repre-~ 
stinting the colors of the rainbow. 

The Division was commanded by Major General 
Charles D. Rhodes. 

SEVENTY-SIXTH (LIBERTY BELL) 
DIVISION. 

The 76th Division was camposed o f drafted men 
from New York and the New England states. The 
division trained at Camp Devens, Mass., and went 
across in the summer of 1918. The Liberty Bell 
Division was used as a depot division, and was held 
in reserve at St. Arrant and Montroud. Units o f 
the division were : the 301st, 302nd, 303rd and 
304th Infantry Regiments; 301st, 302nd and 
303rd Field Artillery Regiments ; the 30 i st, 302nd 
and 303rd Machine Gun Battalions, and the 301st 
Engineers. The insignia o f the division o f the Lib-
erty Bell is blue upon a gray background. 

The Division was commanded by Major General 
Harry F. Hodges. 

SEVENTY-SEVENTH (COSMOPOLI~ 
TAN) DIVISION. 

The Cosmopolitan Division was composed o f 
drafted troops from New York City. Units of the 
division were the 305th, 306th, 30 7th and 308th 
Infantry Regiments ; 304th, 305th, and 306th Reg-
iments of Artillery ; 304th, 305th and 306th Ma~ 
chine Gun Battalions ; 302nd Regiment o f Engi.~ 
neees, and auxiliary trains. The division went over-~ 
seas in the early summer of 1918, and participated 
in the battle o f Vesle Heights and in the Argonne 
Forest. The famous "Lost Battalion," which disv 
tinguished itsel f in the Argonne Woods, ~v~as a unit 
of the 77th Division. The insignia of the 77th Di~ 
vision is a design o f the Statue o f Liberty upon a 
blue background. 

The Division was commanded by Major Gen 
eral Robert Alexander. 

SEVENTY-EIGHTH (LIGHTNING) 
DIVISION. 

The 78th Division was composed o f dra fted men 
from New York and New Jersey, and went over 
seas in the summer o f 1918. The division fought 
at St. Mihiel, in the Argonne Woods and in the 
Meuse drive. Units of the division were the 309th, 
3 i Otli, 31 1 th and 312th Infantry Regiments ; 
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30 7th, 308th and 309th Artillery Regiments ; the 
307th, 308th and 309th Machine C~un Battalions, 
and the 303rd Engineers. The insignia of the 78th 
Division was a design representing a flash o f light-
ning. 

Major general James H. McRae commanded 
the Division. 

SEVENTY-NINTH (LIBERTY) 
DIVISION. 

The Liberty Division was composed o f draf ted 
men from Pennsylvania, Maryland and the District 
of Columbia. The organization was commanded 
by Major General J. E. Kuhn, and fought in the 
Argonne Forest and the Meuse Offensive. The 
79th was composed o f the following units : 313th, 
314th, 315th and 316th Infantry Regiments ; 
310th, 31 1 th and 312th Field Artillery Regiments; 
310th, 31 1 th, and 312th Machine Oun B attal-
ions, and the 304th Engineers. 

EIGHTIETH (BLUE RIDGE) 
DIVISION. 

The 80th Division was composed o f drafted men 
from Virginia, West Virginia and Pennsylvania, 
and was trained at Camp Lee, Va. The 80th went 
overseas in the summer o f 1918, and fought at St. 
Mihiel and in the Argonne Waods. It was com-
manded by Major General Adelbert Cronkhite. The 
organization was composed of the following units 
317th, 318th, 319th and 320th Infantry Regi-
ments; the 313th, 314th and 315th Field Artil-
lery Regiments; the 313th, 314th and. 315th Ma-
chine Oun Battalions, and the 305th Engineers. 
The insignia of the division was a shield design. 
EIGHTY-FIRST (WILDCAT) DIVISION. 

The 81st Division was composed o f dra f ted men 
from the Carolinas, Florida, Oeargia and Porto 
Rico, and was commanded by Major General C. J. 
Bailey. The division went overseas in the summer 
o f 1918, and was held in reserve at Somme Dieul. 
The Wildcat Division was composed o f the follow-
ing units : 321st, 322nd, 32 3rd and 324th In-
fantry Regiments ; 316th, 317th and 318th Artil-
lery Regiments ; 316th, 317th and 318th Machine 
dun Battalions, and the 306th Engineers. The in-
signia o f the division was a big red wildcat. 

EIGHTY-SECOND (ALL AMERICAN) 
DIVISION. 

The All American Division was recruited thru 
the selective draft in Oeargia, Alabama and Ten-
nessee, and was engaged in the battle of the Ar-
gonne Forest. The units of the division were : the 
325th, 326th, 327th and 328th Infantry Regi-
ments ; 319th, 320th and 321st Artillery Regi-
ments ; 319th, 320th and 321st Machine Oun Bat-
talions, and the 30 7th Engineers. The insignia o f 
the division was the letters AA interwoven upon a 
background. of blue. 

Major General George B. Duncan, commanded 
the Division.

EIGHTY-THIRD (OHIO) DIVISION. 
The 83rd Division was composed of draft troops 

from Ohio and Pennsylvania. The organization 
went overseas in the late summer o f 1918, and was 
held in reserve at Le Mans and Castres. While 
the division never reached the front as a separate 
unit the organization became a depot division and 
hundreds o f its members went to the front as re-
placement troops. One regiment, the 332nd In-
fantry, served in Italy for several months. Units 
composing the 83rd Division were as follows : 329th, 
330th, 331st and 332nd Infantry Regiments; 
322nd, 323rd and 324th Field Artillery Regi-
ments ; 322nd, 323rd and 324th Machine C~un 
Battalions, and the 308th Engineers. The insignia 
of the division was the letters O-H-I-O interwoven 
into a background of black. 

The 83rd Division was commanded by Major 
General E. Cs. Glenn. 

EIGHTY-FOURTH (LINCOLN) 
DIVISION. 

The 84th Division was recruited from draft in-
crements in the states o f Indiana, Kentucky and 
Illinois. The division went across in the summer of 
1918, and was in the supply service at Neuvie. 
Had the war continued for a few weeks longer, it 
is very probable that the Lincoln Division would 
have taken its place at the front. Elements com-
posing the 84th Division were : the 3 3 3rd, 3 34th, 
335th and 336th Infantry Regiments; 325th, 326th 
and 32 7th Field Artillery Regiments ; 325th, 326th 
and 327th Machine dun Battalions, and the 309th 
Engineers. 

The Division was under the command of Major 
General Harry C. Hale. 

EIGHTY-FIFTH (CUSTER) DIVISION. 
The Custer Division was composed o f dra fted 

tY•oops from Michigan and Wisconsin, and was 
trained at Camp Custer, Michigan. The organiza-
tion reached France late in the summer of 1918, and 
was used as a depot division with headquarters at 
Pouilly. Units composing the division were : the 
337th, 338th, 339th and 340th Regiments of In-
fantry ; 328th, 329th and 330th Regiments of Field 
Artillery ; 328th, 329th and 330th. Machine Oun 
Battalions, and the 310th Engineers. The division 
was commanded by Major General C. W. Kennedy. 

EIGHTY-SIXTH (BLACK HAWK) 
DIVISION. 

The 86th Division was composed of draftees of 
men from Chicago. The organization was com-
posed o f the following units : the 341st, 342nd, 
343rd and 344th Infantry Regiments; 331st, 332nd 
and 333rd Field Artillery ; 331st, 332nd and 
3 3 3rd Machine Oun Battalions, and the 31 1 th 
Engineers. The Black Hawk Division was sta-
tioned near St. Andre De Cubzac with the Service 
of Supply. Only replacements from the division 
reached the front as combat troops. 

Major General Charles H. Martin, commanded 
the 86th Division. 
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EIOHTY~SEVENTH (ACORN) 
DIVISION. 

The Acorn Division was recruited from dra f t 
contingents in Arkansas, Mississippi, Louisiana, and 
was composed of the following units: the 345th, 
346th, 347th and 348th Infantry Regiments; 334th 
345th and 346th Machine dun Battalions ; 334th, 
3 35th and 3 3 6th Field. Artillery and the 312th 
Engineers. The division was comamnded by Ma~ 
jor Oenerad S. D. Sturgis. It was with the Service 
of Supply at Pons when the armistice was signed. 

EIOHTY~EIOHTH DIVISION. 

The 88th Division was composed o f dra ft re-
cruits from Iowa, Illinois, Minnesota, and North 
Dakota, and was commanded by Major General 
William Weigel. The division went overseas, and 
was engaged on the Alsace front. Units compos-
ing the 88th Division were as follows : the 349th, 
35 0th, 351st and 35 2nd Infantry Regiments ; 
337th, 338th and 339th Machine C~un Battalions, 
and the 313th Engineers, and auxiliary trains. 

EIOHTY~NINTH (MIDDLE WEST) 
DIVISION. 

The Middle West Division was composed o f 
draft recruits from Kansas, Nebraska, Colorado, 
Missouri, Arizona and New Mexico. The division 
was trained at Camp Funston, Kansas, and was 
first commanded by Major General Leonard Wood, 
and later by Major General Frank L. Winn. The 
division participated in the Argonne Forest engage 
ment, and later went into Germany with the Army 
of Occupation. The units composing the 89th Di~ 
vision are as follows : the 35 3rd, 35 4th, 35 5th and 
356th Infantry Regiments; 340th, 341st and 342nd 
Regiments o f Field Artillery ; 340th, 341st and 
342nd Machine Oun Battalions ; 314th Engineers, 
and division trains. 

The 90th Division was organized at Camp 
Travis, under the command of Major General Henry 
T. Allen. All o f the first men in the division were 
from Texas and Oklahoma, those from Oklahoma 
being in the 1 79th Brigade, and those from Texas 
being in the 180th Brigade. From that time these 
brigades have been known as the Texas and Okla 
Noma Brigades. The division insignia, adopted in 
France, is composed of the letters T and O in mono 
gram design, and symbolizes the native states o f the 
first members o f the division. 

Like all other National Army Divisions in the 
states, the 90th sent away great numbers o f men to 
fill up the Regular and National Guard Divisions, 
and to form special organizations of Army Corps 
and S. O. S. troops. In the early spring o f 1918, 
the Division was filled with men from the other 
camps, a large number coming from Camp Dodge, 
Iowa. 

The division commenced Ieaving Camp Travis 
early in June for Camp Mills, New York. By June 
29, all units had sailed from Hoboken. A few or-
ganizations went direct to France, but the majority 
o f the division landed in England. The 35 8th In-
fantry paraded bef are the Lord Mayor o f Liver-
pool and was given a banquet by that city. 

Immediately upon arrival in France, the Artillery 
Brigade was sent to a training area near Bordeaux. 
The rest of the division, the 1 79th Brigade and the 
35 7th Infantry, were at Aignay~le-duc training area, 
northeast of Dijon, Headquarters of the Division, 
179th Brigade and. 359th Infantry were at Recey-
sur-aurce. The 35 8th Infantry was at Minot and 
the 360th Infantry was at Rouvres. The division 
stayed in this area for six weeks, training eight hours 
a day for the time it should take its place in line. 

In the middle of August, the division was ordered 
to relieve the First Division, which held the Saixer~ 
ias sector along the Meuse river, near Toul. The 
division was moved on the 18th and 19th o f Au-
gust from its training area to towns in the vicinity 
of Toul. The relief o f the First Division com-
menced on the 24th, General Allen taking com~ 
mand o f the sector at 8 o'clock on the morning o f the 
25th of August. 

The sector was about nine kilometers in width, 
from Remenauville to a point about a kilometer west 
o f the- Moselle River. The sector had been the 
scene of heavy fighting in 1915 when the French, 
with heavy losses, had attempted to take the Bois le 
Pretre, but since 1915 had been a quiet sector. The 
front line on the left ran across broken country just 
behind Fey~en~haye and on the right ran through 
the woods of the Bois le Pretre. No Man's Land 
was wide and full o f old trenches, wire entangle-
ments and obstacles of every sort. The rear areas 
were heavily wooded and filled with all sorts o f 
camps, dugouts, and old gun emplacements and every 
kind of construction which .had been accumulated 
during the three years of trench warfare. The regi-

ments went into line in order from left to right 
357th Infantry (Colanel Hartman) ; 358th In~ 

fantry (Colanel Leary) ; 359th Infantry (Colonel 

Cavanaugh) ; 3 60th Infantry (Colonel Price) . 

General O'Neil, commanding the 170th Brigade, 

had his headquarters at Martincourt, and General 

Johnston, commanding the 180th Brigade, was at 

Oriscourt. Division headquarters was established at 

Villers~en~Haye. 

The 82nd Division was on the right and the 89th 
Division was on the left. 

On August 2 7th, General Johnston became 

Major General and was given the 91st Division. 

Brigadier General U. O. McAlexander, who had 
served with the 3rd Division in the Marne, took 
command of the 180th Brigade. 
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St. Mihael Offensive 
When the division went into line, preparation had 

been already begun for the St. Mihiel Offensive. Ar-
tillery o f all calibers was being moved into the sector 
every night and it wa~~ obvious to every one that an 
operation o f some sort was being planned. early 
in September orders were received from the First 
Army Corps, which outlined the operation and gave 
the 90th Division its part in the attack. The First 
American Army, which had just been organized 
under the personal command o f General Persh-
ing, was to cut off the St. Mihiel salient. The gen-
eral plan was that the 5th Army Corps would at-
tack on the west base o f the salient and drive east, 
and that the 1st and 4th on the east o f the salient 
would attack north. When the 5th and 4th Corps 
met they would close the neck of the bottle and 
the salient and the Berman troops left in it would be 
shut off. The advance o f the 1st and 4th Corps 
was to swing forward like a door with the hinge of 
a door on the Moselle river. The divisions on the 
left of the advance would push forward the far-
thest and by meeting the 5th Corps, cut off the 
salient. 

The 82nd Division on the extremE right was not 
to advance at all and the 90th Division on its left 
was given the mission of protecting the right flank 
o f the advance and seeing that the hinge on which 
the whole attack pivoted was not broken. This was 
an extremely important and delicate mission, as ti~ith 
the 82nd Division standing fast, it was obvious that 
the 90th Division, v~~hen it advanced, would leave 
its whole flank open to the enemy. 

The form of the division for the attack was a 
narrow three kilometers, which were taken by the 
5th Division. On the three nights before the 12th, 
patrols were busy clearing out the old trenches and 
cutting wire so that everything would be ready for 
the jump off of the morning of the 12th. For the 
attack, the division was lined up with the regiments 
side by side in the same order that they held the 
sector. The Infantry was supported by the 15 3rd 
Artillery Brigade (78th Division) . The plan for 
the fi rst day was that the division like the Corps 
would advance farthest on the left side and pivot. 
on the right. A~ terrific artillery preparation opened 
at one o'clock on the morning of the 12th. At 5 
o'clock, the Infantry went over the top under a 
rolling barage and by 2 o'clock in the afternoon all 
objectives had been reached and the enemy com-
pletely disorganized, in spite of the immensely dif~ 
ficult country through which the advance had been 
made. The 35 7th Infantry on the left had ad-
vanced amaximum distance of four kilometers thru 
dense wood, wire and trench defenses of every sort. 

All o f the other regiments, while their advance was 
not as deep as that o f the 35 7th Infantry, had ac-
complished their mission. During the night strong 
patrols were sent out all along the front to exploit 
the success o f the day. 

On the 13th, the 180th Brigade captured the 
Boris le Pretre with its maze of barbed wire entangle-
ments and innumerable machine gun emplacements. 
The French are said to have had over 120,000 cas-~ 
ualties in 1915 in attempting to take this piece of 
ground. On the same day the 179th Brigade 
cleaned out the Vancheres woods and advanced 
their line to the vicinity of St. Marie farm. One 
o f the battalions o f the 35 7th Infantry encountered 
two enemy regiments moving across our front to 
counter attack the 5th Division, and completely broke 
up their advance. 

On the 14th, the 179th. Brigade pushed forward 
on the left into the Bois de Villers and the Bois de 
Rappes and established the line along the Huit 
Chemins ("White Chimmy") road. 

On the 16th the front line was pushed forward 
to the edge of the woods in front o f Preny ~~vhere 
it remained until the division was relieved in October. 

While the 90th Division was carrying alI ab~ 
jectives, the rest o f the First Army was equally suc-

cess ful. Within 24 hours after the attack started!
the 4th and 5th Corps had met at Vignuelles in the 
rear o f the salient and the whole German position, 
which had been held since 1914, was cut off. Dur~~ 
ing this fi rst operation o f the American Army over 
fourteen thousand prisoners, a great amount of ar-
tillery, and vast stores were captured. 

The 90th Division contribution was 14 officers 
and 65 0 men, 8 pieces o f artillery, 24 heavy trench. 
mortars and a large number of rifles, machine guns 
and miscellaneous weapons, The division's casualties 
~~vere 39 officers and 886 men. 

Shortly after the St. Mihiel Offensive was ended, 
the 82nd Division on the right was relieved by the 
69th French Division, and the 90th's sector was 
extended to the Moselle River. The 5th Division 
on the left was relieved' by the 78th Division, which 
was itsel f shortly withdrawn, its sector being turned 
over about equally to the 89th and the 90th. This 
extended the 90th's sectors approximately four kilop 
meters to the west. During the last week that the 
division was in line following the St. Mihiel operad 
tion the four regiments continued to hold the line 
in the same order as before. Colonel Sterlin had 
relieved Colonel Cavanaugh in command of the 
359th Infantry. 

During all this period, enemy activity was in~ 
tense. The front and support lines were bombarded 
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~cvith high explosive and gas shells. While there was 
no considerable enemy infantry activity during this 
period, casualties were heavy from the artillery. 

Patrolling was active and daring. Scarcely a 
day passed that one of the regiments did not bring 
in prisoners. 

On the night of the 2 3rd o f September, the 35 7th 
Infantry raided the Hindenburg line near Sebastopol 
Farm and brought in five prisoners with only slight 
casualties. 

On the 2 6th o f September the First American 
Army west of the Meuse commenced the last great 
battle of the war, and the division between the Meuse 
and the 1*~[oselle assisted that operation by carrying 
out the local operations to give the impression that 
the great attack extended along the entire front. Both 
Infantry Brigades took part in the operation, which 
was planned as a deep raid on the enemy position. 
The raid was preceded by a six hour artillery prepar-
ation, as was the big attack west of the Meuse, and 
the Infantry jumped off at the same hour as the 
troops making the real attack. Statements o f the 
prisoners and evidence discovered since the armi-
stice prove that the division successfully accomplish 
ed its mission and that they enemy believed until well 
into the morning of September 26 that a great attack 
was being made on the entire front. The success 
was attained however, only with very heavy casual 
ties as the raiding parties were caught in an intense 
gun fire from the concrete emplacements all along 
the Hindenburg line. 

Early ire October, the division was relieved by the 
7th Division, the relief being completed on the 10th 
o f October. The division was concentrated for a 
few days in billets in the vicinity of Toul and was 
then removed by truck to the Blercourt area, about 
20 kiiameters from Verdun. Here the division was 
billeted far a few days in tents and barracks in the 
woods and was then moved for~~vard from the bil~ 
leting area into the bivouac of the vicinity of Mth~ 
tiaueon, Cuisy, Mantillois, Septsarges, as a part of 
the 3rd Corps. 

The Meuse Argonne Offensive. 
Commencing with the counter offensive in July 

which cleared the Marne salient, the allied armies, 
particularly the British Army, had steadily recovered 
all the ground gained by the Hun in his great of-
fensive of March, April and May, 1918. It be~ 
came evident that the enemy was planning, if not 
alr_ eady executing, a general retreat with the Meuse 
as his pivot, and that if the Allied Armies could 
continue their offensives, and particularly if they 
could break the enemy's pivot on the Meuse, a de~ 
cision might be reached. with this in view, the 
great attack of September 26, which developed into 
the battle of Meuse~Argonne was planned, and the 
First American Army was given the honor position 
on the Meuse, with the all important task of break 
ing the pivot o f the enemy's retreat. The part which 
the 90th Division played on September 26, has al-
ready been described. The first attack met with 
great success on the entire front o f the Army. The 
advance was rapid. However, communications and 

supplies became extremely difficult to maintain, and 
the enemy threw in great numbers o f reserve divi~ 
sions, causing the advance to slow down, and the 
first stage of the battle was concluded. During the 
second stage, there was continual fighting along the 
line, but no concerted attack was launched by the 
entire army. The effort was rather on the part o f 
the individual divisions and corps to straighten out 
the line and reach a position from which a second 
great attack would be launched. 

The 90th Division went into the line near the end 
of this second period. The 1 79th Brigade relieved 
the 10th Brigade o f the 5th Division on 
the night of October 21-22. The 180th 
Brigade was held in reserve. The 3rd Division 
was on the right and the 89th Division on the left. 
At this time, the front line ran from just north 
of the Romagne and ~hunal, around the northern 
edge o f the Bois des Rappes. The 89th Division 
formed a pocket a little over two kilometers in depth 
in the front and two kilometers in depth in front 
of the Corps. In this pocket were the villages o f 
Bantheville and Bourrut. The first mission for the 
division was to straighten out the line. The 35 7th 
Infantry attacked at 3 o'clock on the afternoon o f 
October 2 3, captured Bantheville and the high 
ground north and northwest of that town, and es~ 
tablished a line from the northeast corner to the 
Bois des Rappes over the high ground north of 
Bourrut to the northeast corner of the Bois de 
Bantheville, where the line j ained with the 89th 
Division. The 35 8th Infantry in the Bois des 
Rappes at the same time extended its left to connect 
with the 35 7th Infantry north o f Bourrut. The 
same night, two companies o f the 35 8th Infantry 
crossed the Andron Brook and established a line 
from a point about 5 00 meters southwest o f the 
Anvreville-Bantheville road to the line held by the 
35 7th Infantry. This extremely successful opera 
tion upon which the division was highly complimented 
by the Arrny and Corps Commanders, resulted in 
giving the division an excellent position from which 
it could jump off in case of a great attack. This 
advanced position was held until November 1, de-
spite many counter attacks and continuous intense 
shelling. 

With the capture o f Bantheville by the 1 79th 
Brigade everything was in readiness for _the great 
attack by the First American Army and the French 
Armies on the left, by which it was hoped to finally 
break the enemy's line of resistance and change his 
retreat into a rout. This attack was ordered for 
November 1. On the night o f October 30, the 
180th Brigade relieved the 1 79th Brigade. This 
had su$ered heavy casualties during its eight days 
in line. It attacked with the 360th Infantry on the 
right. The 345th Machine Oun Battalion and the 
343rd Machine Oun Battalion were in position on 
the front line from which they could cover the ad-
vance with overhead fire. On the morning of the 
1 st, these companies fired more than 1,800,000 
rounds and contributed largely to the very great 
success oaf the attack. 
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The plan of the attack was that the 360th In~ 
fantry on a narrow front an the left, and assisted by 
a concentration o f all available artillery should drive 
forward through the Carre Farm and the immensely 
strong wooded position on the left o f the sector up 
and beyond Andrevanne. With this attack a suc~ 
cess, the 359th Infantry on the right would be able 
to advance across the open ground vest o f Aincre 
without disastrous losses. An extremely heavy ar~ 
tillery preparation opened at 3:30 A. M. on the 
first o f November, and the men went over the top 
at 5:30 A. M. From the outset, the fighting was 
desperate. The best veteran troops available in the 
merman Army were thrown in to stop the advance 
o f the division, machine gunners sticking to their 
guns until wiped out. The 360th and 359th In-
fantry, splendidly supporting the 15 5th Field Ar-
tillery Brigade (80th Division) advanced prac-
tically without halt. brand Carre Farm was taken 
and mopped up. The woods to the north were 
cleaned out, Andrevanne and Cote 243 captured, 
and the line pushed a kilometer beyond by the 360th 
Chassengne Farm and St. Marguerite Farm were 
captured by the 359th Infantry, and by late after-
noon the troops were on or beyond their objectives. 
The Freya SfeIlung, the last known enemy position, 
was definitely and completely broken. 

On the 2nd of November, the advance was con-
tinued against desperate resistance. Villers devt. 
Dun was taken and passed, Hill 321 was occupied, 
and the Bois de Raux was put within our lines be~ 
fore night. In the night the 359th Infantry ad-
vanced mare than three kilometers, and one battal~ 
ion extending over into the center o f the 5th Divi-
sion on the right advanced all the way to the Meuse. 

On the 3rd of November, the 179th Brigade 
passed through the 180th Brigade and at 8 o'clock 
attacked with the 35 8th Infantry on the left and 
the 35 7th on the right. It was evident after a few 
hours that the attacks o f the preceding days had 
broken the enemy's resistance, and that he was com~ 
pletely disorganized. By night the Brigade had 
penetrated the dense woods o f the Bois de Railly 
and occupied the towns o f Montigny, Saulmaury, 
Sassey, and Mont devt. Sassey. 

On the 4th and 5th of November, the exploita-
tion was continued and the hold on the river Towns 
was strengthened. Halles Wiseppe and Laneuville 
were occupied. 

The divisions on the left of the 90th were meet-
ing ~vith equal success, and were driving the enemy 
back to the Meuse FZiver. With the breaking o f 
the Freya ~tellung by the 90th Division, the vitally 
important railroad from Sedan to Montmedy was 
brought under American Artillery fire and the 
enemy's hold was broken. The 5th Division on the 
right succeeded in crossing the Meuse at Dun-sur-~ 
Meuse and was forcing the enemy up the right bank 
of the river. It was evident that the enemy's retreat 
was becoming disorganized and if our pressure be 
continued, it would break. 

On the 9th of November, the 179th Brigade 
crossed the Meuse at Sassey and by all night march 

ing, occupied Mousay, on the right bank o f the 
river. The next day, the 358th Infantry captured 
Blanc Fontaine and after desperate fighting, secured 
a foothold on Stenay. At the same time the 35 7th 
Infantry on the right had advanced over rolling 
country, swept by machine guns and artillery fire, 
and reached the heights overlooking the town. On 
this day the enemy threw into the line against the 
90th the last reserve division on the western front. 

The 89th Division on the left in the meantime 
forced a crossing o f the river at Pouilly and was or~ 
dered to send troops to protect the left flank o f the 
90th Division north of Stenay. When these troops 
were in pasition, it was planned to pass the 180th 
Brigade and to continue the attack in the direction of 
Montmedy. 

Early on the morning of November 1 1, word was 
received that the greatest battle in which American 
troops had ever participated was ended by C~er~ 
many's acceptance o f the Allied terms and that the 
hostilities would cease at 1 1 o'clock. Before that 
hear patrols from the 35 8th Infantry forced their 
way into Stenay and completely occupied the town, 
the enemy having evacuated after desperate fighting 
of the previous day. 

From the armistice until the division started its 
march into Germany, the only activity was patrolling 
along the old front to collect returned prisoners o f 
war and civilians and to locate and guard abandoned 
and surrendered material o f v~~ar. 

Shortly after the conclusion of the armistice, Ma~ 
jor general Henry T. Allen left the division to take 
command o f the 8th Corps. Command passed to 
Brigadier General J. F. O'Neil who continued in 
command during the march into Germany and until 
December 30, when Major general C. H. Martin 
assumed command. 

On the 3rd of November, the 90th Division hav~ 
ing been designated as one o f the nine divisions o f 
the A_..rmy o f Occupation (o f which only one other, 
the 89th, was a National Army Division) , moved 
forward toward Montmedy. The division marched 
from Stenay across Luxemburg at Rhenish Prussia, 
where as a part of the 7th Corps, it settled into 
winter quarters, shortly before Christmas, along the 
Moselle river in the vicinity of Berncastle, Germany. 
Here it was joined by the 165th Field Artillery 
Brigade. 

The average advance made by the division in the 
St. Mihiel operation was six kilometers, in the Meuse 
Argonne, 22 kilometers. The division was under 
fire from August 20 to November 1 1, with the ex-~ 
ception o f seven days, occupied in changing sectors. 
It was seventy five days without relief. During this 
time, it went over the tap in two major offensives 
and seven minor operations and was still advancing 
when halted by the armistice. 

The division captured 42 pieces o f artillery, 3 6 
trench mortars, 294 machine guns, 903 rifles and 
immense quantities of ammunition and stores. It 
took as prisoners 32 officers, and 1,844 men. Cas-
ualties amounted to 3 7 officers, and 1,042 men 
killed; 62 officers and 1,257 men severely wound 
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ed ; 12 3 officers and 4, 6 71 men slightly wounded ; 
81 officers and 2,094 men gassed. Of the gassed 
men there were l 7 deaths and 1 ,204 men were 
evacuated. 

The twenty--second division to reach France, the 
90th stands tenth in amount of artillery captured, 
thirteenth in number o f machine guns captured, and 
fourteenth in both prisoners captured and total ad-
vance. 

The division received five official commendations 
far its individual work in the St. Mihiel and Meuse 
Argonne operations. It wan its place in the Army 
o f Occupation by never failing to accomplish a mis~ 
sion and by never giving a foot of ground to the 
enemy. 

NINETY~FIRST (FAR NEST) 
DIVISION. 

The Far West Division was recruited from se~ 
lective service men in Washington, Alaska, Oregon, 
l~Tevada and Wyoming, and was trained at Camp 
Lewis, ~~~ashington. The division fought at St. 
I~.~ihiel_, Argonne Forest, in Flanders and at Spitals 
Bosschen. ~...,Tnits composing the division were as 
follo~-~~s : 361st, 352nd, 363rd and 36~~th In-
fantry Regiments ; 346th, 347th and 3~'~8th Field 
Artillery Regiments ; 346th, 347th and 348th Ma-

chine gun Battalions ; the 316th Engineor s, and di~ 
V1s1Gn units. The insignia of the 91st Division was 
a fi r tree c f a green design. It was commanded by 
Major C,eneral William H. -Johnston. 

NINETY~SI~JCOND (B~.JFFALO) 
DIVISION. 

The Buffalo Division was composed of negro 
troops, gathered from the country at Iarge. Units of 
the division were as follows: 365th, 366th, 367th 
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and 368th Infantry Regiments; 349th, 350th and 
351st Machine dun Battalions; 349th, 350th and 
351st Field Artillery, 31 7th Engineers, and divi-
sion trains. The division was on the Alsace front 
and fought in several o f the big offensives o f the 
war. A big black Buffalo worn an the shoulder 
was the divisional insignia. 

The 92nd Division was commanded by Major 
general Charles C. Ballow. 

NINETY~THIRD (RED I-LAND) 

DIVISION. 

The 93rd Division `vas a negro organization gath-
ered from all sections o f the country. The division 
went overseas late in the summer o f 1918, and was 
being organized at Brest when the armistice was 
signed. Units cornposin g the division were as f ol~ 
lows : the 369th, 3 70th, 3 71st and 3 72nd In~ 
far~try Regimerlis ; the 351st, 35 2nd and 35 3rd 
Field Artillery Regime~~ts; the 351st, 352nd and 
35 3rd Machine dun Battalions ; the 31 8th Engi--
neers, and auxiliary units. The unit fought for 
some time with the farrlous French Red Hand Divi-
sion in the Argonne, and for this reason was some 
times ca1_led the American Red Hand Division. The 
divisional insignia s+.gas a trench helmet. 

In addition to the divisions named above, there 
were at least eleven other divisions formed or in 
course o f formation in Ame}-icon training camps 
when the armistice ~-vas signed. The 9th, 16th and 
17th Divisions were filled and were waiting orders 
to go overseas ~,~hen the war closed, while the 9~-th, 
95th, 96th and 97th Divisions were in training. The 
98th, 99th, 100th .and 101st Divisions had been 
ordered created by the ~var department and actual 
organization o f these combat units was in progress 
~-~~hcn the war ended. 
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LIEUTENANT O. L. LOCKLEAR 

"DEMON OF THE SKY" 
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Lieutenant O. L . L ®ckl~ar 
"The Demon of the Sky" 

Lieutenant Locklear was born in Como, Texas, 
on October 28, 1891 . His early education was 
received in the grade and high schools of Fort 
Worth and he was later graduated from the Uni~er-
sity of Texas. 

Locklear achieved an enviable reputation in his 
home town as a dare-devil motorcycle racer and 

,when track motorcycle racing became prosaic for this 
extraordinary young man he began delvinj into the 
science of aeronautics, acquired a plane and became 
noted as a flier. It was this proclivity that led him to 
enter the Aviation Service after the be finning of the 
war. 

Locklear enlisted at Fort Worth and was sent to 
the ground school at Austin, to the gunnery school 
at Taliaferro, thence to Barron Field as an instruc-
tor and assisted in training men who later became 
Aces at the fro:~t. It was in January, 1919, when 
military a, iators were first allowed to give public 
demonstrations, that Locklear performed for the first 
time in history before a public audience the feat of 
transferring, at a height of 5,000 feet, from one air-
plane to another. While this sensational stunt flying 
was not an essential part of the training course, 
Locklear was permitted to continue it for the edifica-
tion of the novices in training. It was this reckless 
flying, however, in direct opposition to the Govern-
ment's adapted training policy, which held him to a 
mere Lieutenancy, when his work ready merited at 
least a Major's commission. 

Lieutenant Locklear was truly a pioneer in aerial 
navigation, successf ull~~ performing feats which even 
the renowned Glenn Curtiss had declared impossible. 
Through his fearlessness and skill he has contributed 
immeasurably to the art of flying. 

"I don't do these things because I want to run the 
risk of being killed," Lieutenant Locklear once said. 
"I do it to demonstrate what can be done. Some-
body has got to show the way. I want to do things 
people feel can't be done. I don't believe anything 
is impossible but perpetual motion. I am convinced 
that some day we will ,all be flying, and the more 
things that are attempted and accomplished, the 
quicker eve v~ill get there." 

Upon Locklear's discharge from active service he 
gave exhibitions of sensational flying in various parts 
of the country, one of his most noteworthy perform-
ances being given at the State Fair in Dallas in 
1919. Lieutenant Milton Elliott, who trained with 
Locklear at Barron Field, was his pilot in all of his 
dare-devil exploits, the two flyers being inseparable 
companions, each respecting the other for his unflag-
gin~ courage and devotion. 

Upon completing various exhibition performances 
Lieutenant Locklear proceeded to Los Angeles, Cal-

ifornia, to accept an enjagement starring in "The 
Skywayman," a stupendous motion picture produced 
by the Fox Film Company. The "stunts" required 
of him included jumping from his airplane to swiftly 
moving trains and back again, crashing at full speed 
into racing motor cars, revolver duels and fist fights 
with desperate criminals, and many other thrilling 
exploits, any of ~~hich might well daunt the courage 
of the average- man. Locklear with no previous ac-
t1llg experience surprised and pleased his many 
friends by displaying an inherent histronic ability that 
would have done credit to an actor of many years' 
Experience. In the last scene of the now famous pic-
ture, Locklear mounted to 8,000 feet, lighting the 
torches on his plane to give it the semblance of being 
on fire. By a stra:~ge trick of Fate, this scenF ~~vas 
to have been the one in which Locklear, "The Sky-
wayman," falls to his death. This was exactly 

That happened. From 8, 000 feet Locklear vol-
planed to 2,000 feet, and then went into a nose 
spin. When about 200 feet from the ground he at-
tempted to straighten out his plane, but it plunged 
to earth in a mass of flames. Both Locklear and 
Elliott were dead and their bodies badly burned and 
crushed when the first persons reached the wreck. 
The fatal accident occurred at Third and Crescent 
Streets, Los Angeles, with a battery of four cam-
eras trained on the daring bird-men. 

Besides his wido~~v, who was Miss Ruby Graves, 
Lieutenant Locklear leaves his father and mother, 
Mr. and Mrs. John ~. Locklear ; two brothers, Os-
man and James, and a sister, all of Fort Worth. 

The funeral was held Sunday, August 8, 1920, 
in the Mulkey Memorial Church in Fort Worth, 
the airman's body having been brought from Los 
Angeles by his business manager, 1!/Ir. H. K. Shel-
laby. ~An air of military glory was taken on again 
by Fort Worth when that city turned out 5 0, 000 
strong to pay the last solemn silent tribute to her 
most illustrious flier, Lieutenant O. L. Locklear, 
"The Master of the Air. " The church was sur-
rounded with mourners, great throngs of them unable 
to get into the building to hear the services. A few 
drops of rain fell, soft as a benediction, as the cor-
tege entered and again as it left the church. The 
gray crepe casket, draped with "Old Glory," was 
surrounded by great banks of flowers. A huge 
wreath of everlasting California flowers was the 
tribute of Louise Lovely, the aviator's leading lady 
in the fatal picture. Another touching floral offer-
ing was a model airplane six feet from wing to wing 
made and covered with asters by a boyhood friend 
of Locklear. The final chapter in the life of "The 
Demon of the Sky" was written as the last mournful 
note of taps died away.
